WHAT IS SOCIALISM?

The word Socialism is used in two wayas. 1t desoriben a

future form of society, and also the working claas mavement

which tries to establish it in place of the existing caplitaliat
oxder,.
WHAT IS CAPITALISM?

Under capitalism,

the means of production - factorieaes,

mines, railways, etec, - are owned by a small section of the

community.  (Half of Britain's capital today is held by one
the actuunl

per cent of the Eogulatiugh) The wass of the people,
can live only by selling their ability to

producers of wealth,
work, at a price (wages) which is always less than the value of

wvhat they produce.

The part left over is divided bhetween the variouas awotlons
of the owning class: industrialists, bankers, landlords and
their hangenms-on, in the form of profit, interest and rent.
They and their dependants ame thus able to enjoy a very high
standard of living by stealing the labour of the: rrat of the

community.

THINGS ARE MADE I AND QNLY IF THE OQWNERS OF CAPITAL
THINK THAT THEY CAN SELuL THEM AT A PRONMIT, AND THE NEEDS OF
THE POPULATION AS A WHOLE ARE NOT THE DECIDING FACTOR.
Cornrlakes, vacuum cleaners ar machine-guns - only the amount
of profit will determine which is manufactured and in what

quantities.
Any article produced by industry today is a combination of

the efforts of many groups of workems - engaged in trunsport,
making machinery, producing rauw materials, and so on. MTha
results of their labour are bought and sold, and this is the
only connection between the various groups. Only the haphazard

workings of the market decide how much of any commodity is to
be made. And so, while within a single factory the various
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stages of manufacture are centmally organized, 1n the ca 18%

economy as a whole, no such plan could work.

HOW DQOES THIS WORK OQUT?

i, ———— - —

The accumulation of capital, which in effect becomes the
chiel aim of the capitalist, has two important results. PFirst
of all, it provides a limit to the wage-packets of the workers,
and therefore, to the market for the goods they have procduced.
At the same time, it leads to the manufacture of more and more
of these goads. THE PRESULT IS THAT, PERIODICALLY, THERE APPEARS
TO BE A SURPLUS OF FINISHED GOODS, MACHINERY, RAW METERIALS AND
AUMAN BEINGS, MASS UNEMPLOYMENT AND POVERTY ARE SEE.L SIDE BY
SIDE WITH BULGING W.REHOUSES AND IDLE FACTORIES.

This tendency, which gets worse as time goes on, cannot be
eliminated within the framework of capitalism. That is why, We
Say, the system has entered a period of decline. That i1s why
the past forty years have brought war, hunger, tyranny and
insecurity to the majority of mankind.

BECAUSE CAPITALISi CANNOT COPE WITH THE AEUND&NCE-OF
WEALTH IT HAS MADE POSSIBLE, IT LEADS TO IMPERIaLISM, WAR AND
FJ&SCISM:

The big capitalists try to restrict productlian and reduce
competitiaon, to safeguard their profits. For instance, they
suppress new inventions which might reduce the demand for a
commodity they are already making. (Everybody knows the case
of the everlasting match. )

The cartels and monopolies they form are gigantic organi-
sations wielding enormous power. They use the state machinery
Fﬂnsecure new markets, sources of raw materials and apenings for
lnvestment in undeveloped areas of the world and tao protect
themselves against foreign competition, (For example, the
whole continent of Africa was split up at the end of ;;he last
centu;y between a few of the European powers, Britain gettih
the lionts share.)
