THE BOMBINGS in
London last weekend
will have stunned
many people.

The newspepers have
used the occasion to
argue how correct itis for
British troops to keep a
tight hold on Northern
Ireland and for the police
to have powers to hold
irishmen in Britain under
the so-called Prevention
of Terrorism Act.

Yet suchmeasureshave
been in operation for
years, and have not
brought the trouble in
Northern Ireland nearer
an end.

Nor have they quench-
ed the hatred that leads
many pecple in Ireland to
support the planting of
bombs in Britain.

As socialists, we op-
pose such bombings.
They can maim and kill
workers who are in no
way responsible for what
is happening in Ireland.

And they play into the
hands of the most reac-
tionary forces in Britain.

But we also have to
understand the origins of
the bitter anger that drives
ordinary people to pjant
-bombs.

Just one incident last
week shows why there is
such anger,

A British soldier,
Private Roger Surch, ad-
mitted before a Northern
Ireland court that while
on patrol he dragged a
woman into a derelict
house with the help of
five other soldiers and
raped her. They were all
heavily a-med.

The judge let him go
free, with only a suspend-
ed sentence.

He has now rejoined his
ragiment and will no
doubt return to Northern
Ireland to ‘keep order'.

‘DONT worry if wage con-
trols lead to higher profits.

MAX MORRIS, headmaster and former presi-
dent of the National Union of Teachers, is
suddenly the darling of the Fleet Street editors.

In years gone by Morris was often attacked by these
same editors because he was a Communist Party
member and a militant,

But now he has left the Communist Party, and is a
militant no longer. The only militancy he has left is in his
persecution of ‘Trotskvists’,

In the Times last Tuesday, Morris wrote an article
which denounced ‘Trotskyists’ in the teachers’ union as
‘enemies of democracy’, and which pretended that
‘Trotskyists' were wrecking the movements for racial
equality and women’s rights and the fight for the right to
work.

The article was greeted with much rejoicing in the
editorial offices of the Daily Mail, which has been
carrying out a campaign for more unemployment more
racism and more sexual inequality, Morris' article was
reprinted in full,

The Mail revealed that the article had been read out in
full by the prime minister at the Labour Party National
Exccutive meeting where ‘Trotskyist infiltration' had
been discussed. Callaghan said that Morris’ article
proved the case against the infiltrators, and carried the
day for a full inquiry into infiltration,

On Sunday the News of the World, whose extreme
right-wing politics, unashamed exploitation of sex, and
racism goes oul to more than 14 nullion readers, printed
yet another article by Morris entitled “The Truth About
the Trots’. This was morc vicious McCarthyism than
even the Times or the Daily Mail could stomach.

Last weck SEAN DOCHERTY, a teacher in North
London, wrote a letter to the Times in protest against
Morris.

The letter has not yet been published. We print it here.

The Land of the Free...

THE existence of A Caon-
gressional Black Caucus has
opened up a whole new area
for Congressional lobbymng.

The 17 Black Represen-
tatives (in a House of 435
representatives) and 1 Black
Senator {out of 100) are now
big business in the US,

A law suit in Los Angeles
against  the giant mul-
tinational company, Rockwell
International, is just about to
expose the whole corcupt set
up,

Four years ago, Rockwell
hired the brother of a leading
Californian black political to
do a job for them,

The black brother, Romar
Joseph Dymally. was to lobby
the Congressionisl - Black
ICaucus on behalt ot
Rockwell’s Bomber Project

Dymally did & good job. He

convinced the black con-
gressmen that Rockwell was
taking positive steps to end
race discrimination in taking
on and promoting blacks.
Rockwell got the Government
ardet.

The only snag, Dymally
discovered later, was that
Rockwell ngged its statistics
about the number of black
workers it was recruiting.

When Dymally complained
about this, he was told by
Rockwell President, Raobert
Anderson, that he was
‘threatening the company”.
Later, he was sacked,

He is suing Rockwell not to
get blacks recruited, but for $5
million in punitive damages
plus - another $750,000 for
salary, benefits and alleged
‘mental distress® of himselfand
his family

REMEMBER the 1974
famine in Bangiadesh?

The full story of US
responsibility for that
famine is only now being
told,

In the 1950° and 1960’
food was exported to
developing countries as a
form of awd, paid for by the
US government. Under Nix-
on, this policy was complete-
ly reversed, Food exports
now have to be paid for in
dollars before the food ships
leave porl.

