The Bo-
clalist movement will ‘become sffective in proportion to its organization and its
missionary spirit. A movement that has a voting strength of as0,000, and can
only muster into i#$§ national organization 14,500 members, needs to be doctored.

We read & story not long ago about

The most irritating
thing in the world to me is the con-
servative, conventional spirit. - Out of
it grows the fagot fire of the religious
zealot, the tyranny of the ruler and the
Ingolence of {hs. employer. It has
clothed the working class with servl-
tude, and taught the workers that it
is natural and right for some to be
masters and others to be dependents.
Material conditions have ordained and
established everything that is, and it
is hard not to .place the material in-
terpretation onveverything that we see
or do. - Last Sunday night we listened
to'a sermon by a local minister, which
but for its strained pandering to things
that are, could have been accounted
a commendable «ffort. Our preacher
friend is a creature, not a creator, He
himself, i{s the product of his material
environment. + He cannot look at hu-
man lite as Christ did, because Christ
attacked conventionality. The preacher
today Is the direct antithesis of Christ.
The clergy seek to conform the relig-
fon of Christ to the world—that is, eco-
nomie conditions~—while Christ sought
to conform the world to his own the-
ories. The diflerence can be realized
at once., whem . we remember that
Christ lived a; humble life, and was
ctucified. while the modern clergy-
man lives on' yellow-legged chicken,
and rides on half fare.
