duction in each era has changed. Through barbarism, chattel slavery, feudal-
ism, down to the present day, the struggle of the worker for his product has
embodied the progress of the race. It has remained for the existing system,
the capitalist system, to give that struggle a class character, organization, and
a definite aim.

THE CAPITALIST SYSTEM.

The capitalist system is one of ownership by & spall class, of the means
of production and distribution. It is the most highly developed system of ex-
ploitation the world has ever known. The power exercised by the modern cap-
italist class for the purposes of robbery is greater than was ever dreamed of
in the wildest imagination of the slave owners and feudal barond of the past.
Caesar and Croesus alongside of Morgan and Rockefeller are as peanut vend-
ers to department stores. Rockefeller can drop $80,000,000 on the stock ex-
change in a few days and not lose another hair from his nearly bald head,
He knows that millions of wage slaves will quickly relmburse him,

THE WORKING CLASS.

The working class are wage slaves. They are compelled to sell their lador
They have nothing but thelir labor power to sell. -The cap-
italist can sell the product of labor for a profit, but the laborer is forced to
sell his power to produce that product for only enough wages to sustain life.
There is only one purchaser of labor power in the modern industrial market.
That purchaser is the owner of the tools which labor must operats in order to
produce wealth and secure the wherewithal with which to live. And because
the capitallst class owns and controls industry, it also owns and controls the
workers who operate industry in order to gain a livelfhood. The m are
therefore wage slaves to the capltalist class.

That power conferred by ownership makes the capitalist class supreme
unless the working class organize against it. Under ordinary olrcumstances
fabor is & commodity to be bought and sold, as any other commodity is bough¥
and sold,” This is the actual view of labor taken by the ctpllllllt. class,

WHAT GEN. OTIS SAYS.

The other day General Otis, who assisted in civilizing the bcnlm rm-
pinos who wanted to govern their own country, and who has, like & true
Rooseveltian, conducted a bitter warfare against organized labor on the Pa~
cific Coast for many years, declared in a public address that the capitalists
had to fight the trades unions, because the labor agitators wers attempting to '
form “an insufferable monopoly in a universal commodity.” Those wers his
exact words. They expressed the situation of labor under the present sys-
tem bluntly enough to startle even Mr. Baer in Pennsylvanis. And General
Otis, like all the other good citizens who traffic in the commodity of labor,
knows that with the working class organized the owning cluamnolbuy« and
sell labor at whatever price they see fit to set upon it,

So human Iabor, representing the blood and sweat and tears of m and.
women and children, is only a commodity after all. Here is & class of human
beings whose minds and muscle, hearts and souls, the class whose genius
of hand and brain has builded civilization and heaped up wealth in sbundance,

to supply the world, reduced to th Abe ingeusato beast, the-
of hay or the ton of pig fron. Yew, recuced even lower than that, for
the hog, the hay, or the pig iron, has more value in capitalist eyes. The hog
maydie or become diseased, the hay may spoll and the pig iron become worth-
less, but labor can rot in factory hells and fiithy tenements, or be cﬂnhoﬂ
and maimed or blown to atoms upon railroads and in mills and m!nel. but the
supply never runs short. There is always enough surplus labor representsd
by unemployed laborers ready to meet any demund. The capitalist system
is so constructed that with every additional improvement in machinery a
certaln amount of idle labor is always upon the labor market, to be.used by
the owners of machinery to break strikes or to meet any other emergency.
ORGANIZATION THE ONLY HOPE,

There is only one resource for immediate or uitimate betterment tw the
working class while this condition exists, They must organize. They must
keep pace with the concentration of ownership of industry into the hands of '
o small class, and concentrate their forces also. Otherwise they are helpless
and subject to every condition sought to be imposed upon them by the owning
clags. Individually the workers are powerless. Individually, the oapitalist
class can take them, each and severally, and pummel them into subjection,
and the worker who objects to such treatment will be jumped upon until he
cries umuw.n .,

But organization must mean more than a mere contest over s reduction
of hours, advance in wages, or & remedying of workshop conditions, all of
which require constant struggling to retain when once gained. Organization
must extend beyond this limited economic sphere and embrace the broader
domain which includes politics and.every other phase of human activity, It
must have for its alm the conquering of the governmental powers by the
working class to the end that collective ownership of industry may be es-
tablished and the social value of wealth production accrus to the producers.

