. Bystem in which these homeless waifs

are’ scattered about in car lots, pre-
terwl to protest against Socialism upon
the ground that it wiil invade the home
and destroy the family life, the very
crime of 'which capitalism itself i
gulty, . Capitalism  has' rgined  and
blighted tens of thousands of homes
or reduced them to a state of poverty,
filth and horror which unfits them for
human habitation. It ‘has scattered tens
of thousands of families to the four
winds, driving the fathers omt in the
vain scarch for work, to shiver at mid-
night in the bread line, and forcing
the mothers on the downward road
which leads to disgrace and death.

How the Working Class is Kept in Sub«
Jection to Capitalism—Horrors
Mu'lbdkﬂble.

Specia]l Correspendencs to Appeal 0 Resson.

Stories of the terrible massacre of
working men, women aod children
in the strike &t the Orizaba cotton
mills two years ago' are still being
recounted by the labor and Socialisu
press of the Wnited States. In that
strike the soldiers shot to death, ac-
cording to government figures, two
hundred men, twenty-four women and
seven children,  Surviving strikers de-
¢lare that more thin a thousand hu-
man beings had their lives snuffed
ont by the myrmidons of Diaz and
that the wounded reached double that
numbér. The complete story of this
massacre will never be told in print,
perhaps, but it is indelibly written
tn the minds and hearts of the work-
ing people of Mexico. In and about
the cotton and jute mills of Orizaba,
the owners of which are Mexican,
French  and English  capitalists,
twenty-four thousand men, women
and children ase employed. The com-
bined wage of a family is barely suffi-
cient for life's necessities. As a re-
stilt of fourteen to sixteen hours' toil
our of every twenty-four the spirit
of the workers is low and their 'or-
ganization into an cconomic body is
impossible, Their living conditions
are indescribably wretched and their
morals are loose.

However, one bright day two years
ago, undegs the inspiration of a few
courageous leaders, they decided to
stand up for their rights. Like their
fellow workers in the United States
they quit work and walked out of the
mills without guns or ammunition and
with mo 'military diseipline, relying
mercly on the staying  qualities of
their stomachs in their contest with
the wellsfilled pocket books of their
smployers. Like cvery similar rebel-
lion in the United States their strike
was doomed to failure from the start.
But to teach these rebels a lesson,
and to make of them a horrible ex-
ample for the benefit of other slaves
who might cherish rebellious princi-
ples, Dictator Diaz sent Col. Mier and
an overpowering body of troops to
the scene. . The sirikérs  were - Sur-
roundsd, as is the favorite Mexican
method,  and  the slaughter  com-
menced. The details  of  the cfar
must be left to the imagination. One
womon twas killed with a child in her
Another woman gave birth to
1" babe in her death agonies on the
ground. Young and teader borefool
children, boys and girls, were Seized
by the brutal soldiers and  literally
strangled clive. . The orders of  the
commander wers to 'slay and spare
not, and to make the  process of
slaughter as cruel and bloody as pos-
siblo. Tt was argued that by laying
aside the ordinary rules of warfare
and pursuing an absolutely merciless
course the desired cffcct of paralyez-
ing the strikers with terror would be
obtained. . A

Forcing the Strikers to Work.

Followimng the massacre the sur-
vivors were mobilized by the soldiers
apd at the point of the bayonet were
driven back into the mills, where, for
werks, they were forced to slave at
their machines “mder the immediate
cyes of anpow goards. "On entering
and leaving the mills théy were made
te pass through a double row of sol-
diers who had their bayonets ready
to transfix any wretch who lagged or
refused to work,' At night the sol-
diers indulged in licentious orgies ot
the expensé of the ‘women tworkeérs.
Wives were toran from thewr husbands
arms and rovaged repeatedly by differ-
ent thugs: Young  givls and wunmyr-
ried“women were despoiled of their
_ciriue, and. ony rosistonce  on  their
part mteant cither a terrible “beating
or assassination. There is one comn-
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terpart of 'thit “strike in the Uniled'

States, and that was when one thou-
sand miners wers locked in a bull pen
in Northern Idaho, in 1890, during
which time the women relatives of
the prisoners were subjected to as-
saults by negro soldiers under the
command of the infamous General
Merriam.

Dictator Diaz's policy of striking
terror to the hearts of his subjects by
vigorous, and drastic action proved
effective—the  Orizaba  slaves are
thoroughly cowed, and to all appear-
ances have resigned themselves to
their fate. James Creclman, in Piers
son's Magazine, which article has the
official sanction of President Rooss-
velt, through '‘Seeretary Root, says
the Orizaba massacre was a necessity,
Order and  siable government, in
Mexico, are necessary, he says, to in-
duce the immigration of forcign cap-
ital. If peon ‘labor is abolished
through increased wages, shorter
hours and larger liberty for the work-
ing class the principal attraction
Mexico offers. to  foreign capital
would be gone. To avoid this possi-
bility Dias has promulgated o rule pre-
scribing. the wages himit, ond no em-
ployer of labor mow dares wiolate it.

