But while some of these reforms
might brimg alleviation, and brihg it
solely because they are partly social-
istic, still Rooseveit's plea is solely for
the interest of the capitalist—to pre-
vent the overthrow of the system of
special privilege which ' has enslaved
and impoverished the workers, while
wealth was being created at an enor-
mous rate. None of them, nor ail
of them combined, nor these added to
a ‘thousand other compromises along
“socialistic” Tines, would ‘end the rob-
bery of labor or the reign of special
privilege enthroned undes the capital-
ist system. Only the complete end-
ing of the systemr could do that, and
Mr. Roosevelt frankly says he advo-
cates these “reforms” only as a means
of saving the system.. Indeed, every
“socialistic” feature which Mr. Roose-
velt advocates 1s intended, under the
operation of capitalism, to benefit ths
capitalist sexclusively.

Look at the day nurseries for wo-
amen who work in factories, advocated
by the ex-president—this would not
stop the destruction of the home, but
only make the mothers better sery-
ants.

equal.  Socialism does net deny in-
equility; it merely wishes to utilize
this inequality as one of the factors
leading to the free, prolific and many-
sided development of human life.

All men ought to work in order to
live, but each ought to devote himself
to the kind of labor which best suits
his peculiar aptitudes.

HAS INVADED AMERICA

The Mexican Dictator Dominating Our
Courts as Well as the Press.
By Teiegraph to the Appeal,

Tucson, Ariz, April 22 —Accord-
ing to informution received here to
day the present indictments agains:
Magon, Villarreal, Rivera and Man-
uel Sarabia will be set aside when the
United States court convenes at Tomb-
stone, Ariz.,, April 26, and new in-
dictments will be returned by the
grand jury.  The prisoners are now
charged with ' conspiring to violate
the neutrality faws of the United
States by setting on foot an armed
expedition from Douglas, Ariz, into
Mexico. As the evidence tending to
establish the commission of the overt
act is insufficient to convict the pris-
oners on the charge on which they
now are being held it is declared that
the new indictment will be returned
for the purpose of admitting evidence
which was used against Antonio e
P. Araujo, who was convicted at San
Antonio, Texas, and also the plea of
guilty by Col. Encarnacion Diar
Guerra, who later at Del Rio was
sentenced to a term at Leavenworth,
Kan. Under the new indictments, it
is said, the United States and Mexi
can officials, who are engaged in con
ducting the prosecution, will have I
tle difficulty in proving that Magon
and his associates are political revo.
lutionists whose avowed purpose was
the overthrow of the tyranny of Dic.
tator Diaz and the establishment of
political and industrial freedom, for
the Mexican people.
