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America and the establishment not
being able to deal with Black national-
ism. Well they have been, They've
built foundations, vou know, the Ford
Foundation, Rockefeller Foundation,
and so forth. They bought them off,
How do we stop those things from
happening. As far as I'm concerned
our dialectic, our intenlions, our goals
are so mulually excilusive to those of
our opposttion, that I can’t see any-
where we can find anything to agree
on, And, we have lo stop it right from
the beginning. In other words, no ac-
ceptance of tokens, none whatsoever,
in the bwilding of the People’s world,
We do it on our own. We do it with
our own factlities., And to say that
we can’t do it, lo say that we don't
have the personnel, that we don't have
the financial means is just like saying
that producers can’t produce, that
breadmakers can’t make bread, We
don’t need them. That’s the whole poind,
So we stop them by barring them com-
pletely from our program,

We can't limit ourselves lo any one
particular form of struggle; hd ’'m
saying that the people who are given
the responsibility of deciding which
facilities that we'll take and use for
our own, for the building of the infra-
structure, for our own, I think that
these people should use extreme cau-
tion and always bear in mind that the
underlying motive is tokenism, and at
all times be - cynical, Take, ves; but,
take it in the spirit of reparations,
and reparations only,

We have a very, very, very touchy,
Jundamental problem; and, I think it
begins with the ideal - I don't think
we fully understand the period or stage
that we'rve'in vightynow, the stage of
the struggle that we’ye in right now.
The rdeal situation, where each man can
be a man, can. be un individual - and
I'don’t mean'inthe existentialist sense -
where each man can be truly free, to
make decisians on his own. Make
leci on his own, and from his
own mind, We reached that

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point yet; and il migii! be 2,000 years
hefore we reach that poin!, Right now,
al the present, to think that that thing
is possible is verging on anarchy. And
I seriously feel that the problem lies
in the faclt that we don’t understand
what Democratic Cenlralism means,
and its function and its powey,and ils
power lo all of our movement, [ really,
seriously don’t believe that anything
can be accomplished without Demn-
cratic Centralism at this stage, be-
cause we’ve inhevited things from
thousands and thousands of yeavs ago
into owr character, inlo our beings,
In particular, we've inheriled things
over the last 300 years of capitalism
and over the lasl few decades of fas-
cism, corvporativism, We've inherited
things that disallow us from, let’s say,
egalitarian conduct, I think we have lo
recognize that, and undevstand that our
movement has lo be carried by, gwided
by disciplined and sincere, but or-
ganized, Democratic Cenlralism,

Power, in its essence, has a g rowth
process, just like everylhing else, If

we snatch that thing wp oul of ils
process and look at it as it WAS, we're
looking at a thing that’s dead, It's a
thing in process, jusi iike everything
else, It roes throweh a sltale of in-
fancy, malurily and then, of course,
decline, The preslige of power al ils
maturity is a thing that will preveni
people from acting against that power,
This pig is a psychological lhing, a
state of being wherein the bourgeoisie
reiem of levror need nol rely on vio-
lence to sustain ulself, I’s relying
on something that happened in the
past, or some accomb>lishment, or
somz, let’s say, coup, that went down
in the past, where it secured itself,
And il’s drifting at this point, the
preslice of power means that it’s
drifting at this point and living off ils
laurels, At this stage, people just are
not inclined ito attack that power. So,
consequently, our first atlack is on
the prestige of powzvr. That was Jona-
than's job, to destvoy the préstige of
power, the iconoclastic act of crushing
symhals, Once (lhese symbols ave
crushed, and people sce that they ave
mererable, then we can move on lo
the ac’ual destruction of the baszs of
power. Bezcause powar, after, ajler
‘the destruclion of the prastige of power,
ower will be forced to reverl back
to its oviginal force, vaw brule force
- violence,

First of all, I'd like to cleay up a
couple of poinis in that area that have
come up, criticisms of my particwiar
analysis of fascism, First, [ wouwld
like to slate unequivocally thal com-
plete tolalitarianism, the perfect to-
talitarian state is impossible. We've
had 6,000 years of hievarchy; we've
had 6,000 years of attempls, of men
making attempts to place themselves
above sociely. IF's never worked; if’s
never worked. So, in assence, pure
fascism, pure totalitarianism is im-
possible, first of all, Then I'd like to
emphasize that fascism vight from the
beginning - and when I say beginning,
I'm going all the way back to the point
where monopoly capital first sta rited tts
formation - the culmination of
monopoly capital was the fascist cor=
porative. And it took different forms
in different countries; and those dif-
ferent forms were principally account-
able to the differing national situalions,
the differing crises that the particular
nations were facing; and, of course,
the difference in time and place in

