- Study.Courses in Joczalism

Tlnsuubjec!.auwhichCarlD Thampsonutoreportqt
next ‘of the National Executive Committee, opens up the
whole qu ‘of educational work within the organization.

distinguished as internal gnd external, according to whether they are

- On the \vay that these spheres of work are correlated and con-
ducted depends the success of the work of the organization. Perhaps -
the greatest difficulty that confronts the Socialist party in its inter-
nal work today is the holding of those who become members. It is
an extrémely conservative estimate to say that fully one hundred
thousand persons have been members of the party within the last
five years. About half that number are now onpthe membet:hx lists.
Very few of these left because of any change in their opinions, The
majomy nmp!y ceased to attend because “business mer.ungs did.
not interest them and po definite work was given them. Without
ever reasoning it out they conelnded that ansorganization that did
little besides keep itself alive and tend to the business of maintaining
its own existence was not worth their efforts™

If these men and women had been given something to do for
otheu and something to do for themselves they would still be active
workers, and she Socialist party would be TWICE AS STRONG
AS IT IS TODAY..

The Study Courses in Socialism afford one way by which the
regular meetings can be made intefesting and valuable to each mem-
ber. These courses must var§ with the locality for which they are
intended. In the large cities with well equipped libraries and where
old experienced Socialists and trained educators may be obtained as
directors of study classes, a wholly different line of work can bewun-
dertaken from what is possible in smaller locals, composed of more
recent members and shut off from library facilities.

The careful preparation of a course of study by the national
office of the Socialist party with suggestions for reading references
and instructions as to the best methods of conducting study classes
would bring about a remarkable transformanon in the character of
the regular party meeting$,

Even before such a course is outlined many locals have for years
made a practice of selecting some Socialist classic and using 1t as a
center around which to group a weekly or semi-monthly discussion.
The one book which has served this purpose more frequently than
any other, and which, in spite of its age, will probably continue to be
used in that capacity, for mary years to come, is the “Communist
Manifesto.” There(are few examples of as condensed svggestive
writing as is furné:ed by this little book. Many an old Socialist
makes a practice of re-reading it every few months, and each time
the reader will be struck with new points of view, and receive many
new ideas.

There have been numerous correspondence courses in Socialism,
but none of these has seemed to fill the need. For the Socialist
party to attempt to establish another of these would scarcely seem *
advisable. But it is possible to outline a course of work suitable to
all locals and bronches which will be sufficiently flexible to meet all
requirdments. If this is done it should mean an immediate increase
in the effectiveness of Socialist party wgrk and also provide a
method whereby new members can be attracted and old members re-
tained and preparcd for the best sort of propaganda work.

Building Big Battleships
