FREES MEN IN
GOEBEL MURDER

Chief Executive of Kentucky
Issues Pardon for Taylor
and Other Suspects

——

Frankfort, Ky. Aprll 24 — Former
Gav, W. 8. Taylor of this state, who,
following the assassination of  Gov,
Goebel nine years ago, was charged
with' conspiracy to murder and fled
the etate, Is no Jonger a fugitive. He
was yeSterday pardoned by Gov. Will-
son, as were saveral other accused
men.  Taylor {5 now in Indianapolis.

Goebel was shot while crossing the
state capltol geounds on Muuary 80,
1900, while a contest was golng on. to
gee whether he or Taylor had been
elegted governor. A day or so later
the Democrats of the state assembly
declared Goebal clected, and he was
sworn in on his deathbed, Taslor and
several. others were Indicted for cons
dpiracy in the murder, and it was this
charge Gov. Willson removed yestor-
day.

The governior also extended pardons
to former Assistant Secretary of Btate
Charles Finley, John Powers, Holland

‘Whittaker, John Davis and Zach
Steele.
Only Thres Now Charged
Indictments are left against only
three persons, all of whom' were wit-

nesses for the state.  They are Whar-
ton Golden of Knox county: now' in
Colorado: Frank Cecll of Bell county,
now & railroad detective in St Louls,
and William H. Culton of  Owsley
county, sald to have died In the west
& few months ago,

These cases, with the possible excep-
tlon of Cecll, will be dismissed, leaving
Henry E. Youtrey, now serving a life
sentence In the state penltentinry, the
only person to suffer for the taking off
of Goebel. Calebh Powers and James
B. Howard, who were convicted of
conspiracy, were pardoned ' by Gov,
Willson' several mouths ago

History of Goebel Case

In the Kentucky state election of 1569
Taylor's plurality over , Goebel  was

While a _committer was hearing evi-
denoe—to be exact, on Janunry 30, 1800

discharge was finally traced to 'an office
bullding nearby, but entrance to it was
prevented by rough mountaineers, nl~
leged partisans of Teyiors. :

Theinjured man was carried to the
Cupitol hotell His Injurles were said
to be fatal und the contest committee,
annauncing that it would hear no more
eyldence, ruled In his favor. A secret
meeting of the assembly—seventy-sev-
en friends «of Goebel's heing present—
ratified _the decision, and at - night,
propped up In his bed and 80 weak that
{he hardly could ralse his hand for the
oath, Goebel was gworn In as governor.
His death came a few days later. '
Charged Plot to Authorities

From the moment of Goehel's death
the attemipt to run down bis assassin
became the ono object of hig fricnds
and followers. It was c'almed tne plot
to put him out of the wav aad been
arranged by or with the approval of
several state officlals whose positions
were threatened by the contest.

Evidence fovolving eeveral of the
men in the state house at the time
tof the asssassination accymulated un-
til three of the accused men—Wharton
Golden, W. 'H. Culton and H. E.
Youtsey—made  confessions connecting
officials with the crime.

According to tne statements of these
witnesses the conspirators’ original
pian was to fill the town with armed
mountaineers—friends  of  Taylor's—
and during the excitement to kill Goe-
bel and  other  leading  Demoecrats,
When that failed of execution, the wit-
nesses sald. & man ‘was hired to shoot
Goebel from a room in'a bulldlng near
the sfats house.

Indicts Seven Men

May Not Get More Money

Doherty declares that he is go-
ing to politely request the company to
give mome more money for the purpose
of restoring the pavements which they
tore up last year making improvements

in the service. He s doubtful, hows-
vver, about getting any more. Eight
thousand doliars ‘paves four blocks

with cheap cedar blocks, whick do not
lnst very lopg, and the ¢cinpany tore
up mile after mile of pavement. but
the company needs the money.

When the street car company started
to fmprove the service on State street
aud Wentworth avenue, as per the or-
dinances, the streets were torn up frem
#ide to side, a new set of tracks pear
thae sidewalks were laid, and the heavy
ralls for the new tracks of the com-
pany were lald in the center of the
gtreet upon o basis of good  granite
paviang,

Company Has Made No Move
For six wonths after the new tracks
were lald the rallway company made
no wove to replace  the pavements
which they had torn up. Then Super-
intendetit Doherty got that eight thou-
sand dollars and put o« few things in
the streets between Wentworth and
Twenty-sixth and  Wentworth' “and
Thirty-firet. The paving which this
eight thousand pat in Is now in al-
most as bad shape as the street which
has bheen Jeft entirely without paving
by the street car company.
