rants for citizenship before the Federal Court. In the article appeared 
the following question put to the applicant for citizenship by the 
United States attorney: 

"If the laws of your union conflicted with the laws of the United 
States which would you obey?" 

The federal attorney who puts such . an interro~a.tory to an appli­
cant fot· citizenship is unfair and certainly exhibits a prejudice 
towards organized labor. If there is any labor organization whose con­
stitution and by-laws are in conflict with the constitution and laws 
of the United States, that fact is certainly apparent to the men in offi­
~~ial life and such organizations can be pointed out by the secret service 
depat1:ment of the government. 'fhe United States attorney has no 
legal right to ask a question on the strength of a supposition. His 
'!Uestions should be founded on facts, and he bas no right to presume 
that the laws of any labor organization are in opposition to the laws 
of tlw UnitPd 8tates. Furthermore, he has no right to as.'>umP that the 
man who comes from a foreign shor·e is a confirmed erimina l, nor has 
he any right to ask questions that reflect upon the good intPntions of 
the man who by his appl•arance in a Federal Court, shows his willing­
ness to assume the obligations of American citizPnship.

The government emp loys [Jhysiciaus, owns hospita l s, sa natoria aud other 
institu t ions, to ca re adequatel y, often l uxurious ly, for those w ho may I.Jc 
taken w i t h illness. 

The pm ploycrs pay en~ry penny of the accident i n sn ran(·E>. A ll a!'eitlent 
is a ris k of industry, anti the employers muHt !'arry t he I.Jurdeu . 

In case of i r11'al i<.lily, w h ich largely i>~ due to rh<'lllllUiisrn :• nd tnlwn·u· 
Josis, t he srate pron<.les in all parts of (;.,rnwny spadmrH and ltandsolll l' san a­
toria to nurs b!!l'lt to hea lth th ose who othcl'wi,;e woultJ nPt•tl to lie t~ up · 
pc rtetl pprmnnently trom th e in~urancE> fnnd. 

A noth~r fund providt's a small pension against old a~t-. 
These 1·ar ious tunds are imended to pro1 Hie t llt' workingmen or G('rmany 

with some security in lif(>. 
R1sma r·ck, in i n stit utin~ the insurance, waR guidt•tl l.ly th (· hope that se · 

l' nrity agai nst misery 1\0ultl <.i ecrt>ase th e hold of the Sociali:;~s upon rh <• 
workprs. I t has nut had that effect, but has gil·en th ~· worlcl a wonderful 
tlt~m onstrat ion of th(> w1~dom and economy of a colle<'l il·(> effort. 

Naturall y this insurance brings inl'> tlw control of the state 2n <•normous 
tund, amounting at present to about four hti!Hlrt>d million tlol lar·s. Thi s 
fund is not controilt!u by a clique of t' ]lecu lat ing, markct ·ngging, franchise 
grabbing pir·ntPs.

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An unknown man was put at the bead of the treasury, one Jose Y . Limantour. 
This clever financier not only put order in the finances of the country, but h fl 
steadily increased the income of the nation from twenty to one hundred and 
ten million dollars a ysar by a system of heavy taxation and a high tariff 
wall. Abdul Hamid tried to sell Turkey to foreign bankNs; Porfirio Diaz 
bas mortgaged Mexico to American and European bankers. Abdul Hamid 
thought: "After me the deluge." Porfirio Diaz thinks: "After me the 
Yankee." 

Under Abdul Hamid the foreigner was a privileged person ; in Mexico 
the foreigner bas rights and immunities unknown at home. 

AIJdul Hamid always apologized and submitted to the demands of thr: 
powers when they made a naval demonstration. In Mex ico whenev er Guate· 
mala has shown a willingness to fight, Porfirio Diaz always showed the white 
feather, and he is always In terror of American intervention. 

Abdul Hamid employed bandits and cutthroats to do the work of his 
army and his police. Porfirio Diaz became famous for having Induced 
brigands to serve as rurales. He has Impressed all the com·lcts, robbers and 
thieves Into his regular army of 25,000 men. 

