L OCAL UNION 1'\o. 30!) of l'\ew York, affiliated with the United 
Brotherhoou of Carpenters and Joiners of America, bas issued a 

ln0n10rial edition eommemor·ating the fifti c• th anniversary of the local 
union. The jnLilee ed ition gives a history of the local union in the 
En glish and Ger.man lan guages, and the history will certainly be of 
llluch interest to the membership of organized labor. 

Local Union » :o. :3U!) of .1'\cw Yot>k hils a membership of aggressive 
men who have been in the front ranks waging a battle for the uplift­
ing of toiling humanity, and in eve ry crisis, this local union has not 
been found wantin g in demonstrating its dauntless loyalty to every 
er·aft and trnde in the labor· movement. During the stormy days when 
i he sky of Colorado was shadowed by the clouds of industrial war, 
loealunion No. 30£1 of New York went down into its treasury and con­
t ributed generously tow a r·ds the striking miners of the Centennial 
~tate. During the g- rPat conspiracy trial at Boise, Idaho, No. 309 was 
1:gain heard from and fmni shed donations at different times to strangle 
1.he pl ot hai<·hcd by a ntine own ers' assoc iation. It is to be hoped that 
~ome day in the JLJeat· fntme, e\·ery local union of organized labor 
throughout the United States and Canada, will be as progressive and as 
;:.ggressi ve as 309 of 1\ew York. 

T liE NEWS FTW~I DE~l\IARK should inspire some of our es­
t eemed (and otherwise) cont<>mporaries to dig up the stereotypes 

of that old cu ito ria l stanu-by, '"l'he D ecline of Socialism in Europe."

Since then they 
itave not been inclined to look with favor on any such tactics. (Here 
is the point to r ead that other boiler-plate editorial and "Socialism in 
Emope B ecomin g Conservative.") So the Danish Socialists have re-
1 used to take any p art in a cabinet until they have a majority in the 
•'overnment

is no hope that they will surr.eed . The Socialists will quickly over. 
turn th em. 

Th ere is nothing ahead but Socialism in Denmark-Chicago Daily 
Socialist.

J;ook at tr~~tk unionism ; the devotion of men 
to its Cll11se. Conside1· even politicR. 'l'hese are vital causes that mrn

The Law a Playthi11g. 
W RILE PRESIDENT TAFT was in Jackson , Mississippi, the 

LA \V for which "Injunction Bill" has professed so much r e­
spect, was flagrantly violated and not even an apology was made for 
the open and brazen breaking· of the statutory enactment of a South­
ern state. The following extract from the press dispatches of the daily 
press will leave no room for doubt, but that a certain element who can 
lay claim to the upper strata of society, have a license to ignore law. 
when law places shackles on the thirst of aristocracy: 

"Jackson, Miss. , Nov. 1.-The prohibition laws of M1ssissi ppi were 
~acrificed to make a Taft holiday when a carload of champagne, liquors. 
c:ordials and other alcohohc beverages were imported and served at the 
$25 per plate banquet tendered the President here tonight. 

"There had been much discussion in Jackson as to whether the 
banquet menu should include wine. Mississippi has one of the most 
r,tringent prohibition laws in the United States and the temperance 
people protested against brea king them. But the committee decided 
that the $25 assessment provided for wine. The local authorities were 
"fixed" and the booze was shipped in. Every drop was consumed. 

"The viands, the cooks, the waiters and the drinkables were all 
ln·pught on a special car from Chicago." 

'fhe above in the colmnns of tht> daily press, shonld dispel the de­
lusion that men of the Taft ilk have reverence for law. 

It seems that bills are merely drafted into'law to hold the great 
mass of the p eople in ·subjection, but when laws are enacted that inter­
fere with the enjoyment of the class .of privilege, they are swept aside 
with but as little consideration as wilted flowers that have lost their 
perfume. 

Taft and the henchmen who gathered around the banquet board 

at Jackson Mississippi, paid no attent ion to the fact, that a legislative 
body had ~dopted a measure which prohibited the sale of liquors at 
a feast. . 

