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Address Delivered by Ilda Crouch-Hazlett, Sunday Even-
ing, April 12, in Parlors of Workers’ Club---
On Socialist Principles.

Ladies and Gentlemen:— [

I am giving this talk to-night in re-
pudiation of the false statements, the
slurs and ecalumny that have been
heaped upon the socialistsa and the
socialist philosophy by Bisbop Carroll,
the representative of the catholies in
this dietrict.

It is not, and never has been the
policy of the Boecialist party to attack
the religions of people unless some
church made & deliberate attack upom
the socialists.

Bishop Carroll has attacked us pre-
meditatedly and maliciously, and the
socialist movement must defend itself.
We, who make such universal claims
for our position, our philosophy and our
program must substantiate our asser-
tions before the eyes of the thinking
and inquiring world. Socialism as a
solution for injustice, poverty and ig-
norance can only prevail in human so-
clety as the race becomes intelligent
enough to substitute order and science
in its material problems in place of
chaos and ignorance, This is the
claim that the socialist movement of
the world makes, and it is supported by
the scientific thought of the age.

The greatest names of the scientific
world for the last fifty years, the
economists, presidents of universities,
the artists and the literary men and
women whose names give glory to their
nation on each side of the water, great
reformers like Robert Owen, Jane
Addams, J. Phelps Stokes and his wife,
Rose Pastor, and his brother-in-law,
Robert Hunter, of the university settle-
ment workers, popular play-writers like
Bernard Shaw and Ibsen, great teaca-
ers and professors, the gigaatic intel-
lects of the race, like Vietor Hugo,
Eugene Sue, William Morris, profes-
sional religious advocates, both Catbo-
lic and Protestant—all of this magnifi-
cent galaxy of genius and power we
find arrayed on the side of the social-
jst movement of the world.

Not Endorsed by Oatholica.

Catholies, both of the priesthood and
the laity, are rapidly espousing the
cause of socialism, and when Bishop
Carroll makes his attacks upon social-
jsm in the name of the Catholic ehurch
be is making an attack that the most
intelligent Cotholies in the world do
not endorse.

The bishop’s vicious onslaughts in
Montana upon the socialists are of this
nature:

Before & body of workers here in
this room a few weeks ago he had the
audacity to eall socialism a ‘‘nefarious
doetrine.”’ He said, ‘‘There have
of late come among us & number of
teachers of a new doctrine, and the
chief aim of these teachers is to abolish
private property—take from the indus-
trious and thrifty and give to the lazy
and shiftless, According to the utter-
ance of these teachers the working
people are to be deprived of the fruita
of their toil. This is a nefarions doe-
irine. It is called socialism. I will
say to the eredit of the people of this
mountain land that the erratic teach-
ing sof these leaders have influenced
but & few in this state. The men and
women here are too sensible and en-
lightened to be trapped by the glaring
exhortations of these apostles of error.
This nefarious doctrine has found en-
trance in the minds of a great many
people in different countries and is
threatening our glorious American in-
stitutions of freedom and opportunity,
Beware, my friends !

Great Praise to the Montanans.

It affords me great pleasure to state
here that, as yet, so few men and
women in Montana have been affected
by the false teachings or allured by the
bollow promises of this vicious theory,
that T gladly record the prediction:
Socialism and Anarchism will never
prevail amongst us in Montana, and as
the sun shines, first on the mountains,
#0 the light of truth shines brightest
in the men and women here. Out,
down from the mountains you will have
to go to the valleys east and west, to
spread the true light among the people
in the lower lands, less favored than
you are,

No, my friends, you will not allow
yourselves to be enticed by such mis-
leading promises as these false apostles
hold forth. I have read all of their
books (assertion repeated) and I have
found besides some right statements, a
heap of falsehoods. Claims and asser-
tions without foundation, in faet, rea-
son. How would you like to share your

wealth you have produced and saved,
with the lazy and unthrift 1"’ |

In these words the bishop has uudw-i
taken to give an utterly false idea of
the relation of the socialist attitude to
private property.

