(d) A General Propaganda Paper.
Even under the best possible system
of co-operation because of limited
cireulation the production cost of Local
and State papers will always neces-
sitate a rather high subcription priee,
and it will be difficult to get the
person. who is not yet interested in
our movement to some extent to sub-
seribe. We need nlso 2 national pro:
paganda sheet which cfn be published
at a price so-low that an immense
circulation can be worked up among
the mon-Sociulists, who thereby would
beeome ‘‘prospects’’ for our other
papers and for our organizers.

I suggest that we immediately be-
gin to use the BEye Opener for this
purpose. It should contain the best and
most timely material from our. other
papers, articles that would interest
the NON-Socialists, It ecould be pub-
lished monthly at ten cents a year,
or five cents a year in bundles. Com-
rades could than afford to place long
lists of their friends upon the sub-
scription list and to use it for house
to house distribution and for house dis-
tribution where there are strikes. A trem-
endous circulation sheuld be achieved.
This would in no scuse be a competitor
of the local and state papers, but
conld be used to help advertise and
establish them, acting as a ‘‘feeder’’
for them.

In these several ways we should
begin AT ONCE to develop the Pariy’s
Publicity Power.

IL PUBLISHING HOUSE.

The National Office should be tke
great publishing center for the So-
cialist movement. Our entire party or-
ganization, State Office, Local, Branch
and individual member, should be or-
ganized as a distributing foree for the
output of leaflets, pamphlets and
books. In this way a volume of bu-
siness can be developed that will cut
down the production costs of Socialist
literature to a fraction of what they
are under the present anarchistic lack
of system.

I suggest that we IMMEDIATELY
invite Kerr and Company and othcr
publishers of Socialist books that are
worth while to state on what terms
they will turn this function vver to the
Party, or at least co-operate with us,
We should achieve for the Party Pub-
lishing louse a monopoly of the pub-
lication of what are known as the
standard classics of our movement.
We should keep abreast of the times
with the publication of new literature
to supply the demand both in and out
of the Party.

This does not necessarily imply the
ownership of a printing plant. Kerr
and Co. have never owned dny machin-
ery. Personally I'believe that it would
be a great advantage, but whether it
is or mot requires technical knowledge
thet none :gul on the N. E. C. pos-
2088, I suggest therefore that we at
once engage a printing expert to sub-
mit to us as quickly as possible an
itemized estimate of the cost of a
printing establishment to supply our
probable needs, cost of upkeep, paper,
ete, and what volume of printing
vrould be required to make it a paying
venture as compared with hiring oar
printing done by commercial firms.
Arthur Rrooks did this for the N. E.
C. years ago. Ilis conclusion was that
we made our leaflets, pamphlets,
books and periodicals all of such size
as to be fractions or multiples of a
eortain unit size. then we would have
a great enough volume of work to keep
“ highest speed machine busy full
time, and would be able to produce
more cheaply than any private firm.

IV. TRAINING SCHOOL.

The Party needs thousands of tfain-
ed workers, organizers, agitators, shop
agents, solicitors, secretaries, ets. There
is IMMEDIATE need for several hund-
red. We have not got them. We must
develop them at once.

In the past thesc duties have fallen
largely upon those who received spe-
cial triining in a capitalist environ-
ment before they become Socialists.
Practiceless lnwyers, pulpitless preach-
ers aud busted businessmen have al-
most had a monopoly of these positions
und thereby influcnced our movement
cnt of all proportion to their number.
The_way to overcome this condition
i train up our own young people,

workingmen and women who were
Socialists first,
This training school ghould be

siarted at once, and the co-operation
of the convention delegates secured be-
fore they leave for home. An educa-
tional director should be engaged im-
mediately to outline courses ete. The
husiness administration, at the start
at least, could be left to the Executive
Seeretary and the necessary -overhead
expense paid from the regular receipts
of the national office. A Field Secre-
tary should secure sufficient financial
svpport {rom well to do Socialists,
from units of the Party and from
other lahor organizations to make this
school an immediately practicable pro-
position.

A correspondence Course should also
be worked out immediately and every
active Lecal and YPSL branch en-
conraged to take the same this winter

As 'far as possible we should make
use of ‘the experience of existing
echools and socure their co-operation,
instead of becoming their eompetitors,
The correspondence course work and
the full time training courses of the
Rund and other schools sheuld be ab-
corbed by the Party School, for which
1 - would propose the name: Marx
University.