In 1972, before the policy
reversal, only 204¢ of food
exports to deyeloping coun-
tries had to be paid for on
commercial terms. Since
1973 60% have been com-
mercial sales,

For ihe peasants and

workers of Bangladesh this
policy change meant famine.

For almost twenty years
hefore 1974, U S wheat had
been exported to
Bangladesh (formerly East
Pakistan) as wid, 8%
of its food imports from the
LS in 1974 were sent on
commercial terms.

In mid-1974, however,
Rangladesh could no longer
continue to pay for this food,
since the price of wheat had
tripled on the world market,

So—Bangladesh  cancelled
its contracts to buy 230,000
tons of US wheat, about a
month’s supply. The wheat
was ready,

If the grain had been
shipped, it would have arriv-
ed in Bangladesh at the time
of the fumine in October. It
didi’t, And millions starved.

[0 SOLDIER Timothy Rooney
left the Army with ‘an,
exemplary record’ after
serving in Ulster,

During a fight at a disco
in Reading he kicked a
student in the neck.

But mithestimmung was
violently opposed by the
majority of West German
capitalists when it was first
proposed,

Fact

As & matter of historical
fact it took a threat of
general strike sction (back-
ed by e¢normous majorities
on a ballot for unlimited
strike—97 per cent for the
strike by the miners, 95 per
cent by the steel workers) to
force the Demo-Christian
{conservative) povernment
to push through the co-
determination law for coal
and steel in 1951,

But it worked in the
interests of the bosses,

The Volkswagen board
(50 _per cent ‘workers
representatives’) voted un-
animously to sack 30,000
workers in 1974,

Huge
The huge votes for action
to force through co-
determination were ob-

tained on the basis of the
German TUCs then very left
sounding programme, which
included:

A planned economy based
on production for use and
not for profit, nationalisa-
tion of mining, steel,
_chemicals, power, transport
and banking, equal voting
rightsy for workers and
management at all levels.

What they got. agamsi the
oppusition of the German

CBI, was a capitalist’
paradise.
We are nol cleverer or
shrewder than German
workers,

by the police,

Yet the government took immedia
steps to strengthen the powers of th
100,000 armed police, It increased the
budget massively and restored to thes
the powers of arrest without trial give
to them by Franco’s so-called ‘ant
terror’ law of two years ago.

It also banned all
demonstrations.,

publ

Welcomed

The Western press welcommed thes
moves, A Sunday Times headlin
summed up the general attitude: *Franc
law brought back to keep democrac
alive.'

But the increased police powers hay
not been used to attack the right wing
which committed the murdens.

The head of the Guerillas of Christ th
King, which committed the first,
Sanchez Corvisu, He was held by th
police for a few hours, then releases
No-one else on the extreme right has be
arrested.

Meanwhile armed members of Cos
visa's gang walked into a Madn
restaurant. They forced diners to sin
fascist songs, When the police arrive
none were held.

At a funeral for mordered policeme
an Sunday, police and army oifices
joined fascist gangs in chanting “France
and making the fascist salute. N
disciplinery action was taken.

Fven Carlos Zayas. a leader of th
PSOE, the Spanish equivalent of th
Labour Party, which all week backe
the government’s strengthening of polic

wers, admitted at the weekend: “Thes
1s a great feeling in the opposition ths
the government i1s using the excuse of th
extrgme right to try and demobilise th
left.

The response

THE Spanish working
class gave a massive
response to the murders of
left-wingers. All  main
industrial areas and fac-
tories were affected by
work stoppages which
spread to radio and TV

workers and to all the
universities.
More than a million

workers struck. Hundreds of
thousands joined the series of
massive funeral processions.

Unfortunately the response
of the main workers' partics
and unions did not match the
popular protest.

Brendan Behan used to tell
the story of the man who,
assaulted by a gang of
policemen, cried out. ‘Help!
Police!' That was the reaction
of the Socialist parties, the
Communist parties, and the
unions they controlled.

Their anilysis of the situa-

tion was summed up by the

lecader of the Union of
Workers Commissions,

The fascist killers who pose as ‘leftists’

THE various armed police
forces are hated in Spain. But
when three police were Killed
lust Friduy, it was not by the
left.