The workers have compelled the capitalists, their lackeys, and the press,

|'which represents capifallsm, to acknowledge almost generally that the work-

ers have the right to organize economically. Only the Baers and Otises and
Parrys are brave or foolhardy enough to fight the organization of labor openly.
They are truly awkward gentlemen, thess Parrys. Just as Mark Hanna and
other patriots are beginning to cement the bond of brotherhood between cap-
{tal and labor by benevolently assimilating the conservative leaders of the
trades unions, along comes Messrs. Parry and Otis and proclaim the unde-
niable truth that organized labor and organized capital cannot Pompromise,
It is a struggle, & class struggle, which can only be ended when the system
that causes it is abolished, and the working class gains i{s freedom in the
co-operative commonwealth.

If the right to organize info trade unions is at last conceded to labor, i1
{s not through any sense of justice or philanthropy on the part of the capitalist
class. That right has been conceded reluctantly, and only because the working
class itself through the power of organization and the toll and sacrifices of
its exponents has forced that concession. The working class itself has neter
gained anything, however small, from the capitalist class by compromise or
conciliation. Whatever labor has gained has been wrenched from the unwil-
ling hands of the capitalist class and-tha price pa'd for that gain has been a
heavy one, All the heartbreak and shattered lives and homes represented in
the persecution, blacklisting and bloodshed of every labor revolt, strike and
lockout in history is the sum total of tho cost of every step in ndnnee mado
by the working class,

3 WHO IS RUNNING THE UNIONS?

The real question, then, before the workers of the present day, is no
longer the right to organize. They have won by hard fighting what should
have been theirs already. Now that they are organized and are ever organiz-
ing, and their power and influence are incrasing, the question they must
apswer very soon is, who are going to run the trade unionms, their members
or the capitalists? ‘That is the question which every member of a trade union
must consider today shove all others, because upon the way he answers tha)
question depends the future and all that unionism means to the working clase

- OME of the readers of the Appeal to Reason have asked for- an
artiele explaining what the term “‘materialist conception of history”
means, spd what part it plays in the Socialist philosophy. The
following statements endeavor to comply with this request so far
a8 it {5 possible in & short article,

Historic materjalism must not be confounded with religious materialism.
8o far as historic materialism touches religion, it does so conly to explain the
origin and fuaction of religious !deas in the history of mankind. But it does
not concern Mself with the purely spiritual aspect of religion. It is not the
antithesis of religion, bnt of historic ldeallsm. It grew by degrees out of the
_anclent 1dealist conception of history. *This conception looked upon history
as the record of the deeds of so called great men, who by their powers of
mind changed the fates of their fellow beings at will. - History thus appeared
as an locoherent recitation of certain ‘‘great” events,* in which individuals
were the leading actors. But this idealist conception of history falled to ex-
plaip how these great men and their people came to act up they daia.

The materialist conception of history, on the other haud, is based on the
discovery of the fact thpt the ECONOMIC conditions of any historical period
torm the basis which detarmines the course of the human history of that

od, lnstead of makidg single “great” individuals and thetr idcas the

ve force of history, the materialist conception of history shows that these
%0 called great individuals are like putty in the hands of great economic
furces, and that the idess of these indiwidual beroes are nothing but a reflex
of definils social environments bullt upon definite economic fundaments. Just
as the Darwinlan theory of the origin and doscent of species by @ process
ot etaraa] evolution through natural and sexual eelection dealt a crushing blow
to the old metaphysical concoption of nature, so did the materiallst concep-
tion of history, formulated by Karl Marx and ¥Frederick Engels, overthrow the
ol 1healist siods of writing history.