Massacre Led by an American.

While hell was breaking loose in
Southern Mexico Col. W. C. Greene
and the Mexican rurales were en-
gaged in a wholesale massacre of
Mexican miners on their own account
in Northern Mexico. By some it is
declared that Diaz knew nothing of
the Cananea killings until after their
occurrence, and that they took place
without his authority. The fact re-
mains, however, that Diaz has never
taken action against the instigatocs
of that unprovoked butchery, and
that while he could have prevented
the wiholesale hangings that followed
the street fighting he did not do so.

L. Guttierrez de Lara, formerly a
Mexican lawyer, but now an edu-
cated Socialist residing in Los An-
geles, Cal, where he was forced to
spend several months' imprisonment
in the county jail in conncction with
the arrest of Magon, Villarreal and
Rivera, in speaking of his experiences
during the Cananea strike and mas-
sacre, said:

“I was a member of a political club
which had  recently been formed  in
Cuananea, and was outspoken in my
Socialist views. The ftrouble that oc-
erred there was brought about by
Greene, who  twished to depress the
value of the stock of the Cananex
Copper company, so that he and his
friends couid step in and buy it wp.
There. wos mo  orgenization among
the Mexican miners, and though they
were  receiving  gust half ' the wages
paid  the Asmerican wminers for per.
forming the ' same kind of work, they
kad mo idea of going on strike one
howr  before the sirike was called.
The  schole  thing  twas plauned by
Greene and his pals, 4

“On the morning of June 2. 1006,
the Mexican miners, some ten thou-
sand: strong, were ordered to lay
down their tools and cease work. Be-
lieving the strike had been called .in
good faith, and feeling juslly incensed
at the discrimination that had been
accorded them, the Mexicans re-
sponded to a man. They had no guns,
as no member of the working class
in. Mexico 18 permitted to own a
deadly weapon, and they did not
dream of physical force: Finding that
a number of Mexicans in the com-
pany lumber yard were still at work,
quite a body of strikers approached
the big gate to the vard with the
view of inviting the lumber jacks to
join ‘in the strike and make it gen-
eral. lustead of being given the priv-
ilege of talking with the lumber work-
ers the strikers were met at the gaze
by George Metcalf and his bréther,
managers of the yard, who turned on
the wvisiting delegation a stream of
water from a powerful hose.  This
provoked 3 demonstration by the
strikers® which pesulted in their being
fired upon by the Metcalf brothers.
A number of ‘strikers were killed in-
stantly and ‘several  were  severely
wounded.  Staggered at . the' unex-
pected assault, but game nevértheless,
the strikers;, with no weapons in their
hands, rushed upon the yard mana-
qers, deprived them of theiririfles and
titerally beat them to death.

Fiendishness of Capitalists.

“The effect was. clectrical.  As if
by  prearrangement Col.  Greene
rushed into town from Naco in an
automobile and took charge of the
situation. " Reinforcements | i the
shape of three hundred rangers and
persons from Arizona, under the com-
mand of Capt. Rynning, arrived, and
the opposing forces deployed for bat-
tle. Col. Greene had concealed in a
cellar under his house two thousand
rifles.  These | 'were  distributed to
American  foremen  in  the mines.
Every American saloon kecper,' gam-
bler and cutthroat was given a rifle
and told to follow Greene. The fight
speedily resolved dtself into a race
fssne— Americans versus  Mexicans--
with - Americans 88 . agaressors.  Cal

do. He told me I had better lay
low, which I did. Occasionally I
skulked from house to house watch-
ing the fight, and more than once I
came very near falling victim to a
whizzing rifle ball.  After the strik.
ers were dispersed Col. Greene and his
band went from sireet to sireet shoot-
ing indiscriminately into houses and
at any object, man, woman or child,
that  resembled a Mexican, They
seemed to be blood-crazed and killed
merely for the sport of killing. The
streets were slippery with blood and
very few houses escaped having an
occupants killed.
Punishing the Victims.

“On the following day the rurales
came and immediately commenced
=aking arrests. Not an American
was arrested-—the persons who had
caused the strike and who were re-

sponsible for the massacre—only
Mexican strikers and persons’ sus-
pected of possessing revolutionary

principles were thrown into prison. I
was among those locked up.  Several
nights later the rurales began to
empty the jail and stockades of the
prisoners—the  unfortunate cwretches
were taken into the mountains back
of town and sirung up to trecs! At
last ‘but few prisoners remained,
among whom was myself. It was
through a mistaken order that I was
given my liberty, and T had no more
than gotten safely across the Arizona
border than the rurales were after
me.”