history. And they each took a different
form. In Spain, Francoism and the
Spanish new slale, thal was one form,
Italian fascism, that was one form;the
Rumanian armed guard, that was one
form; lhen, of course, lhe ndtional
soctalism of Germany, that was another
form altogether; Peronism, that was
another form - that has to be examined
very carefully, because lhere were
several asides that altered it from the
other forms that swept Europe, The
principal difference betweenPeronism
and the thing that Vargas pulled off
in Brazil is that though bolh lhose
countries weve under the influence,
the spherve of influence of the United
States, and, in effect, they weve really
neo-colonies and had been ever since
the Monvoe Doclrine - actually thetr
(Argentina’s Peyvonism) particular
brand of fascism w:s in a way (lthis
is a very abstract and com;licated
question) - this particular jorm lended
to mirvor the same 'hing that went
dowr here in this country, Peron dis-
puised his pariicular fascism almost
as a bzaefit to the workers, I mean
and diszuised it more so than the thing
in Germany., The thing in Germany
was owlvight slavery, It was like, as
far as I'm concerned, my veading of
history, it looked like almosi a ve-
version to the slave slale, Whereas
Pervon was shrewd 2n0ugh fo try lo
keep a balance - a real balance, not
real, but, le!’s say, a superficial
balance - betwzen the working class
and the wuling class - which is just
ahou! what happened here in Lhis
co.tiilry - and paralleled a brand, the
particular brandof corporative Jfas-
cism here in this country,

Important in the understanding of
fascism, I believe, is not lo confuse
the different dimensions of the move-
ment, And, we firstly concede lhat it

is a mouvement, a thing, like I said,

at the opening of monopoly capilal.
First it's obvious that once monopoly
capital started jorming, old bour-
geoisie democracy began lo die, in
process, As monopoly capital tooR
over political vule, the political rule
of, let’s term il, bourgeoisie demo-
cracy started diminishing. And at the
end of that process, like I said, the
culmination of that process, was almost
total cenivalization, So il's not a
question of coup, i's'not a quastion of
a certain wprising of a small politi-

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cal economic ascendancy destroymg

the old bourgeoisie, democratic rule -

that »rule was being destroyed in
process rvight from the inception of
monopoly capital, From there I think
it’s important lo understand that the
men who assimilated themselves are
Jascists, lhe fascist man, who as-
similated himself wpon the society,
the character who piclured himself or
projected himself as being eventually
that cat mechanating al the center and
above society, he knew all along what
he was doing. In the first stage, the
first dimension, he emphasized the

decadence of laissez-jauire capitalism;

he emphasized the decadence, I sup-
pose, the death of bourgeoisie demo-
cracy. He emphasized that, And some
of those statements that weve made
prior to fascist takeover, prior to the
fascist sweep in Europe, some of those
statements can almost be considered
anti-capilalis! stalemenls,

Now, thal's the first face, the first
dimension right there, The second di-
mension would come after they've
seized power, but were yel insecure,
That’'s the spectacular stage that we
see on T.V,, that we see inthe movies,
where doors are kicked down and people
arve being machine-gunned, herded off
to camps - like heve in this country,
put in jails - the Communist Party

banned, and forced to write into their

constitbwtion a statement that went like

this, ‘‘Anyone who advocates the violent
overthrow of the United States is
subject to expulsion from the Party,”
That's the second, spectacular stage,
Bul the thivd stageis the Stage wherein
Jascism is a secured thing, cor-
porativism. Can anyone look around the
United States and say that this ts nol
a corporative state? With the old guard,
the point they allempl lo use lo per-
suade us that fascism is not a mature
fascism in this country yet is a very
simplistic idea, that FDR (Franklin D,
Roosevelf) and the New Deal and the
thing during the war were actually an
attempt to create a welfare stale,
Nothing could be movre ridiculous, Can
you believe the United States would
today encompass a welfare state, No-
thing cowld be move ridiculous, FDR
was a fascist, Roosevelt was a fas-
cist., And the thing that went down
during the '30’s and "40's was not just
similar, bul il was exactly the same
thing wilhnalional differences, national
differences, il was the same thing thai
went down in fialy, Humania, Spain,
Germany, or Argentina, Brazil, It's
the same thing, They first attempied to
close the economy and use the surplus
capital of accwmulation to work owl
problems that should have been worked
out long ago right here in the United
States. And that’'s the essence of the
whole closed economy idea, Expansion,
at that point, wasn't working any move;

when | went lo prison in 1967, I
met George. Not phy sically, I met him
throuwgh his ideas, s thoughts and
words that I would ge ot from him,
He was al Soledad Prison at the time;
J was al California Penal Colony,

gorge was a legendary figure all
H:rm.:gh the prison system, where he
spent most of his life. You know a
legendary figure is knoun to mostpeo-
ple through the idea, or through the
concept, or essentially through the
spirit. So I mel George through the
spirit, Shortly after I met George, l gol
word through the prison grapevine that
he wanted to join the Black Panther
Party; in fact he did join the Black
Panther Party and he received the
vank, at his vequest, of a member of
the People's Revolutionary Army, and
he was given the rank of General and

FOR GEORGE JACKSON

Field Marshal. He was in charge of
the prison recruiting, and also he would
go on with his life as a revolutionary
example, which was the most imporiani
thing that one can ever do, because
that cannobtibe killed.