Abdul Hamid killed the independent press outright and put a rigid cen· 
sorship on· all outgoing and ingoing telegraphic news, opened the mail, and 
had all the books and magazines containing liberal matter confiscated. Por· 
firlo Diaz muzzled or bought up all the Independent newspapers and created 
a powerful official organ. He gives orders to open all the mall which Is un· 
der suspicion and confiscates all the books and magazines containing facts 
about the administration. Liberal journalists and cartoonists are sent to 
jail. In the prison of San Juan de Ulloa in Vera Cruz and In the jail in 
Belem they have special cells called the editors' cells. 

Abdul Hamid spent millions to bribe the European press. Porfirio Dlaz 
has spent millions on books written by foreigners on Mexico. These books 
uaturally speak only of the wonderful progress of the country and the marvel 
ous genius and patriotism of the 'Grand Old Man. 

Abdul Hamid is supposed to have created the most perfect s11Y system 
In Europe-an appalling army of social degradation which numbered about 
60,000. And as a Young Turk said to me once, •'Turkey Is divided between 
those who are spies and those who are not." 

Diaz has created just as perfect a system, not only In Mexico but also 
In the United States. In Mexico he has so corrupted the homes that you 
ran readily understand the characteristic secrecy of the average M exican on 
all matters pertaining to politics. Most of the government officials are spies, 
and you will find them even among the lowest class of Indians. Your cook, 
your maid might be a spy ; even your fri end, your brother, your girl. In the 
United States most of the pri\·ate detective agencies are in the pay of Diaz, 
bestdes his own Mexican agents. By order of the Aztec Czar American de· 
tectives kidnapped the Mex ican patriot Manuel Sarabia from the jail at 
Douglas, Arizona, across the Mexican border In an automobile. This little 
plot was foiled by the timely Interfer en ce or an Ameri can woman, Mother 
Jones, who telegraphed to the governor of Arizona and to Washington and 
forced the Mexican government to give the victims back . 

The father or N . C. Adossio Is quoted as saying of Abdul Hamid : "AI· 
though I know how cruel this man is. yet I never approached him without 
being Impressed by his finesse and charm." 1 have heard practi cally the 
same remark from the lips of a very prominent M exi can : "! have known 
Diaz for over thirty years, and he has broken every promis<> he has given on 
the subject of his re-election; seven times he has fooled us, and when I go 
to see him and he tells me that be is tired and wants to retire, I believe him 
::\nd think him a great patriot and a great statesman." 

H e deceived everybody with his declaration in Pearson·s Magazine last 
year declining the re-election . It was only a trick or the old fox to see wh o 
his opponents were so as to be able to crush them all the m or e easily. Abdul 
Hamid deceived every diplomat In Europe, and although be was the worst 
ruler Turkey e\·er had, they were made to believe that be was a necessary 
evil; he pitted one nation against the other, ther eby protecting himself from 
destruction. Diaz bas made washington and the American peopl E' in general 
believe that he was the man of destiny in Mexico and that without him It 
would revert to revolution and anarchy, when, as a histori cal fact, In the 
70's and for nine consecutive years, Diaz kept M exico In constant alarm 
and anarchy with his ravenous ambition for the pres iden cy. Political procla­
mations against the Lerdo administration r ead like satires on his own present 
r egime. 

Abdul Hamid with all his cunning, his diplomacy and his Intrigues, has 
not been able to stem the movement of the Young Turks; h is r eign was more 
destructive to Turkey than the outrages of Attila, but the liberal Turks got 
him at last, after thirty-two years of agony, and he pro,·ed to be a coward and 
a sneak. Porfirio Dlaz has r eigned thirty years, but his power Is crumbling 
slowly but surely before the attacks of the Mexican liberals, and when the 
end comes he will be shown as big a coward and almost as big a political 
and financial genius as Abdul Hamid was.-New York Call.