But the spread at Jackson, Mississippi, was no ordinary affair. 
It was a sumptuous repast, which only men of wealth and prominence 
could attend. It was decreed that men who could affor·d to pay $25 
!)er plate should not be deprived of that sparkling n ecta r which loosens 
the tongue and makes joy among a gathering of patt·icians. The 
press dispatches boldly make the statement, that the local authorities 
,,·ere '' fixed '' and that the violation of the prohibition law of the state 
of Mississippi , was to be winked at by the very men who with uplifted 
hand took an oath to upheld the constitution and the laws of the state. 
Every official who was "fixed" and every official who was aware that 
the law was trampled on by the elite of society at this banquet, are 
perjurers and have dishonored their oath of office. 

The editor of ~he l\finers' 1\fagazine in commenting on the violation 
f'f the prohibition law of the state of 1\Iissis.<;ippi. is makin g no plea for 
prohibition, hut is merrly endeavoring to demonstrate that law is ig: 
nored and opPnly violated. when law conflicts with tiH• ease and com­
fort of the class who are clothed with economic power and who Hre 
recognized as the "pillars of society .. " The prohibition l11w of ~fissis­
sippi has been openly and knowin gly broken, but there will he no ar­
J'est<i. Not a single individual who partook of the viands will be sum­
moned into court. The men who prepared the feast. will not be called 
upon to explain why the law was so grossly insulted , simply because. 
as the press dispatches state, the local authorities were "fixed." The 
old "chestnut" th:at "we are all equal before the law" is a burlesque 
that should make numbskull<; laugh in derision. and cause the cold-wH­
ter brigade to shed tears of anguish in memor·y of the fact , that e-ven 
:; PresidPnt of the United States who has br.Pn a judge upon the bench. 
has participated in the CRUCIFlXION of TJA W. 

His Career Has Closed. 
THE DAILY IDAHO PRESS of Wallace, Idaho, in its issue of 

October 26th annonn<>ed the death of Dr. Hngh France at Reat­
t lc; Washington . From the lengthy article on the front page of the 
Daily Idaho Press, the infot·mation can be gleaned that France ha.<; 
heen an invalid for almost a year and at last succumbed to cancer of 
the liver. \ 

The Press of Wallace, Idaho, pays a glowing tribute to the sterling 
qualities of the dead ~an, and refers to him as one of the leading citi­
zens who had ft. host of friend.;;. 

It is probably true that Dr. Hugh France will be missed to some 
t>xtent by those whom he served while clothed with official authority. 
1t is customary to throw the mantle of charity over the faults of the 
dead. It seems brutal to the majority of men to hold up to the arc 
~ight the frailties of a man after his soul has taken its departure from 
the wasted tenement of clay. But there are countless thousands of men 
scattered throughout the Rocky Mountains and the Paci~ic slope. who 
will remember Dr. France and whose feelings toward him will not be 
in harmony with the laudations of the Idaho Press. 

In the year 1899, Fnnce was coroner and when the eonflict came 
het\veen the Western F ederation of Miners and the :\fin~ Operators' 
Association, France did not hesitate a moment in becoming an Hlly of 
the organized Hggregation of exploiters. The duly elected sheriff was 

thr·own out of office by military might, and l<'r·ance was declared sheriff 
,,f Shoshone County throu gh tlw power of martial law ba~ked hy the 
nrpport of federHl bayonds in the hands of negro soldiers. 

France showed no merc,v to the miner. The dictum of the :\1irw 
Owners' Association was law, and France as sheri££ and Provost mar·­
shal, became a czar whose mHndate had to be obeyed. l\fight was 
right, and justice was not kno\,·u while France wielded the sceptre of 
ntthority. 'fwelve hundred miners endured the agonies of a living hell 
in a bull pen for months, and France and the military officials. pet·­
mitted black libe r·tines weat·ing the uniforms of federal soldiers, to in­
!'. Ult defenseless women whose husbands, fathers and brothers, were vic­
t ims of military rule in the Coenr d 'Alenes. Franee for his servility 
to corporate power earned the plaudits of a Mine Owners' Association . 
and Standard Oil re<>ognized in him a Joyal ehattel who was anxious to 
serve a master class. 