Socialists stand for the abolition of,
private property truly, but only that
which is used in the production of
life's material goods. As the working
class do not have any private owner
ship of this productive property it is|
an sbsurdity to state that the socialists
wish to deprive them of it.

Consumable Private Property. [
The only other sort of private prop-
erty that exists is the property of con-
sumption, such as food, clothing, fur
niture and the maultitudinous things
made for the use of the human being.
No ome ever heard from the lips of
any socialist, or read in any socialist
work that the socialists wished to de-
prive the woking class of this con-
sumable property. ©On the contrary,
the entire aim of the socialist effort
is to give to every worker an abund
ance, full and overflowing of material
needs and comforts, so as to free him
from the slavery of spending his whole
life in providing them. Our productive
forces are now so able and gigantic
that they are able to supply the wma-
terial needs of the human race with &
few hour’s work for each individual
a day. If the werking people could
own the productive machinery they
could supply themselves with wun
abundance of these necessities.

Claims Has Read All Books.

The bishop elaims he has read all
the socialist books. If such is the case
why does be make such un outrageous
misstatement of the socialist position !
He koows that in not a single book
can he find such a distorted application
of the abolition of private property;
hence his statements are only for the
purpose of misleading the people and
falsfying the position of the socialists
iu e eyes of the public.

Moreover, the present system of cap-
italist production, which the socialists
oppose, is guilty of the very mode of
procedure which the bishop attributes
to the socialiste. It strips from the
working class the total product of their
toil, except what will sustain a mis
erable and ignorant existence, and be
stows it upon a parasitic, useless and
unproductive ecapitalist eclass, to sus-
tain them in idleness and luxury.
Socialism will indeed put an end teo
this robbery of the producer, the right-
ful owner of the produet of his toi).
Fears Bpread of SBocialism in Montana.

It is rather amusing the way the
bishop hastens to econgratulate Mon-
tana on mnot taking up with that
specter, socialism. the fact of the mat
ter is, that Montana has the highest per
cent socialist vote in the union; and its
excellent organization of the party, and
the number of socialists holding office,
the forced combination of the cap-
italist parties against us, have excited
the wonder and alarm of all adherents
and sustainers of the present unjust
and impotent politieal and economiec
system. The truth of the matter is
tht Bishop Carroll would never have
bothered his head about the socialists
in Montana had he not seen that their
rising power was an adversary worthy
for the great Roman chureh to eom
bat,

Socialism and Anarchy.

With what has ever been but a
coward’s refuge the bishop links the
names of soeialism and anarchy to-
gether in & common odium as subjects
devoutly to be avoided. He shows in
every word that by anarehy he means
the doctrine of the bomb-thrower.
Now, if the bishop is so well read in
the literature of ecomomic systems, let
him show in just ome book where an:
archy anywhere advoeates the use of
murder and violence in attaining its
ends. This unwarranted stigma that
has been cast upon the anarchist doe-
trine, and is being spread broadeast
over the country by the ecapitalist
sheets at present, has not a wsingle
reason for its develish persistence ex-
cept the fear that capitalist society
possesses that ite power and its plunder
shall be taken from it through the dis-
semination of the ideas of freedom and
protest against established authority.
Anarchists advocate education, peace
and freedom purely along the lines of
utter condemnation of existing soclety.
They know as well as the socialistsa do

thut an enlightened social state can be
brought about in no other way.

The soecialists disagree with the an-
archists in their solution of the social

problem, but mnot inm its analysis

| Bocialists stand for an organized and

constroetive program. But Bishop Car-
roll's purpose is to brand us all indis
crimivately as bomb-throwers, and he
knows he is hiding behind a shamefal

| and unmanly subterfuge when he doed

it, He will not meet us like a man
apd sustain his false position before us,
but he barks at our heels when our
back s turned.

Challenged Throughout the Country.