When the support warrants it, the
Party chould exterd these educational
facilities and develop local schools*in
the vrincipal industrial centers as
branches of an International Socialist
#ud Labor University with a view
not merely to train party workers, but
to-educate the workingelass in general
as much as possible before the respou-
sibility of administrating all the af-
fairs of this nation falls upon their
shoulders. ] X

The beginning for this' Extension
University ' can be made from the
Party’s Lyceam. It can be graduvally
developed from _the lecture courses
in those centers where the local or-
gnnizations make them a real success.

Fach one of these four institutions,
the Party Press, tbe Publishing House,
the Lyceum and the Training School,
will be an instrument to help build
the others. Developed : simultaneousiy
they will assure stability to eacn
other. Together they may become the
most intluential  educational force
that the world has ever known.
Through them and with them our
I'arty organization, local, State and
Nationnl, should beable to measure
up to its opportunities, adopt itself
to whatever tactics the capitalist op-
position makes necessary, and become
the dominant power.

The criticism may be made that the
capitalist powers may make ‘laws’’
to prevent us from working along these

lines. If they do, we may be forced|

to adapt ourselves, give up one line
of codeavor and continue another. But
until they do we should make use of
ull these opportunities that we have.
To the extent that we develop these
cfficient instruments now we shall be
in better shape to meet the eventuali-
ties of the future.

Others may think that the unsettled
condition within the Party makes it
inadviseable to make new departures.
I hold that this very condition is an
argument in favor of beginning this
constructive work right now. Those
1bat would have sabotaged these Party
enterprises will . bolt from the. Party
as soon as they learn that we are the
majority at the convention and their
pposition will be less dangerous because
it will have to come openly from the
ontside. The very act of making these
plans NOW, and founding these in-

At the end of the eigbteenth century the Fremch
poople ifter two hundred yéars of embittered strug-
.h threw off the tyranny of a feudal oristocracy.
During this struggle they were surrounded by armed
forces of & coalition of European kings, who had in-
vaded France to subject her people to that slavery
from which they Ipd just freed themsclves. Prus.
sian peasants shad their blood in the Argonnes that
Royalty might once more oppress the French peo
ple. British seamen died at Toulon that feudal
seignours might rule again at Versailles. Looking
back on there times today we recognize that the
role of the English and German governments during

the French Revolution Was not a creditable one.

A little over a century has passed. Mediaevalicir—

kas given way to modern bourgeoisdom; the Divine
Right of Kings to the Divine Right_of Mammon.
Russia, which has never been touched by the purg-
ing fire of the French Revolution, has groaned under
a three-fold ;pnny—o theocratic Tsarism, the relic
of her proximity to Asia; an agrarian feudalisia,
which bad escaped the European conflagration of last
eentury; a middle class, groﬁ up under the in-
flnence of Western industrialism, but demoralized
and corrupted by its two . companions. At the be-
ginning of his century, the governing power in Rus-
#ia rested ou these three rotten pillars—two of them,
decayirg relies of a bygone age; the third an abor-
tion of modern -bourgeoisdom. It could not last
long, but was Lound to collapse from its own inter-

" mal weakness. How did the governments of Eng-
land, France and Germany treat the new Russia,
vh‘ieh, phoenix-like, rose from the ruins of the old}
History will prove that they treated the new Russia
as shamefully as the governments of England and
Prussia treated t':.e French Revolution at the end
of the 18th centry

The Russian Revolution; like every great popular
movement was set in motion b} vast, .elemental,
anarchic forces, which had been pent up throughout
the ages and like n lava-flow burst the‘overl,ving
erust of couvention, unreality and insincerity. Every-
one was discontented with Tsarism. The war caused
untold miseries. Famine, for which the Bolsheviks
are accused of being the authors, was already rag-
ing in the sutumn of 1916, and got steadily worse
under Kerensky, as the -war, like a great pump,
~sucked the life blood out of the country’s industries,
S know from my own observation as a war. corres- -
pondent that after the of 1916, the Russian
army was no longer fit for the offensive, owing to
the impossibility. in an ecomomically undeveloped
soulltry of feeding and supporting fifteen million
scldiers. By the winters of 191516 and 191617,
.~ When no one in Russia but the intellectusls had beard
' of the Bolsheviks, the principal towns of -central
Mmlﬂeﬂwlthdmten.Oncofthemu
tetired diplomats even admitted in the columms of
~the ““Novaya Zhiza,”’ in July, 1017, that the Russian
Revolytion was nothing more than a mass uprising
against the war. But it was something besides,