An organisation calling
itselfl ‘GRAPO’ claimed
responsibility for the
murders. Earlier the same
organisation had kidnapped
two leading military figures.

GRAPO claims it is an
‘anti-fascist” organisation.
But all the evidence points to
it being run by fascists:

[ The arms it uses ure very
modern US weapons of the
same type as those used by the
uscist murderers of the left-
wing lawvers last week, They
ure of the type known bto be
issued by the CIA to 'friendly’
spy organisations in other
countries,

O GRAPO is totally un-
known on the revolutionary
left.

O GRAPO has only ever
carried out five actions, Each

hus occurred at a key political
moment. and has been used
to justify the right in
strengthening its position,

Bombings

O The extreme right in
Spain is in close contact with
Italian  fascist groups who
have often in the past carried
through Hombings so as o
discredit the left,

) The moderate Madrid
paper El Pais announced on
Friday that it was ‘on the eve
of demolishing forever” the
theory that GRAPO was a
left-wing organisation. Tts
sources said the (Kidnapped
military figures were being
held on a private estule near
Madrid.

Why should the extreme
right carry on such a
pretence?

Because they know that the
police forces are dominated

from top to bottom by men
whose attitudes are very
much like their own, Indeed,
it is probable that many of the
right-wing groups consist
chiefly of police in plain
clothes.

I'hey are quite prepared to
sacrifice one or two people on
their own side in order to
create g climute in which the
power of the police is in-
creased and in which the
move towards reforms . is
slowed down,

agreed on calling for serenity
and civic responsibility

The committee of the
unions run by the Communist
and Soculist Parties calied

or ‘all workers' 1o ‘mainta

serene attitudes” and to “avond
actions in the streets.’

A leading Communist Par-
ty trade unionist, Sartorius.
praised ‘the professional at-
titude of the responsible men
in the armed forces'

The Catalan section of the
CP—the PSUC. ~walked o
of a meeting of 17 opposition
groups rather than sign a
statement mildly critical of
the government,

If there was really the
possibility of a right-wing
coup last week, the attitude of
these parties and unions was
insane. It amounted to telling
their members to lcave the
pelice and the army with 2
free hand,

Yet the coup could onfy
have come from the police
and the army.

But the aim of the extreme
right may have been Jess than
a total coup.

The Jull of the last three
VEATS 18 Over as we witness a
new upturn in the struggle.

That was the conclusion of
the Industrial Advisory Com-
mittee of the Soctalist
Warkers Party, which met Jast
weckend,  The committee
brings together 40 of the
Party’s leading members from
industry.

It devoted itself to discuss-
ing the changes in tactics
necessary to react to this new
situation

Speakers stressed that it was
no longer any good mercly
heing against the cuts or the
Social Contract.

We were no longer alone in
apposition to these, But we
were the only people who
would call for the spreading
and the generalising ~of
struggles needed for victory,

Alan Fisher, of NUPE
would, under pressure, allow
support  for local one-day
strikes. Frank Chapple would
call & onc-day stoppage for his
members  in  telecom-
munications

But they would not call for
simultaneous  action by all
thase affected by the culs,

It was up to the members of
our Party and supporters of
the Right to Work Campaign
to put every effort into un-
iting, generalising and exten-
ding the struggle,

That meant calling for a
united one-day strike against
the cuts in the near future, and

cawpaigning for an all-out
unlimited stoppage of the
public sector unions.

It also meant pressing for
large, across-the-hoard wage
increases now

It we failed to relate in this
way to cach and every one of
the new strugeles, there was o
grave danger we would be left
behind -by the rising move-
ment

Last vear, when there was
little  strugele apainst  un-
employment, the cuts and the
Social Contract, the Right to
Wark Campaign had been
ahead of the wider movement
because of its willingness to
march and demonstrate.

Now it could only keep
ahead by being seen in every
dispute as the body that stood
for wider, more united,
more militant forms of action

the strike.

We realised they would try to
bring in scabs, so we got into
the site and have heldit. This is
the best place to protect us
from scabs—on the inside.

This isn't iust a chance
dispute. It's been carefully
planned. We're now in Phase
Two of a scheme to refurbish
this camp, which Pontins
bought from Thomas Cooks in
1975 for £500,000.

Phase 3 is the biggest phase.
tinvolves building new chalets
in a field next to the site.
They’ve got planning permis-
sion for it already, but they've
refused to tell us when the
work starts.