wisp that has led Labor into its pres-
ent quagmire of doubt and uncertainty
and made it the prey of every device
put forward by the capitalist class.
And I may well say that {f organized
Labor hasnot gained more, if it can stlll
be defeated -fn its grandest and mose
tremendous efforts, if the judges can
still bludgeon it into insensibility, and
politicians thwairt its highest aspira-
tions and wreck its noblést “ideals, it
s because those entrusted with leader-
ship and officidl power have not risen
to the heights of ambition for emancl-
pation that have inspired the working
class,

PROBLEM YET TO BE SOLVED.

The problem yet to be solved by the
organized forces of labor 1s becoming
more aud more pregnant of good or
evil for our class every day that goes
by. Let us not be deceived by the
fancied superiority of numbers. Num-
bers are as nothing against the united
action of an enemy disciplined, alert,
unscrupulous and uunfeeling, lutrenched
behind a barricade of money, preju-
dice, and igmorance. All our efforts
to rise, to win back even a littlc more
of the product of our toil, to amelior<

{ate the evils heavily oppressing us,

will Le futile and worthless, 1if we do
not appreciate the mettle of the oppo-
sition, its countless ramifications, the
scope of its influence and the height
and depth of its passion for power
and perpetyation. No ruling class
ever glorified so brazenly in (ts self
éxaltation as does our modern capi-
talist class. No despotic cluss over
reveled fn spectacular exhibition of
its dominance as do the industrial and
floancial magnates of today. They
will not yield their rute and reign
without a struggle which will shake
society to its foundatioms.

It remains for the working viass to
say how that struggie will end—
whether in the extension of exploita-
tion and wage slavery, or in the tri-
umph of progress In the victory of
the working class itsell. We have
hardly ULegun to prepare for that
struggle, while on the other baud the
capitalist class epeanly and covertly
organizes and fortifies itself behind
the barriers provided by every insti-
tutfon of government, education, in-
formation and religion dependent up.
on the continued exploitation of the
working class for eistence. Everyde-
vice at ths command of'aclass whore
resources are almost limitless will be
resorted to in order to defest the tvi-
umph of the proletariat.

dues till prompter service could be had from state headquarters.

In view

of .this situation, Local Girard has adopted resolutions calling for the resig-
nation of Comrade Hoffman. Kansas must have at once a state secretary
who can ‘devote every moment of his working hours to the party business,
and a reasoneble salary must be paid him for the performance of this service.
This silary need not be large at this time, and can he increased with party
growth. Last summer Comrade J. E. Snyder, who is now lecturing, and who

.has no family, and no ambition other than to be a part of the gocial revo-

lution, offered to do this work of the party for §5 per week, claiming that he
conld lve on that amount. This article is not written in advocacy of the $5

SOLDIER'S HOMES.

The National Tribune, Wushington
City, in its October 1st, fssue, admits
that the real estate on  which ihe
Soldier's Homes are built does NOT be-
Iong. to the government.  ‘That the
board of managers can bLuy aud sell
the land at any time. When they
have gotten cheap lands fmproved and
built around they can sell -it to
some “outsider” and buy and build
a home in some other spot. The
board of managers wére NOT to re-
ceive any pay, but new they are draw-
Ing $4,000 a year for president bt the
board an $2.000 & year for the secre-
tary. So far as the “inspection” of
these Homes are concerned, the law
requires that of all the departments—
and the corruption that exists in ail
the departments of goveroment shows
how,such inspection inspects. A little
“groase” covers up a lot of “charity.”
The homes should have only offcers
elected by the soldiers living in the
home. To bave a lot of pompous,
well-fed officers appointed over them.
Is saying they are too ignorant or dis-
honest to select their own officers.
The ownership of the Homes should
be investigated. .There is something
rotten in the title.