It will be observed that Mexican
workingmen were compelled to - sib-
mit to slaughter at the hands of per-
sons not citizens of Mexico,  When
the rurales—agents of Diaz—came to
restore order it was not the foreign-
ers and instigators of the troub'e
who were arrested; it was the Mex-
ican workingmen. No attention was
paid by either government to the us-
warranted . invasion of Mexico by
Cept. . Rynning and the Avicona
rangers. Throwghout the entive trans-
action’ the  agents- of the capitalist
class of the two couniries stood fo-
gether for the overthrow and mas-
sacre of the Mexican miners. And for
permitting this and similar atrocities
Dictator Diaz by American maga-
zines and newspapers is pointed out
as the “wisest modern ruler,” and
the “one great man to be held up for
the hero worship of mankind.”

Extermination of the Yaquis.
Then there is the extermination of
the Yaqui Indians of Sonora by the
Mexican government, the seizure of
their lands and distribution thereof
between Mexican and foreign capital-
ists—a sickening story of robbery,
slavery and murder which constitutes
a chapter in itself. Lack of space
forbids a lengthy  narration of
all the events conagdied ,with the
twenty-vear war between the Diaz
soldiers and Yaqui Indians—a war full
of human interest and human horror.
Contrary to the popular conception
the Yaquis are not Indians accord-
ing to the common understanding of
that term. They are a paticnt, indus-
trious, honest and brave people, de-
vated to the soil, which they assidu-
ously cultivate, and aré very religi-
ous and pure in their private lives.
In appearance the men are athletic,
well built, straight featured, and the
women arc as pretty and intelligent
as can be found anywhere, Passion-
ately ambitious of eduncation, their
gchools are their pride, and the per-
centage of illiteracy among them is
less than among the Mexicans of any
other state.  However, the state of
Sonora—whose lands, * mineral and
agricultural, are ‘theirs by right »f
heritage {and occupation-—has become
o subject of explottation by the Mex-
ican government for the benefit, prin-
cipally.  of - Amecican  capitabists,
whose fiiendship Diaz wishes to re-
tain, and as a result the Yaquis have
been forced to take up arms in de-
fense of their  howmes.  Freguenily
Mexican soldiers wili swround o vile
lage or town and destroy i com-
plerely by fire, ofter having massa-
créd the wmafority of the inhabitants,
The swrvivors are troned and sent to
Vucotan and Vealle Nacional, in the

The Whole Object Robbery.

“The governmént has caused the
Yaqui war, after consenting that
Ramon Corrall,
Luis E, Torres, i. e, the vice presi-
dent of the republic, the ex-governor
of the state of Sonora, and the actual
governor of said state, should rob
the Indians of their rich soil. Aond
still today many of the Indians pre-
fer to live with their arms at hand
than to be sold into slavery by the
vice president of the republic to the
rich of Yucatan at the price of two
hundred Mexican dollars per head.
Are we to wonder, then, that the
Yaqui Indians live in continuous open
rebellion? - But, isolated, the Yaquis
spend their forces to no avail, and it
is for this reason that we have in-
vited the Yaquis to join forces with
the gencral movement which at the
proper time will be imitiated by the
liberal party in the entire territory
of the republic, in order to co-operate
thus in solidarity towards the final
triumph  of justice.”

Recently stories have been pub-
lished in various "American newspa-
pers declaring that the Yaquis have
made peace with the Mexican gov-
ernment and are going to Hermosillo,
the casital of the®state of Sonora, in
large numbers to surrender their
arms, These stories are denounced
as fabrications by Yaquis residing in
California and Arizopa.

so long as Diaz remained at the head
of the government, would the Yaquis
surrender their arms, or give up the
fight. This Yaqgupi “Indian,” by the
way, speaks English as fluently as the
average American, is’ well informed,
posscsses a good business education,
and in appearance is hardly distin-
guishable from the type of American
born Spaniard which flourishes so
numerously in the southwestern por-
tion of the United States.

Additional crimes of wholesale as-
sassination, in which vast districts
have been depopulated by soldiers at
the instigation of Diaz, might be
cited. The list is léngthy and is re-
plete with unbelievable and unmen-
tionable features of barbarism and
blood. The senses are overwhelmed
by the awful contemplation, and it is
instinctively realized that not since
man emerged from the savage state
have such cruelties been perpetrated
or such monstrous crimes committed
as have those which have been of-
dered and authorized by Diaz in
Mexico. ‘The simple relation of them,
without comment, is all that should
be necessary to bring to the cheeks
of present-day civilization the blushes
of a burning shame, and a desire in
the hearts of honest peoples every-
where for the liberation of Magon,
Villarreal and Rivera, the heroic revo-