I say that/ the legendary figure is
also a hero, Geovge Jackson was my
hervo, He sat a standard for prisoners,
political prisoners, for people, He
showed [he love, the strength, the re-
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volulionary fervor that's charac-
teristic of any soldier for the people,
So we know that spiritual things can
only manifest themselves in some
physical act, through a physical me-
chanism. [ saw prisoners, who knew
aboul this legendary figure, actin such
a way, pulting his ideas to life; so
therefore the spirit became a life,
And I would like to say today George's
body has fallen, bul his spirit goes on,
because his ideas live. And we will see
that these ideas stay alive, because
they’ll be manifested in our bodies and
in these young Panthers' bodies, who
are owr children, So it’s a true saying

What kind of standard did George
Jackson setl, First, that he was a
strong man, he was determined, full
of love, sirength, dedicalion to the
people’s cause, withow! fear., He lived
the life that we must praise. It was a
life, no matter how he was oppressed,
no matier how wrongly he was done,
he still rept the love for the people,
And this is why he felt no pain in
giving up s life for the people’s cause,

The state itself sels the stage for the
rind of contradiction or violence that
occurs in the world, that occurs in the
prisons, The ruling circle ofthe United

States has terrorvized the world. The
state has the audacity lo say they have
the right to kill. They say they have a
death penalty and it’s legal, But I say
by the laws of nature that no dealh
penalty can be legal - it’s only cold-
blooded murder. It gives spur to ali
sorts of violence, because every man
has a contract with himself, that he
must Reep himself alive at all cosis.
S0 the state with legality could only,
at best, hold one, confine one for a
later period of megotiation about the
wrong, And even ifthe state does wrong
sometimes, maybe it could make itself
legal by saying that we will go along
with these wrong acts against us a$
long as we can negotiate them some




other time, Bul of course with
death penalty, of course with the kind
of violence that we see in our com-
munily where the police aye also the
executioners,we don’t have this chance
of negotialion, They have the audacity
to say that people showld deliver a life
to them withow! a struggle; but none
of us can accept that, George Jackson
had every right, every right lo do
everything possible o breserve his

life and the life of his comvrades, the
life of the People,

the

George Jackson, even after his death,
is a legendary figure and a hero, He
must be - to the oppressor. This is
true, I know it’s true, because of the
words of the oppressor. To cover their
murder they say that George Jackson
killed five people, five oppressors,
(and) wounded three in the run of 30
seconds. You know, sometimes I like
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they will gvow up trying to live by the
Standard that George Jackson sel.
George Jackson, even after his death,
You see, is going on living in a very
veal way; because, after all, the
grealest thing that we have is the idea
and our spirit, because it can be passed
on, Not in the superstitious sense, bul
in the sense that when we sa v something
oY we live a certain way, then when
this can be passed on to anothey person,
then life goes on. And that person
somehow lives, because the standard
that he set and the standavd that he
lived by will go on living, So the body
becomes of very litlle importance, the
body of one individual, Bul the body of
all of us, who cannot be eliminated
(they cannot kill all of us as they killed
George Jackson). By this, by this
George left a legacy and he will £0 on,
he will go on into immortality, because
we believe that the people will win,
we know the people will win, and we

down, to our wvery knees, he might
crush wus to the ground, it it's
physically impossible for him togoon,
At some point his legs will gel tired,
and when his legs get tived, then George
Jackson, the people will tear his knee
caps off.

But first the state sets such vio-
lence, you see, And some people say
that we can't get rid of this kind of
physical conflict with more of it, Well
I would take issue with it (if we use
that example of the oppressor stomping
George Jackson down to his knees).
He can’t go on. And with the violence
then, we act, when we return if, in our
defense, by teaving his legs off. Of
course he won't have a leg; but the
violence will stop, because we don't
care lo take it on, It’s true that the
violence that he committed against us,
by beating us doun, we'll be hurt by it;
but his leg will also be hurt, or his

Even with George’s last statement -
his last statement to me - at San
Quentin that day, that Iern’b!el day, he
left a standard for political prisoners;
he left a standard for the prisoner
sociaty ofracist, reactionary .fim_.:rrma;

tion armies of the world, He showed us
how to act. He made a statement that
the unjust will be criticized by the wea-
pon. And this will cerlainly be trus,
because the people willtake care of
that, George also said one time that