It is but natural that subsidized organs should pay a tribute to the 
man whose earthly career has closed. but men who belong to that g-reat 
11rmy whose labor produePs the wealth of the world, can afford to shed 
no tears fo1· the lif'eless COl'pse that has been recently committed to the 
bosom of Mother Earth. The corporations wJ1ieh he served, will bui ld 
no monuments to perpetuate his memory. His ust>fulness to mining 
magnates will be forgottl'n hv the men who madP him theit• tool. and 
fr·om the Jips of Jiahor wiJl COme 110 words, lllOIII'Ilinl! t}lP fact thllt 
France has been summorwd t0 the "Kingdom Come.'' 

That Decision. 
0 N NOVEMBER 2ND, the Distt·ict Court of Appeals at Washing­

ton, handed down a decision in the appeal of Gompers, Mitchell 

1md Morrison, which has caused considerable excitement in labor cir­
cles throughout the country.

"sacred rights" of property and the di gn ity of a judiciary, which 
umst he rPspPctrd evPn though its decisions are based npon injustiee.

:\ot.hwithstanding the fact, that Hynu.'s had been a victnm of pneumonia 
1'or several weeks and that be had returned to work with his constitu­
~ion undermined, yet, the unpardonable cl'ime of stealing a few cents 
worth of copper waste, must be avenged by the wrath of a corporation 
whose assets have been stolen, under fot·ms of law, from the public. 

Hymes was a thief who was tempted by the fear of want. 
Had he bern a gambler in wheat and his speculations reached into 

the millions, though mmions of people suffered, though children went 
to school hungry and thongh scores went down to suicide through h is 
<'Orner on the means of life, yet, no corporation would insist that he be 
punished. 

To rob the people and to make it more difficult for the masses to 
obtain the means of l ife, is legitimate, but to steal wa;;;te copper to the 
<'xtcnt of seventy-five cents, to buy the necessaries of life for a mother 
and father is a violation of the law, which can only be atoned for b:v 
the impoverished v ictim serving a sentence in the confint'S of a jail. 
Had Hymes stolen a railroad he would be respected, and the journals 
that are loyal to the interests of capital, would be insisting that he 
must serve his country in the United States Senate. 

Had he been a dealer in "white slaves" he would be clothed with 
~nch political power, that even a corporation would hesitate in demand­
ing that the law should be inforced. But he is a poor, ill-paid and 
11ver-worked laborin g man burdened with an invalid mother and an 
aged father, and because he belongs to that class that wr.ai·s upon his 
neck the yoke of wage sla\'e1-y. the Second Avenue Railroad Cornpanv 
of 1\ew Y01·k demands like Shylock, "the pound of flesh," and is de~f 
to the pleading of t he unfortunate criminal who has smirched his honor 
with the larceny of "copper waste." 

Hymes, though chargrd with larceny, i<> a humanbu·iau whose filial 
devotion to his parents is worthy of the highest admirntion, and though 
he may he convicted in a "temple of justice" and bt> rondemned to 
:1 city bastile, to sati>:fy the law, yet, honorable men and womru, will 
feel a reverence for a man who defies law to succor to nn in val irl mother 
<•nd an aged fathe1·, who can no longer earn the means of life. 

Hymes though branded as a thief, is a noble soul, and there should 
he enough manhoqd in the great city of New York, to save this young 
man from imprisonment. 

Debs on the Courts. 
THE 'l'RUSTS AND CORPORATIONS furnish the campaign funds 

with which the President is elected, t he President appoints the 
:-)upreme Court, and the Supreme Court safeguards the trusts and cor­
porations. 'rhis is the magic circle of government of the people, by 
the Supreme Court for the trusts and corporations. 

'l'he arch enemy of the people is the Supreme Court of the United 
States. Each of its nine members is a skillfully trained and hi ghly 
f:uccessful corporation attorneys, and each secured his appointment 
through the influence of corporate wealth. This court of last r esort. 
with powers greater than any other court 0n earth, is the citadel of 
(·apitalism, behind which are intrenched the powers that rob labor, cor­
rupt polities and enslave and degrade the people. 