We have sent challenges to Bishop
Carroll to meet the socialists whom
be so valiantly maligns, and sustain
his accusations when they are there
to reply. But he will not fight in the
open—only maintains a gorilla warfare
when he thinks he is protected by
ambush.

This is the method adopted by the
Catholie priesthood all over the coun-
try in fighting the socialists. They
bave been challenged for their baseless
attacks in eity after city; but they al-
ways fail to respond. Their conscious-
oes of truth and sioeerity may be
Judged when they refuse to take the
stand of eourage for their convietions.

Said Socialists Have No Platform.

During the progress of our muniei-
pal campaign this priest stated in the
Auditerium that the socialists”bhad no
platform, As the platform of the
socinlist party was, and always is,
spread broadeast, as we are the onmly
party that has a perpetual and definite
platform, the malicious falsehood was
#0 palpable that catholies in the audi-
ence were on the point of getting up
and denouncing it at onee. The socisl.
ist party is te only party that always
koows what its platform is. The
bishop himself can give no slightest
inkling of what the demoeratic and
republican platforms will be this fall.
They will be whatever the politicians
decide to be the greatest vote catch-
ers. Such a dishonest method to
undermine an opponent is unworthy of
the cheapest pothouse politician, let
alone the mighty magnate of a great
religious hierarchy.

Materialist Basis Beastly.

The bishop does not neglect the old
tomb-smelling argument which the de-
fendants of religious dogmas have
never failed to throw at progressive
thought and the onward mareh of sci
ence. He states that the basis of the
socialist philosophy is a materialist
ove, that this is beastly and degrades
man to the brute, with various and
manifold lamentations of the loss of
the spiritual estate and the consequent
degradation of humanity. The social-
ists freely admit that the basis of their
activity is a materialst one. With con-
Jjectures as to immaterial existences, we
are not concerned while propagating
the seience of economie welfare. But
when the padre undertakes to say that
it is beastly to be employed on ways
and means to bring about a better ma-
terial existence the reply that social
ism throws back to him is thatr tae
greatest degradation conceivable ex-
iste among human beings to.day be-
cause & decent material existence is
not possible to them under the shame
leas consequences of capitalist society.

As Vandervelde said, the terrible
trinity that is ravaging the working
class is aleoholism, syphilis, and tuber-
culosis. As these are all diseases that
are enhanced by filth, want, and a
low standard of living the socialist
asks of a candid world, which jis the
more beastly, to remain in the econdi-
ditions of this material degradation,
or to arrange the material conditions
according to science and system, so
that ordered and rational produection
shall give physical comfort, develop-
ment and opportunity to all ¥

Despotic and brutal indeed must be
the will that would oppose socialism
on the ground that it coneerns itself
with the material basia of life.
Bervice of Catholic Church to the

Working Olass.

At the close of his lecture the Bishop
took pains to emphasize the service the
Catholic echurch had performed to the
working class, He said it bad lifted
them out of the darkness of slavery
into the light of freedom,

We would ask the father what
single event in history he would point
o as evidence that the chureh has
sustained the working class against ite

oppressors.  The Catholic church has
always heen the ally of powers, poten-
tates and principalities. All the re-
ligions of state bave been the re

ligions of kings. Whenever the op-
pressor wus engaged against the proie.
tariat the church fought on the side of
the master, as it does today. And it
is simple folly to talk of it having
lifted the working class out of slavery.
Look at the pitiful child slaves in the
eonl breakers of the anthracite regions.
Look at the diseased and drawn child
frames Ly the thousand in the prison
hells of the cotton factories of the
South. No one ever heard of tae
Catholic chureh lifting its voiee against
any of these atrocities upon labor. No,
the Catholic chureh fights on the
other side, on the side of the masters
and profit grabbers against childhood
and womanhood, virtue and happiness.
Historic Enemy of Progress.