- . The working classes of the Russian towns used
to_live in conditions of want and misery probably
without parallel in Europe. They were foreed to
work such long hours that they often dropped of
_ fatigue. They were systematically underfed, The ’
 factories where they worked were simply spy-dens.
| Nor was the pessant’s lot spy better. Half the land
of Russia belonged to the landlords, the Cbureh and -
_the Impenal family and that was the best balf. On

5!
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the land, much of it forest and swamps, was left to
them to get what t.hey could out of it. The corn
produced on the good land (a large percentage of
the cereal production of Russia) was systematically
exported under the bounty system to pay for Tsarist
nn’hip} and armaments, while the peasants in the

villuges nearby were often starving. Add to this the*

miseries of the thrce years of war and it is not diffi-
cult to see why, as soon as the rumor got about
that over the lnngthwand breadth of the gigantic
plui/n thet “‘little father Tsar’’ was no more, that
pelicemen had been locked up by the workmen in
Petrograd, that Cossacks had gone over to the masses,
that the spell-binding discipline, born of fear,
vinished. Everywhere throughout the Jand in those
days squads of soldiers got together to talk things
over. Groups of workmen bung about the factory
shops and pessants crowded round the village com-
mune building. The same word was on everyone’s
iips. ‘“What next?’’ These thousands of informal
meetings that took place from the Baltic provinces
to the Pacific coast, from the Arctic cirele to the
oases of Turkestan, were not summoned by anyonc.
They were thc creation of the free spirit of man,
which bad just borst the bonds of an archaic, now
neeless form of society. They were the first rude in-
elruments, now anarchic soon te be organized, which
were to build the new order of society, They were in
fact the embrso Soviets.

For the new social order the first necessity was
to creatc a npew discipline. TLe informal gatherings
of workmen, soldiers and peasants which were called
Soviets (the Kussian name” for a (“mncil} had now
this task before them. In Petrograd on the second
day of Lhe March revolution the garrison soldiers
issued an order that there was to be mo more salut-
ing officers, that no order. was to be obeyed unless
it was ccuntersigned by the Soldicrs’ Scviet. Inas-
much as the bulk of the officers and all the generals
were known to be Monsrchists or at the best only
snppd-tcrs of & bourgesis republic the necessary
measures had to be teker to protect the Workers’
LRevolution. ‘“What is the mearing of this war with
Germany?’’ began to come from a thousand throats.
““Is there no means of stopping it By appealing to
the German soldicrs directly,” they argued. Surely
o natural and obvious, if scmewhai unconventional
thing for war weary soldiers to do. Soldiers using
Boviets to fraternize with people whom they no
longer wished to fight, became now a common phe-
nomenon. No one hud heard of Bolshevism in these
cays,

In the factories, meetings were held and commit-
tees clected. The latter were to see to 1t that wages
kept pace with the cost of living. They were to look
into the proprietors’ books and see how much
war profit was being made and lop off enongh to
fll up that ever DAarrowing margin between weekly
wages and.weekly expenses. And was the peasant
with his dessyatine of land, on which he had to
starve, going to allow the rich black earth near by
to fill the barns of the ‘“baryn’’f Here too the spel!
was broken, the *‘Zemsky Nachalnik’’ (chief of the
county administration) was sitting in the local jail,
whithuhawnuedtomdothm'rhefrniuot
that seigneur land were to g0 to the peasants’ barns
that year. Ard they went—somewhat anarchically it
is. true, and not without beartburnings as to how
much should go to each peasant. ’

By the summer of 1017, the class wbich- consid-
ered itself the rightful successors to the Tsarist
h-'itlc_n—-uu bourgeoisie, manufacturers, and war-