We think they want to build
these chalets with lump
labour, and that’s why they
want us off the site. Well, we're
not getting off. We're staying
on.

Proof

If we needed any proof that
this dispute was planned by
management, we can see it all
around us,

Every single organisedsite in
Naorth Wales is either on strike
or just finishing a strike which
has been provoked by manage-
ment.

The Hydro-electric scheme
at Lianberis; the Leisure Cen-
tre at Rhyl; the Bangor
Hospital site; Brossley Homes
at Wrexham and even the
construction department at
British Steel, Shotton—all of
these workers have had
struggle forced on them.

I've already accused Laing,
the local employers federation
secretary, of organising this.

Their success is reflected in
the number of nationalist
leaders anxious to identify
themselves with them,

The early white settlers
established their rule at gun-

Vehen asked in Geneva why
the Rhodesian government is
no longer releasing the names
of those hanged for political
offences.,  Foreign  affairy
Minister P.K. Van der Byl,
replied:

“Why should we? Anyway,
it’s academic because they are
normully dead after it

To prevent them giving
support (o the freedom
fighters. more than a quarter
of & million Zimbabweans
have been uprooted from
their homes to be locked up in
‘protected villages.

In the Chiweshe area 40
miles from Salishury, 50,000
people were moved in three
weeks. The result is starva-
tion and disease.

Rhodesian defence spen-
ding has risen from
£34 8million in 1971-72 to un
estimated  £122million  this
year.,

Call-up has been extended
from one year to 18 months
and the age limit has been
raised to S0.

Fascist

About 1,000 foreign
mercenaries have enlisted in
the Rhodesisn army and
police force, At least 400 are
Vietnam veterans who get
instantly promoted to non-
commissioned ranks.

Groups  of mercenaries
have been training in camps
arganised by  fascist
organisationy neqgr the Por-
tuguese baorder in Spain,

Three new airfields have
been constructed to handle
large transport  carriers.
Runways at other air bases
have also been extended to
carry bigger aircraft.

Western equipment is be-
ing used in this exercise,
which is reported (o have the
backing of the CIA.

The success of the freedom
fighters' campaign is under-
mining the Rhodesian
economy and white morale.

Yast numbers of whites are
packing their bags and leav-
ing. More than 7,000 left last
vear out of a population of
25.000. 1953 left in December
alone.

This, and the increasing
militancy  amonyg black
workers, is hitting hard,

Whole-hearted  support
must go to the freedom
fighters. We must oppose any
aftempts by the  British
government to interyvene on
behall of international
capital,

Genuine independence for
Zimbubwe will not emerge
around a conference table.

WHAT DID Percy Bysshe Shelley, old

Etonian son of a wealthy landowner and
baronet, who never earned a pennyin his
life, have to do with working-class revolu-

tion?

Quick answer, in frightened chorus from
textbooks. dons, and respectable literary critics
for the last 180 years: nothing whatever.

Shelley. you Jearn at school or read in the papers or
hear on the radio, was a ‘tyric poet’, He specialised in
odes to skylarks and west winds and cranky deities

like Pan,

Any ‘unorthodox ideas
which creep into his poetry
are explained away as’ the
result of ‘a recurring stomch
illness” or ‘an unfortunate
homosexual experience when
a bay’.

In his lifetime, Shelley was
universally denounced and
baycotted by the lords of
literature,

When he was safely dead
and buried, the same
gentlemen started to
patronise him.

They could not jgnore his
genius, so they insulted it by
separating it from its
revolutionary inspiration.

Shelley’s  works were
selected’ and “abbreviated’ so
that his revolutionary ideas
were tucked away from
respectable society.

If people really are saying that,
then good for them. We have, after
all, reached a level of technological
development where it ought no longer
to be necessary to work ourselves into
a stupor every day just to avoid
starving.

Bur Tories are not happy about
this. Their ideal, if their croadcast
was anyvthing 1o go by, would seem to
be a concussed society in which
peopie knock themselves out daily for

the profit and amusement of their

The problem is that these appalling
characters have a fair chance of
forming & government before long
and we might be faced once again
with the gloomy fact that Tories, for
all the killing absurdity of their ideas,
are still able to win support and pick
up voles.

I's an old problem, and it's one
that Lord Byron examined 160 years
ago in a poem he wrote shortly after
the hatred and gossip of the Tories
had driven him out of England into
exile.