'l'he power of the Supreme Court is absolute. From its decision 
there is no appeal-except revolution. The United States is govE>rned 
hy this court, consisting of nu1e solemn-looking corporation judges. 
who haye greater powe1· than any other court on earth. This court 

nullifies an act of congress at will and substitutes an arbitt·ary deci­
sion of its own, which has all the force and binding effect of a statu­
tory enactment. Congress has become a useless appendage; the Su­
preme Court is the legislative as well as the judicial power that rules 
the nation. This court is maintained by the people, but is not elected by 
the p eople, nor responsible to the people. 

Capitalism in the United States rules by judicial despotism backecl 
by the armed force of a standing army. 

If the capitalistic exploiters of labor were translated to the • ·ew 
.Jerusalem they would steal the jasper gates from their hinges and the 
~old with which the streets are paved, and then debauch heaYen's su­
prel11e court to obtain a decision that the command ''thou sh<1lt not 
f:. teal" is unconstitutional. 

Capitalism is buttres'3ed by its courts, baeked by its standing army. 
Every fedt>ra l judge is appointed, primarily, because of his suhserv­
iency to the ruling class, aud it follows, therefore, that the fed e1·a l 
jndiciary is the capitalist arsena l from which the dPadly bludgeons 
;tre drawn with which the "property rights" of the ruling class are 
safegnanled and the liberties of the peop le are slain. 

Judge Wright Upheald in the Gompers, Mitchell and 
Morrison Contempt Cases. 

THE DISTRIC'l' COUH.T 01<-, APPEALS at Washington, bas con­
firmed the decision of ·Judge Wright of the District Supreme 

Comt and the decision as reported in the dnily press is as follows: 

"It must ue remembered that the injunction affected directly and 
indirectly several million people of the United States. The decree 
did not run alone against these defendants. bnt against about 2,000,000 
members of the American Fedet·ation of Labor throughout the coun­
try. lienee it is proper to consider the effect of the acts of the de­
fe ndant<; upon this membership and the persons who had form erly been 
prevented by the boycott from patronizing the complainant. 

"While these acts, if they had affected only the conduct of the de­
iendants, or if the injunction had been against them alone, mi ght not 
have amounted to more than a commPnt or criticism of the action of the 
court, yet, if the remarks, when published and utter ed, were such as 
to tend to inflame their followet·s into a feeling of resentment to the 
decree of the comt and lead to disobedience of its commands, the de­
fendants \von ld be chargeable with contempt for producing this con­
tempt. 

"Contempt may be committed by innuendo and insinuation. It 
may consist in maliciously saying or doing anything that '"ill have a 
tendency to induce others to disrrgard . the authority of the court. 
vVhile the publications and utterances before us may not, when liteJ·al­
iy interpreted. constitute a technical contempt, yet, if the manifest in­
tPnt of the def endants was not only to disobey the order of the court 
themselves, but also to inspire their followers to do likewise, it may be 
re~arded as a punishable contempt. We think it is this sort of an 
,,ffl:'nse of which the defendants a1·e here guilty. 

ACTS CHARGED HAD OBVIOUS PURPOSE. 

''The hoycott wngcd by the American .Federation of IJabor a~ainst 
the business of the complainant had become so acute and f'Xtl'nsive that 
the terms 'boycott,' 'unfair' :md 'we don't patJ·onize, " when n<; •cl in 
conn ection with comphtinant's name. had a-:qnircd such !'iignifieanre 
to thP orp:anization and its friends that the mere pl'intin ~r or uttr rinl! 
d the na~11c i11 that conneetion was the si~nal tn the nwmhrrship ~nd 
t hrir ft-i enclf; not to deal with the complainant or pPrsons having hnsi: 
JIPSS r elntions with it. 

"'!'he IIWrr mPntion of rmnp lninant 's nnme hy these lParlPrs in thr. 
l:oluwns of the F'Nlrralionist or upon the public platform in con11e<-iion 
with tlll' express ions. 'hoyrnH.' ·unfair.' or 'we don't patronize.' might 
tcnd to infltwnrr many to clisrPgard a flrrrrr of the court and thns he-

come effective notice to their followers as it bad form erly been wheu 
published in the 'unfair' or 'we don't patronize' list. \Ye are con­
Yinced that the acts eharged were committe~! by the defendants for 
the express purpose of nullifying the order in the belief that they were 
technically avoiding the charges of contempt. The acts of these de­
fendants, taken as a while, can produce in the minds of any reasonable 
p erson but one impression, a concerted, well planned effort to encour­
age the membership of the American Federation of Labor and fire 
them to disregard and disobey the orders of the court, and to create 
among theit• followers and their sympathizers a lack of respect for 
the authority and dignity of the court. 