The Catholie church through one
long, unbrokém mareh of history has
always opposed progressive thought.
Against every discovery of sciemce it
has been opposed by the ban of ecelesi-
astieal proclamation. Through the ages
it has disputed every ineh of territory
claimed by the discoveries of the hu-
man intelleet. It opposed the helio-
centric system, burned Bruno at the
stake, tortured Galileo and then veered
around and wrote hundreds of volumes
to deny that it had taken the position
of ignorance and oppression against
intelligence,

It has presented a econtinuous ob-
stacle to advancing and liberal eduea-
tion, and has been the most bitter op-
ponent of the public school system,
proceeding on the prineiple that if it
ean but control the minds of the grow-
ing generations it is easy to make
slaves of the adults.

Capitalism Relies Upon It.

The commercial magnates realize
that the church is their most valuable
ally. Representatives of the repub-
lican and democratic parties have
openly declared that the church of
Rome will be the bulwark against the
onward tide of ecomomie revolution.
The prophecy was established on the
throne of the Caesars and inherited the
ambition for universal empire.

It is in America that the Catholie
church is making its last grand struggle
for imperial domination. In the com-
ing confliet between the old and the
new the papacy will stand with the
conservative element. Progress meaus
its death knell. Tts dogmas cannot
endure the test of scientific analysis.

Bocialism is the triumph of demoe-
racy and the Catholie chureh is the
relic of feudalism. The echureh has
ever maintained the divine right of
kings and the divine institution of
castes. Archbishop Quigley of Chieago
said that socialism must be crushed in
this land and the public schools must
be abolished if the American republie
was to endure.

The ehurch knows its enemy, and
socialism must recognize in the power
of Rome, driven from the courts of its
ancient empire across the seas, the
most redoubtable allegiance upon which
threatened eapitalism depends.

Fighting on every side and with
every party the church will endeavor
to make the working people think it is
their sincerest friend, until when a few
billionaires control the means of life,
and the workers see at last where their
true enemy is entrenched, they shall
desert its temples of betrayal, and as
necessity compels them to swell tae
ranks of the revolutionists, economie
liberty and seience will ring the death
knell forever of superstition and the

alleged authority of supernatural
edicta,
Marie Spiridonowa.
All comrades will be rejoiced to

hear of the escape of Marie Spiri.
donowa from' the prison of Akatov,

It will be remembered that this is
the courageous Russian girl who was
captured when attempting the life of
one of the Czar'’s arch-butchers. Bhe
was most brutally treated, being kicked
and beaten and dragged by the hair to
a back which conveyed her to the loeal
jail where she was flung into a ecell
and ‘‘questioned’’ by two Cossack of-
ficers who stripped her and burut her
with their eigar stumps, and kicked
and beat her to the length of knock:
ing one of her eyes out. Thence she
was conveyed by train to another
prison, being outraged and further
abused on the way by one of these
‘“‘noble defenders of their ecountry.'’
It is some satisfaction to know that
both these beauties met their just de-
serts shortly after at the hands of the
revolutionists, Now that she has
escaped we can omly fervently hope
that she will not again fall into the
cluteches of the Little Father and his
minions and will, wherever she goes,
meet with all help and succor.

INJUNCTION VICTIMS YIELD TO
AMALGAMATED BLANDISH-
MENTS.

WORKERS PAY FAKIRS
TO BOOST DEMOCRATS

RBepublicans and Socialists Get Some
Hard Enocks, On the Other
Hand, Democrats Are
Boosted.

The first number of 4 new “‘labor’’
paper is at band. It is called the
“‘Free Lance’’ and is published at
Butte. Butte, the seething ecorrup-
tion center for years, of the boldest
fake labor contortions of the West is
now giving unmistakable evidence of
another series of ‘‘labor’’ pains, and
appearances indieate that her loath-
some spawn is to again be ejected over
the misguided working men of Mon-
tana.

This ‘‘Free Lance’' is ‘‘edited’’ by
Wm. Cutts. E. C. Bhields is the ‘‘ad-
vertising manager.’’

Now, let us see just where we are
at in this proposition. Cutts has just
got out of jail, from serving three
months under Judge Hunt’s injunction,
issued to erush the telephone strike,

Cutts is the business agent of the
Carpenters’ union and draws $6 a day
for his services. In addition to his
90 days as a felon in the Helena
bastile Judge Hunt put a fine of $250
upon him, which the Carpenters’ union
came over to Helena and paid.