profit parvenus—began to recover from the shock of
this revolution, which had gone so far past what
they considered respectable. Girondin-like, they be-
gan to organize resistance to ‘‘anarchy,’’ to inmsist
ou discipline in the army, to demand that every
citizen of the republic should earry out his patriotic
duty. Alas! what duty?! To shoot at and be shot at
by German workmen in order that Russian warprofit
parvenus should dominate at Corstantinople and
French bankers exploit the Alsace-Lorraine -iron
mine:! No, the time for this had gone by. The
spell had been broken. The pecple now must know
the reason why they were to die. But the Russian
Lourgeoisie could not read the signs of the times.
The Mene-Tekel hand was writing on the wall, but
they could not see it. Desperate, they organized
the Korniloff rebellicn, which only aggravated the
strife. This rebellion first showed the real power of
the Sovicts. The. soldiers’ committees put their men
mto the field telegraphs, they had their comrades on
the railways. No message of the connter-revolution
passed. Their messuges for help and instructions flew
all over Russia. The eounter-revolution vanished, !')nt
the war did not.. Winter was coming down, The =ol-
diers cume tc the Soviet offices and said: ‘‘start
ncgotintions.with the Germuns for a general peace;
we shall stay in the trenches till the first snows
and after that we go home with our rifles and divide
up the landlords’ land.’”” No, it was not Bolsheviks
who said this; Lenin at the time was in hiding and
accused by the very eoldiers who were saying this
of being a German spy. Lenin’s friends, who had
control of most of the soldiers’ Soviets, by Septem-
ver, 1517, were trying to calm these war weary soldiers
and indeed, when they came into power in October,
they exhorted them to remain in the trenches and
not .ansrchically to demobilire and turn Russia into

chaos. A mighty power—the will to international
solidarity, had laid kold of the psychology of the
Russian masses. That power was mauifesting itself
in disorderly, anarchic ways, because it was crude,
elemental, and sprung from the masses themselves.
If the Bolsheviks had not put themselves at the head
of that movement, some other unknown group would
bave done so0 and have become world famous. The Bol-
sheviks, finding the movement there, led and directed
it inte orderly channels, and seeing the Soldiers’
Soviets. thoso informal bodies, which had sprung up
spontaneously in the first days of the Revolution, used
them as the channels through which their will could
be expressed to the outer world.

All throngh the summer of 1017, Petrograd and
Moscow workmen tried to better their' conditions
through their own elected factory or shop stewards’
committees. But every step they took to control
the action of tke .employers was met by ecounter

\ measures of sabotage and often of open resistance

by ‘“whitc guards,’’ hired by the employers to defend
the ‘‘sacred rights of property.’”’ Heads of the s}:op
stewards’ comuittees were arrested and sent off tc
the army, raw materifh hidden and the men locked
out on the plea of no work to be done. The workers
replied by organizing Red Guards, seizing the fae-
tories and trying to run themselves without a staff
and without teshnical knowledge. Chaos -increased.
One group of workmen often struggled with another
group in the attempt to get hold of the much needed
raw muterials, Meanwhile, famine became worse and
worse and 'the Workers® Soviets were in danger of
torning into committees for grabings whatever they
could get for their own members. Then the Bolshe-
viks same along, and in October, when they came

into power to comtrol the Soviets, Bave the latter
political as well as economic power, as an organized
proletarian mass,

And so with tbelpennu. During the summer of
1917, the landlords and their agents among the war-
profiteer parvenus organized a resistance to the
peasart lund committees. I'easant elders were arrested
and thrown into prison, some were even shot. The
peasants replied by sacking the landlords’ man-
sions. Ansrchy was raging in the provinces long
before the Bolsheviks came into power in October.
The latter, restraining the righteous indignation of the
peasants, declared their informal committees, the
first fruits in the villages of the March *Revolo-
tion, to be the legal authority, possessing the right
to take the landlords land and work it in the inter-
ests of the whole community. Long and difficult
has been the struggle of the Bolsheviks with the
disorderly forces among the Russian peasantry. The
latter, divided into rich and poor, struggled anfong
themselves for the landlords” land, split up into two
contending factions—-one; of small proprietors and
rich speculators, the other of laborers or those peas-
ants who hire mo labor. The latter group became
the ‘‘committees of the poorer peasantry,’’ or the
reconstituted rural Hoviets, whose duty it became
to stop the. diserderly scramble for land and to ere-
ate the mew commural system of land tenure. Thus
the seed sown in the soil of anachic revolt germ-
inated into the young shoot, which fed in the atmos-
phere of order and discipline.

The Struggle With Forelgn Imperialism

The regeneration of Russis conld only begin
when once the Soviets hah completed their develop-

_ ment and come to the zenith of their political po;rcr.

“\After October, 1917, it seemed that order, through
the Soviets would prevail over the chaos bred in the
fiust days of thc March Revolution For the work-
ing classes, schooling themselves in their factory
and village committees, were fighting famine and
ttniggling to raise production. But the war was still
nowinglly going cn with the Prussian war lords.

Listory than the picture of Russia struggling with the
German war-lords and deserted by the Allies. Not
possessing any material resources to enforce the
Justice of his cause, Trotsky relied upon the con-
scionce and sense of justice of the Western world.