The poem is called The Prisoner of
Chillon. It's about 16th century
fighter culled Francois Bonnivard,
who was imprisoned for six years in
the Chateau Chillon for struggling on
behalfl of an independent Genevan
republic against the Duke of Savoy.

What's great about the work is not
just its description of the agony of
imprisonment~—the  despair, the

rivation and so on. [ts real

Iliance lies in the way that Byron
sees that, for Bonnivard to survive in
prison without going mad or attemp-
ting suicide. he has to adapt to the
place: 'I learned to love despair . . .
My very chains and I grew friends.'

Hence Bonnivard finds freedom
almost impossible to accept when it
suddenly comes and he's pulled out of
prison with what amounts to con-
fused resentment on his part,

The adaptation and survival
strategies that help people to live in
chains make life without them seem
frighteningly difficult.

In short, Byron analyses the roots
of that real and understandable fear
of freedom that is still there today and
that Tories play on in a thousand
different ways in their policies and
their propaganda.

Choice

The roads to freedom have muany-
barriers, and in his personal despair
and exile of 1816 Byron was all too
aware of them.

But five years later Byron was more
aware of the ways round those
barriers, and he wrote with a con-
fidence and perception that can still
move us today:

Powers mean to war with the
people, Let it be so—
they will be beaten in the end | | .
There will be bloodshed
like water and tears like mist, but the
people will conquer
in the end, Ishall not live to see i, but
I foresee it
The waves which dash upon the shore
are, one by oné, broken,

but yer the ocean conquers
nevertheless.

A report from
government-sponsored
National Consumer Council
had said that ‘far from
scrounging, people are .not
claiming hundreds of millions
of pounds to which they arc
legally entitled®.

Job Creation
-only if it's cheap

HOW seriously is the government tackling the problem of
unemployment? Hardly at all if the experience of one
group of unemployed youngsters in Leamington Spa is

anything to go by,

They got jobs through the
Manpower Services Commis-
sion Job Creation Scheme at
the Bath Place Project. an
independent community
group working in an old
school, The project sponsored
these young people to do
socially useful work while
Manpower  provided the
wages.

Manpower Services can pay
up to £50 a week. Pay is the
local union rate for the joh.

But community work being
poarly unionised, the workers
were given flat-hottom rates—
in some cases scarcely more

than the social  security
payments they received while
unemployed,

‘Ihe workers pressed for
higher rates. Job Creation
workers in nearhy Coventry
were receiving more money
for comparable jobs.,

A Manpower official visited
the project in November, but
refused to speak (o the
workers—only the sponsors.
The workers were then told
Manpower were withdrawing
their money at the end of the

month because of the un-
copventional nature of the
project.

In effect they were sacked,

I'he project threatened
Manpower with legal action
over this arbitrary decision.
They protested they would be
breaking the terms of the
workers'  contracts—which
stipulated that two months
notice should be given,

Reluctantly  the  regional
Munpower Committee, which
includes trade union represen-
tation, climbed down und
apreed to pay the workers'
wiges while they worked out
their notice.

But they insisted the
workers had to go because of
the cuts

Now these young people
must line up in the dole queues
ugain, after a spell of low pay
and job insecurity courtesy of
Joby  Creation. Their ex-
perience shows the govern-
ment isn't really concerned in
the jobless but only to reduce
the unemployment statistics,

CPSA stops

servants union, the CPSA,
has voted overwhelmingly
to call off industrial action
against the cuts by its
members in the Depart-
ment of Employment.

Work in telecommunications? Then
strike against the cuts

JOIN the electricians and
strike on 14 February—that’s
the call made by the Right to
Work Campaign to a/l
workers in the telecom-
munications industry.

Tens of thousands of members of
the Electricians Union (EETPU) have
been called out by their executive that
day-—-a week on Monday—for a one-
day strike against the Post Office cuts
in equipment. So have thousands of
members of TASS, the white-collar
section of the Engineers’ Union
(AUEW).

Alrecady 20,000 workers have lost their
jobs in telecommunications because of the
Post Office cuts. Another 20,000 stand to
lose their jobs in the next nine months.

Fifty factories have already been shut.

Even the executive of EETPU has heen forced
10 begin organising resistance. But telecom-
munications workers in other unions have not
been called out.