QUESTION OVER JT:RISDICTIO~ . 

" That the Supreme Court of the District of Columbia has jnri ·­
diction of contempt proceedings growing out of the di . obedience of its 
!awful orders, will be conceded. 

"But it is contended that the court below exceelled its jurisdiction 
in entering the decree for the disobedience for which the defendants 
arc held in contempt. On appeal, this court modified that decree. 
lt is insisted thnt the defemlants are held for disobedit>nce of those 
parts of the onlcr of injunction which wt>re, on appea l. eliminated. 
It is, therefore, ut·goeu that, inasmnch as the portions of the decree 
diminat.cd were held an evasion of the constitutional ri~rhts of free 
:;;peech and a free press under the amendment of the coustitntion of 
the Unitt>a States, the court therefore without jurisdiction and the por­
tion of the decree thus diminated was totally void and not binding 
upon those defendants. 

"On the other lmnd. it is insist t>d by counsel for complninant t~1at 
1he court below had jurisdiction to h(•ar and determine the injunctiOn 
<'nsc and enter a decree therr in restraining the defendants from cou-
1 innin g the boycott; tha t lnwing jurisdiction to enter such a decree. 
the modification there of an appeal involved merely the corredion of 
~n error and cannot affect the conrt 's jurisdiction : and the del' ree be­
e arne a final and binding judgment A~ainst the defendants until r e­
vcrsPd or mod ifird on appeal.

Editor Miners' Magazine : 
During the past year some few cases have been reported ,to Bi.sbee 

Miners' Union where local unions of the Western Federation of Mmers ua ve 
seen fit to trample on the constitution of the W. F. M. by admitting Bisbee 
scabs to membership in the organization. This has been don e in some c:-tses 
even after the secretary of Bisbee Miners ' Union notified the other l<i c;a t 
unions involved that certain individuals whom they had taken in or were 
about to admit to membe rship were Bisb('e strike breakers, and as such 
could only expiate their crime by good work for the union In whose jurisdic­
tion they had acted as strike breakers. In view of these facts, Bisbee Miners' 
Union demands that all other local unions of the W. F. M . obey the consti­
tution in this matter. . 

Another matter we wish to bring to the attention of local unions is that 
a large percentage of the membership seem to think tha t they do . 1-)0t, have 
to transfer their membership to the local union within whose juristliction they 
are employed; this is especially true of members holding cards in some of 
the larger unions of the Federation. This element is o!l e of th E" worst we 
have to contend with in Bisbee and we ask the co-opPraUon or all local 
unions to help enforce the constitution of the W . F'. M. in this matte r, by 
placing a heavy fine against members working in their jurisdi c tion who 
negh~ct of refuse to deposit their membership cards. 

W e bring this matter to the attention of the membe rs hip as the re are 
a number of so-called union men working in our jurisdictiJn who are holding, 
or had at one time held, memb.ership cards m other local unions; t hey re fu se 
to transfer to Bisbee Miners' Union and have circulated a rl" port that they 
do not have to transfer or deposit their cards in this un ion: that when they 
are ready to leave the district they can go to some othe r camp and ' 'i·e lns tate 
or pay up their arrearages in some other union. We he rP. by wi sh to notify 
all local unions that Bisbee Miners' Union hav e placed a fin e of $511.00 again ~:; t 
all those who have worked in the jurisdiction of this union who leave the 
jurisdiction of this union without a paid-up card, and would a sk that local 
secretaries do not accept any man from th e jurisdiction of thi s union who 
has not a paid-up card without first notifying the secreta ry of 1'\o. 106. 

We would recommend that all membe r-; afLe r be ing initiat ed f< boulcl be 
emphatically Instructed that It was comnulsory on them to t rans fer to ~11e 
union within whose jurisdiction they we re employed, ancl a failure on th e1r 
pan to do this would subject them to a fin e and publica tion in th e offi cial 
organ of the W. F. M. 