Bhields draws $170 a month as the
business agent of the Clerks’ union at
Butte.

The ‘‘Free Lance’’ announces itself
with much braggadocio as ‘‘non-parti-
san.’” But palpably at once, in the
only visible efforts that can be de-
tected as a ‘‘poliey,’’ there is an at-
tack wupon the republican party
through its injunetion judges, and an
attack upon the Bocialist party.

The republican injunction judges are
bitterly demounced and held up as an
awful example to the ballots of the
working class; but with curious reti-
cence nothing whatever is said about
democratie injunetion Judge Fox of
Billings, who has issued the most
mandatory and despotic pronunecia-
mentos of one-man power, ever pre-
sumed upon as a defiance of popular

UNITED STATES SUPREME COURYT
DECLARES BOYCOTT ORIM-
INAL CONSPIRACY.

SELF-PROTECTION
SAYS GERMAN COURT

Imperial Judge Justifies Action of
Working Class Which Repub-
lican Tribunal Condemns as

& Orime.

The latest decisions of the supreme
court of the United States have de-
clared the boyecott illegal, bave tried to
strike from the hands of the working
elass organizations a weapon which i»
absolutely indispensable to them im
their struggles for the welfare of their
class.

When the highest judieial tribunal of
our republic disarms the workers im
this manner, when the same action ap-
plied by workers against capitalists is
deelared criminal conspiracy, which
used by eapitalists against workers is
calmly regarded as legal—if all this,
as we have said, takes place in the
republic, what is to be said in this
respect to the monarchies and despot-
isms of Europe 1

It is very timely that just recently
in the empire of Kaiser Wilhelm a
case of boyeott was taken to the su-
preme court. In Mulhausen, in Elsass,
the workingmen had deeclared a boy-
cott against two landlords who were
not willing to place their halls at the
disposal of the socialists. The boyecott
was effective and the landlords turned
to the courts. The supreme court
judge at Colmar refused the appeal.
In his decision he declared explicitly:
““The landlords are not legally bound
to grant the use of the halls, but the
members of the party, on the other
hand, are not Bound to further the ma-
terial interests of the landlord, when
by the refusal of the halls they are
opposed to the interests of the party.
If under such ecireumstances a party
or a politiecal association boyecotts =
landlord in order to force him to eom-
ply with their desires, this constitutes
no attack upon good morals, but am
act of justified self-protection.”’

An imperial judge in the German
Empire declares the boyecott ‘‘an met
of justified self-protection’’ of the

rule in the history of the republie.

These injunctions have been issued
at Billings while the Butte men were
in jail. They were issued against the
Montana State Federation of Labor,
its officers, and the unions of Billings,
Red Lodge and Bear Creek, in the
telephone strike, and organized labor
was _given no chance to defend itself.

But this does not cover the out
rages and the ravings of the Billinp|
judge against organized labor. He
comes to the capitalist bat again with
a second injunction a few days ago.
This time it is against the Bartenders’
union and Billings Trades and Labor
Assembly because they refused to drink
beer handled by seab bartenders. No
hearing was allowed on this at all; the
injunetion was issued without the
union men knowing anything about it
or having any chanee to plead a protest
before the court.
¢ Bhades of the guarantees of freedom
in this country! Judge Fox s the
first democratic judge who has issuel
a dietum against organized labor in
the Northwest.

The ‘“Free Lance'' further dis-
tinguishes itself by attacking the
Montana News, the only paper in the
state that defended the jailed
editor Cutts included.

The Republican supreme
court of the United Btates sees in it
a ‘‘eriminal conspiracy,’’ which shall
be paid for with the property not only
of the union, but of every member of
the union,

Where, then, is the boasted Ameri-
can freedom for the workers of
Ameriea 1 In the monarchy the
weapons which economic development
gives into the hands of the working
class are recognized by law, their use
granted. In the republic they are
struck from its hands also by the law,
and their use declared a crime.