The executives of the manual section of the
Fngineering Union and of the Transport
Workers are silent, letting the right-wing
EETPU executive make the running,

Massive action

The Right to Work Campaign is organising
for 2 massive extension of the action so that all
telecommunications workers come out for the
dav, Special leaflets and posters warning against
the cuts and calling for action are being
distributed to factories through local Right to
Work Committees,

Otherelectrical industry workers should try to
join the stoppage.

Shop stewards committees in every telecom-
munications factory should be approached to
organise united action. Resolutions should be
moved in the EETPU, TGWU and AUEW,
calling on the executives to give immediate
official approval to all groups who take
industrial action against the cut-backs.

Union executives dare quite happy to support
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one-off general protests. We must commit them
to active support for every actioa taken.

Whatever the union executive do, shop
stewards commitiees can prepare for the fight
back now. All overtime working should be
stopped immediately. Links are needed between
cach factory to ensure that no work and no
equipment can be transferred,

In the past year the Post Office telecom-
munications section has made a massive profit,
estimated around £400 million. With this

massive profit they have pushed prices up so
high that many people can no longer afford a
telephaone,

As a result they have had to cut back orders
for equipment, thousands of jobs will-be lost,
skilled workers will be on the dole, and even
fewer people will have telephones.

That is the economic lunacy of the cuts.
Thatis why Monday 14 February must be
turned into a massive one-day strike

STAYS FREE!

RIGHT TO WORK marcher Bobby Buirds has
had his prison sentence suspended on appeal.

In Westminster Crown Court on Tuesday he was fined
£250 and the sentence suspended.

Bobby was one of 43 un-
employed workers on the
Manchester to London Right
to Work march last Spring
who were arrested when police
at Hendon in London baton-
charged the march.

Three marchers were
sentenced to prison.  Mike
Lynch, an unemployed miner
from Dunfermline, is now in
London’s Pentonville Prison
serving thre¢ months, without
remission.

Bobby Buirds was sentenc-
ed to two months by Hendon
magistrates before Christmas

Willie Dolan from Glasgow
will be appesling against a
one-month prison sentence
this week.

Outside the court, Bobby
told Socialist Worker: ‘The
campaign to get all the charges
dropped is poing on. Mike
Lynch s still in prison, Willie
Dolan could be there
tomorrow.

‘And in May John Deason,-
the Right to Work Campaign
secretary, faces charges which

could put him down for
several years,

‘We must go on cam-
paigning. One reason | am free
today is the pressure that has
been put on by trade unionists
throughout the country. That
pressure must continue.

‘The unempioyed are not
going to be intimidated from
marching or demonstrating
for the right to work.

*The fines and all the other
costs are building up now. We

reporters—MIike Vestey,
Stephen Claypole, Geof-
frey Wareham and Robert
Baston—and four sub-
editors, Blalr Thomson,
Charlie Thomson, Andy
Shiels and lan Hyams.

Bob Jackson, the
non-journzalist, is 8 prosperous
greengrocer and a member of
the Sheffield Rotary Club, the
businessman's society,

The Sheffield journalists
argued that there were plenty
of full-time journalists who
could do Jackson's work.

The NUJ exccutive calied
on them to black all sports
copy until a full-time sports
Jjournalist was hired to do
Jackson's work. Roger Currell
obeyed, He was suspended
and 12 of his colleagues have
been on strike and picketing
Radio Sheffield ever since.

Last week, the BBC and the
NUIT agreed to Jocal talks—
and to Roger Currell’s
reinstatement, But the
Association of Broadcasting
Staffs refused to take part in

_ local 1alks,

ABS members have been
scabbing on the strike.

Robert Jackson, the potato
king, joined the ABS after the
dispute  with the Shefficld
NUJ had started. Now the
ABS, cager to recruit among
journalists in radio, aré sup-
porting their scabs in the
dispute.

The NUJ had no alternative
but to spread the strike. They
started discussions in the radio
chapels (office branches), The
chapels voted 2] to I7 to
spread the strike for four days
across all the BBC,

The strike call went out,

But now the cosy cor-.
respondents in London are on
the warpath. Their jobs, they
imagine, arc safe. They iden-
tifv totally with the BBC
bureaucrats,

To the cheers of their
emplovers and  employers
everywhere, they are leading a
battle against organised trads
unionism in the media,