The strike in Bisbee against blacklisting was declared off in b ecembe r, 
1907. Since that time several of the Bisbee Eliot heroes, r epenting of <h eir 
evil ways, ha\•e applied for probation cards In this union ; aft er ea ch indi · 
vidual case being thoroughly investigated some of the m were gran ted pro­
bation cards and instructed that they should re main in the jurisdi c tion of 
Bisbee Miners' Union and do their utmost ' ..J re pair the wrong they helped to 
bring on, as provided by Art. 8, Sec. 3, cons ti tuti on of th e W. F' . M. We 
find that some of those men, holding probation cards , lea ve the jurisdi ction 
without notifying the secretary, and as th ere is no reason why any of these 
probation members should leave the jurisdiction of this union on accoun t ot not 
being able to secure work in the mine,; , s~.:retari es are r~ques t Ni n tJt t u ac· 
cept such cards under any circumstances, &s the constit11t lon pro vi des Lhat 
all stlch probation· members shall remain in the jurisdict ion of the t;niou in­
volved, and shall remain on probation until ~uch time as Ut e local union shall 
l!eclare their offense expiated in full by good work for the cause. 

W e refer to this matter becau.se we are aware of at l':las t one case whe re 
the secretary of a local union accepted one of th ose me mbers and RO C'aused a 
certain amount of trouble in having the rnattf:' r arran liWd sat i!lfactorily tC' 
hoth unions ; we have no time to spend fighting a mong m:rselves, so wi sh to 
avoid any such fric t ion in th e future. Fra ternally,

MORTALITY FROM CONSUMPTION IN OCCUPATIONS EXPOS-
ING TO MUNICIPAL. AND GENERAL. ORGANIC DUST. 

An arti cle on " Mortality from cons um ption In ocCUltations exposing to 
municipal and general organic dust," by F rederick L. Hotfman, is publi shed 
:n Bulle tin No. ~ 2 of the Bureau of Labor, Department of Commerce and La­
bor. In an article In Bulletin No. 79 the wri ter discussed in detal.l the degree 
of cons umption frequency in forty-two trades and occupa• lr.ns. w1th exposure 
to · me tallic, mine ral, vegetable fiber, and anima.l and mix\!d fiber du.st. The 
prE>sem discussion includes four occupations w1th expostl'' l' to mumclpal or 
s tree t dust and fift een with exposure to general organic dust. In the first 
group are included s treet cleaning and refuse disposal, drl\· ~? rs and teamsters, 
coachmen, cabmen and men employed in omnibus service, and subway em· 
ployees. The second group com1Jrises grain handling and storage. flour mill­
ing, bakers and confectioners, starch manufacturers, the tobacco industry, 
the manufacture of cigars and cigarettes, the manufacture of snuff, lea ther 
workers tanners, currie rs and beamers, fiaddle and harness makers, glove 
making,' boot and shoe makers, cork cutting and grinding, man"Q_facturc of 
pearl and bone buttons, and comb manufacture. The data for the article are 
from various offi c ial sources and from insurance mortality experience. 

According to the insurance expe rience, 25.5 per cent . of deaths in occu· 
pations with exposure to municipal dust were due to consumption, and in 
occupations exposed to general organic dust the proportion are 23 .0 per cent. 
As compared with these proportions, H.S per cent of deaths of males fif teen 
years of age and over In the registration area of the United States were 
from cons umption. Among occu1Jations exposed to munici pal dust tho!'e sbow­
mg the highest mortality were drivers and teamsters, among whom 25.!! per 
c:en t. of deaths were from consumption. Among occupations exposed to 
general organic dus t, bu t ton makers showed , the highest mortality, 37.8 per 
ce nt. of deaths in thi s occupation being from consumption . 

In each of tb e two groups the highest consumption mortality was among 
persons from twenty-five to thirty-four years of age, the proportion or deaths 
from consumption among persons of these cges beihg 39 .5 per cent. in occu­
pations ex posed to municipal dust and 49.0 per cent. in those exposed to gen· 
e ra! organic dust, as compared with 31.3 per cent. for mal-.>s of the same ages 
in the registration areas. 