This would seem to be the act of a
monarchy, if the workers of America
themselves were not to blame. In the
German Empire we see the working
class united in a great party which
protects their interests and which here
and there receives consideration even
from the courts. In America the work-
ers do not even know that they have
special interests to preserve on the
political field. They run after their
old political gods, are therefore politi.
cally powerless as workers and are
treated mecordingly with contempt.

There is good ground for the workers

being treated in step-mother fashion
worse by the republic than the
monarchy. — Editorial in the New

But
the author of The Iron Heel attempted
to present a picture of the great social
and labor war of the present day, and
in this he failed, because his picture is
not true. Instead of clearing the
mind, he confusey In the concluding
chapters of his novel the author
furnishes us with the proof that his
coneeption of the modern labor and
trades union movement is very de
fective. He looks upon the labor
movement through the pince-nez of the
ultra-radical, Utopian socialist, which
is not surprising in the least, for the
reason that Jack Londod knows the
trades union movement not from prac-
tieal everyday experience, but from
the columns of Utopian socialist news
papers.  Jack London's latest work
reflects the grave defect in the Ameri-
ean socialist movement, a defect which
requires a radieal remedy. Tt is the
Utopian concepbion of the socialist
and'  trades wunion movement, Any
man new in the socialist movement,
having superficially read a five-cent
pamphlet on socialism, unaequainted
with the history and the mission of
the movement, but ealling himself a
socialist, will assume the right to eriti-
cise, denounce and abuse any other
man who may have spent a lifetime in
the trades vnion movement, Although
ignorant on the general labor problem,
he considers himself superwise, beeanuse
he has just taken out a soecinlist mem-
bership card, and he looks down wich

contempt on the ‘“masses of fools of
union men'' who fail to come up to his
own intellectual standard. In his

opinion the great labor movement is
composed of an army of ignoramuses
led by a corrupt gang of union of
ficers, fakers and boodlers. And, as a

the millions of fools to the paradise of
salvation.

This un-socialistic spirit, which killed
the 8. L. P. and completely separated
and isolated the DeLeonites from the
general labor movement, is to some ex-
tent still alive in the SBocialist party,
although it has never found any gen-
eral official expression or recognition.

It is the Super-Soeialist, the Super-
Revolutionist, who is peeping out of
every chapter of The Iron Heel. As a
socialist novel the book is a failure.
Nevertheless, we advise the socialists
to read it, so they can convinee them-
selves that even great authors may
sometimes make serious blunders.

Over twenty years ago, when the
trade union movement was young and
weak, and when the socialist move-
ment existed in name only, Edward
Bellamy gave us his ‘‘Looking Back-
ward,’” which, at that time, was an
epoch-making contribution to Ameri-
can socialist literature. A year or two -
later Ignatinse Donnelly published his
““Caesar’s Column,’’ a story picturing
a state of anarchy and reign of terror,
resulting from the present capitalist
misrale and exploitation of labor,

Both of these works were remarkable
publieations in those days. Today
they would hardly be noticed, because
we have sinee produced considerable
socimlist literature in the English lan-
guage, and something better is ex-
pected to-day. Has Jack London
given us something better in ‘“The
Iron Heel "' Decidedly not.—Labor.

The above is from the St. Lonis
socialist paper, one of the leading peri-
odieals in the American socialist move-
ment.

It has become the fashion of the
socialist press in this country to laud
to the wskies everything that is put
out by a socialist firm, or that has
the name of a socialist attached to it,
indiseriminately of its merit.