In connection wi th th e insurance mortality experience, occupational sta­
t istics are presented from the re ports of the United Sta tes Census, official 
re ports of Great Brita in and Switzerland, nnd the occupation morality sta­
tis ti cs of Rhode Island . The statistics indicate that municipal and general 
c rganic dusts nre less ser·ic,us in their effects than metallic or mineral dust. 
but th ·• consequen ces to health and life are sufficiently serious to demand 
mos t careful attention to the whole problem of dust prevention and removal 
at th e !JOint of origin. 

THE HOOKWORM. 

Every humoris t, preacher, editorlal \Hiter. profess ional paragrapher, 
cartoonist, aud whatsoever other people w!:Jo ar 3 looking !or novel and pr'!g· 
nnnt suggestion ,; and illus trations upon whkh to hang obse rvations, will wel­
c·ome the di scove ry of the hookworm . Th<'Y ~'ill doubly \o\ ~lcoro e it wllr n it 
ts coupled with laziness. It becomes trebly hlessed when •hese two arf') com· 
l:>i ned with John D. Rockefeller. 

Such a wealth of assoc!ation of ideas is aroused by this fruitful coupl ing 
of s o s ignifi cant subj ec ts that it is hard to choose be tw E'e>n them. 

Suppose, for c nce. we turn the editorial wheels around in full view of the 
a udi ence and see what will be the result. 

One of the ve ry flr!' t · thoughts that s r:>ring:; into vl ~~ w is the somewhat 
tame and hackneyed scientific observation that the whole matt er proves one'· 
more the old claim of the Socialist and th e mode rn pedagogue that laziness is 
not a part of human nature, but is due to Ji1'ease, e ither .'lf the individual or 
lh(' social !1YE te m. Hither to th e one exa mpil' that has be:•n used to disprove 
thi s pos ition was th e Georgia "c1·acker .' ' Now we discover that If it were 
not for this perni cious hookworm that he would be as e ne r;.!'etlc as the YaukeP 
fac tory hand. 

Then we bold up the lens of economic d'3 te rminlsm to t ne ques tion and are 
!'eminded that the present capitalis t class Is mightily lnter<.>s ted in curing any 
di sease of th e worke rs that decreases the production of ·1rofits. Rockefeller 
is much quicke r to gi ve runds for hoog worm than for tuberculosis. A tuber· 
cular worke r is ge ne rally able to produce until he is nearly ready to di e, and 
hesldes, the more popular attention is directed toward this worst of all 
scourges the more it is shown to be a social disease that ~ould be completely 
elimina ted by the abolition of the race of Rocke felle rs. This idea coulrl be 
de ,·e lopell into an entire book without any great diffi culty. It has infinltP 
branches that migh t well be profitably follow ed. Doubtless our readers can 
do thi s if they wi sh. This suggestion is a nother favori t e device of editors 
t\lhen they are hard up for ideas. 

The nature of the hookworm itself arouses anothe r line of thought, es· 
pec ia lly when coupled with the name of Rocke felle r. The sci entists tell us 
that it is a long, hair-like creature, with a sharp, booked beak for a head . 
Th1s hook is attached to the lining of the int estines of the victim (note for 
future joke: Ts thi s what is meant by th e phrase ·'throwing the hooks into

it simply symbolized a sentiment of his heart." 

This being true the love of gold for the gratifyi ug of \·anity, sensuality 
und Insatiate greed is the very essence -of blas phemous idolatry, bringing down 
the wrath of God upon all who defy every principle uf just ice, brotherhood, 
Christianity or even decency, in the ir in r;ane c.l f!s ire fo r th e possess ion of 
GOLD, GOLD, GOLD and still MORE GOLD. 

"Remember the Sabbath Day to keep it !Joly." 
How many of their "man servants" a!l'J "maid sen · ants'' arc compelled 

to work on the Sabbath? That the ceaseless grind of thfir profit and pl easure 
may not cease for an instant, and an overworked, underfed mass of human 
cattle are in no frame of mind to attend to the needs of th e sotil when the 
body itself is e xhausted.