John Spargo, perhaps the greatest
literary eritic in our party, writes of
the ““Iron Heel'' as follows in the
“‘International Socialist Review'’:

““It is an unfortunate book, and I
am by no means disposed to join those
of our comrades who hail it as a great
addition to the literature of socialist
propaganda, The picture is well' eal-
culated to repel many whose addition
to our forees is sorely neoded. 1t gives
a new impetus to the old and generally
disearded eataclysmie theory, it tends
to weaken the politieal socialist move-
ment by discrediting the ballot and to
encournge the chimerieal and reaction-
ary notion of physieal foree, so allur-
ing to a certain type of mind. As a
statement of the eataclysmie theory
and an argument against political ae-
tion it is worthy the eareful study of

ware the only honest people who lead

every student of socialism.’’

The Horrors of Russia.

Words are powerless to deseribe the
horrors both in town and country in
Russia.  All the prisons are erowdel
with suspects. The goal at Tschigwin,
which was built to receive 66, now
holds no less than 200 occupants. A¢
Bimferopol there are 500 instead of
250; and at Tschernigoff 450 instead
of 100. Overerowding brings its dire
ful consequences in prison, as in slum.
Typhoid fever has made some of these
houses of detention as revolting and
loathsome as was the Black Hole of
Calentta. In desperation some of the
prisoners—men who a few months ago
were dreaming of some socialist com-
monwealth of the future—have com.
mitted suicide, while others, revolting
against their oppressors, have met their
death on the seaffold.

Even face to face with these lazar
houses of death the soeialists continue
to work on, There is evidence that
the Army itself has been sueccessfully
influenced by the fervour of the revo-
lutionary party. Last Friday 22
socialist soldiers of the Artillery of
the Guard were brought before a court-
martial. Along with them was tried
the daughter of a licutenant-colonel,
and at one stage of the proceedings a
dramatic flincident occurred. *“‘Throw
away your epaulettes,’” she eried out
to the prisoners around her; and on
hearing her command they, with one
aceord, took these ornaments and flung
them into the air. At the end six of
the soldiers were sentenced to eight
years penal sevitude, and the girl to
two years detention in a fortress

The Socialist Propaganda in Japan.
The militant spirit which has ad-
vanced Japan the front rank
amongst nations will soomer or later
advance socinlism to the front in
Japan.

Concerning the above, we have some
comments to make.

It is impossible to hold the counting
of ballots back after the appointed
time for the convenience of individ-
vals. No margin of time is allowed
by the national office for the returns,
and it takes quick work to allow for
the second ballot and get the notifi-
cation to the elected delegates. Those
on the outside frequently do not realize
the complications under which the of
ficial work is compelled to be carried
om.

The News published the ‘‘boost’’
for Comrade Bernard although it did
so reluctantly. There is quite a little
““boosting’’ that the News would have
liked to do in this line itself for it is
in a position to know who in Montana
could best represent the interests of
the party at the great national gath-
ering of the best posted socialists in
the country. But we have carefully
refrained from doing this because of
the personal ecomplications that would
immeditely arise. It can readily be
seen what would be the result if every
socialist in Montana insisted om oceu-
pying the pages of the News with
his notions as to who would be a good
delegate at Chicago. We simply print
the names of the candidates and let
the members use their own judgment.
Which goes to show that individuals
must be known by service to the revo-
lutionary movement before the party
will make them its trusted representa-
tives.

In regard to Comrade Platt’s plan
for speakers, it is a most excellent
one, provided there was money fo earry
it through. The socialist party is not
impoverished through lack of plans but
through lack of money to carry out the
plans. It is impossible for a speaker
to make his salary and expenses
through the Bitterroot valley. We
know this through personal experiences
of three or four years. The socialists
are few and very poor and the popula-
tion widely scattered. Besides, ‘‘en-
thusiasm’’ is a poor basis to build up
a sound socialist movement on. Tt is
purely the effervescent foam that ap-
pears on the top of activity to arouse
the exploited class to conmscionsness.
The roots of sound social teaching must
extend much deeper down.

To do the right work through that
section of the state it wants a man
of infinite perseverance, sagacity and
patience, to take his time, get used
to the life of the people, do much
personal work, and not be disappointed
over small results. Comrade Burgess
is just such a man. He is one of the
most patient and self-sacrificing men
in the movement, but he must be paid