A beautiful technical point, s urely . A hi gh idealis m. This being t ru e, 
a contract may be agreed to by which the re la tion may be continued l.Jy th e 
wish and consent of both parties, for any olli time, from one hour to the li me 
when "death us do part." 'rhese brands of legal "dope'· nrc h <t nd ed nut for 
the convenience of wife traders in high society. 

A Catholi c pri est (no Socialist l 
says, "the wives and daugh ters of working mf'n are ouli ged to subm it to cri m· 

.inal relations with the bosHeS to retain their jobs." In thi s. ' 't he laud of the 
free and home of the brave." The e ne mies of Sociali s m declare that " It will 
break up the home. God grant. it may " break up" ~ u c h ;: ond it iuns as th eRe. 

The curse of capitali sm has blighted homes long enough. Wh en the 
East is lighted with the rosy dawn of that :it~ Y when we may a ll he free from 
the horrors of wage s la\·ery, I hen we will no l on~<·r ha ''" to chooRe bet wee n 
adultery and starvation. 

"Thou shalt not steal. ''

I am hun gry. 
It is not the customary re mind e r stomach gives that the hour for eati ng

Blithely I wend my way to the appointed place, the gustatory nerves in 
a state of titillation, albeit stomach is clutched with almost wolfi sh claws. 
"But there, you shall soon be appeased, yon ravenous creature. Cease your 
griping." 

I look in a glass as I pass a store window. Certainly I do look a bit 
haggard. How if it should be commented on? Oh, w<:.ll, I can plead a 
t rifllllg indisposition, it will bu easy to carry it off. But I must not let the 
cornPrs of my mouth droop. "Smile, smile ." And I do smile, but it is with 
the mouth , not with the eyes.

And I think of the com­
ing feast of fat things. 

I r each my friend's door and am told by the butler that Mr. A. wa~ 
obliged to go out of town, that he was sorry not to have been able to send 
me word, but he begged that I would consider the dinn er merely deferred 
un t il hi s return, etc., etc. 

Deferred! Good God, what can I do? I cannoi say to this well-fed 
factotum, "I am hungry, famishing, for God's sake give me some food." No, 
that would violate all standards of good breeding, and Mr. A. would not wish 
h is butler to know that one whom he had honored with an invitation to c.line 
was so shockin gly destitu te. Authors are supposed to be poor; it's more ro­
mantic, but not to carry their poverty to the extent of being vulgarly hungry, 
Les conYenances must be obsen ed, even with a gnawing at one's vitals. 
One must be proper even when starving. · 

The brain works quickly in an emergency. Perhaps I can borrow a trifle 
from a less impec unious brother of the cra rs, so I go to his room revived by a 
n f:' w hope.

Well, at any rate, 
I woll go out no more today, walking ls so exhausting. There Is nothing to 
go fo r- nothing pawnable left. 

A search revePJ s a few scraps of 
breakfast food, previously O\'erlooked, und 1~ cot:ple of cr:lckers. which may 
appease th e gnawing beast within me. 

My neighbor bas iced wate r and I clrink it in the hore tha t thereby the 
blood will be driven from my stomach, and thus ease its desperate crav­
ing. I am right, but the blood is driven tu my head, and now my templcr 
throb in antiphonal response to the insistent a1>peal of my digestive tract. 

Tht>re is a burning sen sation in my s tomach and m :' mouth is dry, my 
throat parcb•'d, so I again -visit the icecoole r of my neighbor. Jn this bot 
weat her not hin g is more natural than to w1mt to drink, so I excite no more 
sttHP icion than is show n by the remark, ''The hot weather must be rather hard 
on you: you are not lookin g quite well."

But 
T am consP iou R of dullness at the base of l it e brain, a sort of leaden feeling 
that puts a quiet us on a ny concentrated m ental e ffort. GE'niuses may be able 
to orercome thi s littl e ha ndi cap. Evidently ram no genias. 

T dose a good deal through the day. Strange though t!! flit through my 
brai n. Last week I rod e in th e Subway r Htine; oppos:ite a leathery-jawed 
man with gr.tbby hands. On one finger he wor') a huge di a mond ring. An­
at her diamond of ge ne rous size adorned ( ?) t he front of h is negligee shirt.
