In government cireles,
however, confidence Is expressed that
the proletarian organizations cannot
effect 1 complete tie-up, and that the
strike must be of short duration.

The decision is to
close everytbing in the empire—rail-
ronds, manufactories, wholesale and
retall stores and all government works
extept water works. The bakerles In
the cities will not be closed so long as
they do not raise prices.

The manifesto of the Workmen's
Couricil of Moscow to the army is so
inflammatory that even the Radical
papers are afraid to print it. During
the strike It Is proposed to stop all
papers and to print and distribute only
the organ of the Workmen's Council.

The helplessness of the government
in this crisls is demonstrated by the
junbility of Interior Minister Durnovo
Jast night to wire Instructions to ar-
rest the members of the Workmen's
Counell of Moscow. The operators
refused to scnd the message. The
govestment 1s unable to forward in-
structions to General Linevitch In
Munchurin.  Flve operators In suc-
cessioi on the rallroad lines declined
to send a cipher dispatch signed by
the Tsar. -

‘The government enters the struggle
crippled. The situation in the Baltie
provinces is growing worse, and in the
Caueasus the renewal of tlhe outbreak
of the Turtars and Armenians has pro-
duced another reign of terror, At Se-
vastopol new mutinles have broken
out, aud 1,600 soldicrs have been dis-
armed.

FIGHT UNIONS.

Monster Combination of
Metal Ianufgcturors.

—

To Resist Metal Workers’ Demand for
Union Shap, Employers All Over the
Country Will Unite with a Capital of
One Billlon.

The New York Times Inst Sunday
had the following, which should be
interesting reading for workingmen
who don’t believe there Is a class
struggle:

“Preparations are under way for
making one of the largest and strong-
est bodies of employers in the world
by uniting the Metal Trades Associa-
tiong in nil the lurge cities in the Na-
tional Metal Trades Association. The
object is to be prepared for a genernl
agitation which the unlons are ex-
pected to make in the spring for tne
closed shop, The open shop Is the
rule at present in the trades represent-
ol

“The executive commitiee of the
New York Metal Trades Association
was directed yesterday to consider the
question of jolning the national body,
which, when the present move started,
consisted of individual firms In varl
ous citfes.

“The Nationul Metal Trades Asso-
ciation, In its new form, will have &
membership of from 5,000 to 6,000 em-
ployers, with an aggregate capital of
£1.000,000,000,  Its members employ
350,000 men in the machine and repair
shops and shipbuilding yards, These
include  machinists,  boiler makers,
hlacksmiths, coppersmiths, a number
of men in smaller trades and an army
of helpers and laborers.

“It was said yesterday on behalf of
the local employers that New York
had a vital interest In the movement.
The greater part of the repair work
formerly done in shipyards here has
gone to other cities, and the strikes of
several years ago, the employers say,
are responsibie for this fact.  They
ralsed the prices so high that New
York could not compete with other
cities and also interfered with the
progress of work. Practically only
emergency work Is done here now, and

New York workmen. The following
stutement was made yesterdny by
Henry €. Hunter, Secretary of the
New York Metal Trades Association:

*“The employers throughout the country
have had the questlon of the loeal Metal
Trades Associntions jolulng the Natlonal
body under consideration for some time.

There nre facilities in and around New
York for blg shipbullding yards, but ow-
ing to the lower wages pald In other cities
the New York shipyard owners eannot cotn-
pete with them. This has prevented many
thonsands of men In New York and vicia-
ity from gettiug work,

The unlons, which have been forcing up
the prices for years, are reaping the
fruits of thelr short-sighted polley.  The
blacksiniths and bollermakers in the ship-
yards had agreements with the New York
Melal Trudes Assoclations which expired a
long time ago. These were on the open
shop basis.

“Mr. Hunter said he was not pre-
pared to predict what the unions
might do in the spring, but the em-
ployers would be prepared to uphold
the open shop. He believed that the
open shop plan would spread to all
the trades as the falrest system for
Loth sides. i

an hour. The capitalist newspapers
all over the land are heralding this
news as an example of the generosity
of the “Christian men to whom God,
in His infinite wisdom, has entrusted
the properly interosts of this country.”
By referring to the financial columns
we learn that the profits of the com-
pany are $350,000 more this year than
last. Two thousand men working, say,
eleven hours a dny, get a cent an hour
extra, That means about $50,000
added to the pay-roll next year—next
year, mind you. And during the last
year the owuners, who did no work, in-
creased their loot by $350,000. We
don't see the generosity.

A New York evening paper speaks
with contempt of the Russian general
strike ns “aimlcss and leaderless.”
Presumably the editorial writer does
not read the sews columns of his own
paper, else he would have noted the
very definite demands of the strikers:
Universal, cqual, direct, and secret
suffrage; repeal of the laws making
peaceful- striking a crime; and libera-
tion of political prisoners. As for
leaders, the splendid thing about this
movement s that It does not depend
on a few leaders; when its officers and
committeemen are arrested another
set have been ready and able to take
up thefr work within the hour, and so
on thru two or three wholesaie arrests
in succession. Probably the capitalist
editor admires more a labor organiza-
tivn that would be paralyzed by the
loss of its “safe and sane” Moses, like
some of those In the United States—
alas, that it must be sald.

IS TS HOT AT

SOCIALISM
BUSI

"A house divided against Itself must
fall"—ultimately unless reconstructed,
Bo It 1s with a business. So it Is with
a nation, There are but two constrie-
tive factors In a firm or other business
enterprise, the employer and the em-
ployee. are but two classes of
people composing the nation, the own-
fng class and the working class. Un-
der the.present system the firm and
the nation are run for the same pur-
pose—for the benefit of the owners.

This Is the fact because only one per-
son in ten Is an owner, the other nine
wage earners, and the *“one” I§ en-
abled to live without working, while
the “nine” on the average  work for
less than a decent Iving. The em-
ployer's “profits” are the difference
between what ha pays these nine for
thefr labor and the value of what their
labor prodnces.

That sitnation makes the two classes
industrial enemles; it Is to the employ-
er's interest to pay the worker as lit-
tle a5 he can and 1o make him pro-
dece as much ns possible, and the
workers are llkewise struggling for
less work and more pay. But the pres-
ent system places the working ciass in
the power of the owning class, body
and soul. Thru lack of capital the
workers are unable to puéchase the
tools with which they work; therefors
they must work for the man that can
buy the tools, and for whatever he
chooges 1o gzive them for thelr labor—
which Is generally as little as they can
live upon.

It Is exactly thruout the country as
it Is with the Individual firm. The
power of the owning cluss lies in the
profits taken from the working class.
With this power is the governmental
machinery made to run solely for the
henetit of the ownlng class.  All legis-
lation is n accord with the system
under which this condition exists,
Therefore the Inws sanction the rob-
bery of the working class by the own-
ing clnss, laws In favor of the Intter
being Invariably declared “unconstitu-
tional”.

It will be seen that the scheme of
business and the system of natioual

government are inseparable. One Is a
part of the other.

It 1s all @ massive business proposi-
tion; nothing more nor less,  Whether
it be thru the rallroads, the mines,
the factories—or the legislatures—It
amounts to this, that the great bulk
of the people are forced to be the pro-
ducers of wealth for the owning class.
And the tools of production have be-
come too expensive, thelr Individual
incomes too small, for a possibility re-
maining of thelr ever being Indepen-
dent of the rule of the ownlig class so
long ns the present profit-system Jasts.
The “business™ Instinets of the own-
ing class, together with thelr untram-
meled power, mmke the condition of
the wage-worker grow steadlly worse,

The only remedy is the overthrow
of the present system and the estab-
lishment of a government which de-
nies wealth the power to oppress the
poor, puts the tools of production and
the means of distribution In the hands
of those who do the work, makes
every man equal In opportunity and
rewards every one according to the
measure of his labor.

Call that remedy hy whatever name
you choose, it would be Soclalism
neveriheless SOCIALISM IS A BUSI-
NESS PROPOSITION IO THE PEO-
PLE. ’

It means simply:

That every worker would bLe both
cmployee and employer;

That the tools of toll would be his;

That work would always be walting
for the man;

That each worker would receive the
full value of his labor, with no dedue-
tions for profit, as now;

That the working day wounld bhe
greatly shortened, and the opportunity
for rest or recreation or personal hn-
provement correspondingly Increased;

Thnt every worker would nssist in
running the government for the bene-
fit of himself and his fellow worker,—

And lastly, but by no means least,
that the days of ANXIETY, WORRY
and FEAR for the future of ourselves
and our dependent ones would be gone
forever and aye.

This 1 take to be practical social
wisdom—how to concede the right of
private insulation to every man while
muking the right of public association
so useful amd agreeable that no one
will disuse efther right for the sake
of the other. He is surely a half dead
wan who separntes himself from the
crowd to live alone; and the reasony
given for so doing are easily discerned
symptoms of inciplent madness.  Dis-
gust with haman nature, love of other
nature, forsooth! You can love a tree
because you ean come to it and It ean-
not come to you—hecause you cian en-
Joy it or destroy it. But a man loves
nothing who does not love his kind,
and he that Is without love is mad.

If association be not so good and
pleasant as i=olation, something eter-
nilly ertminal has dropped Detween
mnn and his society. Why would you
rather siay at howe In darkness and
silence than go for the evening to
where the light of many faces and
the music of many volces will greet
you? Let us see. It wiil cost you
money; you muay meet a creditor; you
may be outshone; you are too tired;
you must rise early, ote. Analyzo
these and .yon will find every one of
them to be the bitter frult of cluss
struggles. This is the etornal crime
that bas fallen between man and the
social spiritual life—the ouly spiritual
life. The man who has to search in
history and economics for his class
stroggle is but a tyro in Socialism,
and he has not the root of the matter
in bim—it is everywhere. When you
lenve the mart or mill or wine or coun-
ter -and think you are away from it
you are In the midst of it mentully.
Listen to your family talking and you
will find yourself every hour up
against minds monlded by your mas.
ters. Whether it be the Jong sword or
the stiletto, everything has  been
sharpened by class contention, and
against you. Hut have we no elass
blndes shmrpencd?  Yes, and from
thelr pofnts we' have clesused away
all soctal polson. The great helur of
Iife, of best life, for each onv of us
s controlled by the largest public

_THE LESSON OF GARRISON'S LIFE.

Speaking nt the Willlam Lleyd Gar-
yison memorial meeting at the Cor
operative- Fellowship In Boston, Johm
Bilis, aftor reviewing the events of the
© great Abolitionlst’s life, sald In part:

The greatest houos that can be pald

wage slavery. Their roet likeness is
in the fact that both are the expression
of the greed of financial gain.  An-
other similarity is the pirncy of
gilence” which has been maintuined as
to the facts and the solution of the
awful problemn which they present.
The pross wus undee the censorship
of the Slave Power, not only in journ-
alism but in lterature. Foreign books
contuining  antLslavery — sentiments
were oxpurgated for the Amerienn
market., Further resemblauce is scen
in the calumny with which the old and
the new liberators: liave: been nssailed.
Garrison, devoted to the religion of
- Jesus, denounced the apostate church
of his time and war branded as an
infidel. George Thompson, the British
abolitionist, having come here on the
1 tlon of the Amerl Anti-Slav-
ery Soviety, is charged with being a
“British cmissary sent here to break
up'the Union”, and theproperty inter-
ests of Hostor, in plaeards, announce
that when be speaks at Abelition Hall
there “will be a fair opportunity for the
friends of the Unlon to snake him
out”, and that “a purse of $100 will
reward the Individual who will first
lay violent hands upon him, so that he
may be brought to the tar kittie before
dark."”

We have seen this attitude dupli-
ented, with slight moditication for
modern conditions, in our time.

Cortain points: of differences must,
however, be recognized between the
two slave systems, which on the whole
are favorable to us of todday. The
very important one is that, thanks to
Magna Charta, the Declaration of [u-
dependence and the Abolition moves
ment, the wage-worker of lo-dn_v 15
politically free. There Is great gain
fu thix political freedom, and in it men
must develop lngenulty snd agility
enough to pull down the throne of evil
and avold being buried In its rains.

Neverthieless the benefit of this
politieal freedom is largely theoretical
or abstract. For the politieal masters
of n nation bave always been the men
who held the eeonomic power. Their
political rulership has always been by
virtue of thelr economic rulership. In
effeet, it matters little whether that
economic power is derived from a sys-
tem of chattel slavery or from a wage
mystem. The essentinl thing about
smlavery 18 the control of one man's
economlie produet—and therefore of his
practical basis of life—by another
man. Tho Shylock says it, it Is true,
that—

“You take my house when you do
take the prop that doth sustain my
bouse; you take my life when you do
take the means whereby I live.”

Indeed the antlslavery crusaders
themselves were so glad to serve the
_cause of political freedom (and rightly)
that they explicitly emphasized to the
slave power that freed Dblack labor
would he more valuable to the masters
than slave labor, since the free laborer
would be more etficient and have
greater incentive to economic effort.

It had therefore to be demonstrated,
as It hns been since the war, that the
real roots of bondage—whether polit-
fenl or otherwise, whether of black or
white, whether complete or partinl—
are In the economic system. Accord-

ingly It bas come to pass that despite
the possession of the forms of political
freedom, the masses of the people are
in actual servitude to the great finan- |
cial manipulators of the age, thra a
proftmaking and wages system. . .
The example which Garrison set s
tlie one to follow now. ‘When a man
lives to see the success of such a cam-
palgn as Garrison waged against chat-
tel slavery for thirty years, let all’
good generals take note of Ny strategy.
His e and victory s a supreme ex-
ample of the efeacy of an uncompro-
mising steadfastness to a single uni-
versal prinelple—the right of every
human befug to Freedom. Thoe Dec-
laration of Sentiments of the American
Anti-Slavery Soclety sald at the out-
set, In 1833: “The right to enjoy lib-
erty is inalfenable. . . . Bvery man has
a right to his own bedy, to the prod-
ucts of his own labor; to the protection
of the laws, and to the common ad-
vantages of soclety.” Garrison always
insisted’ that the Constitution of the
United States, insofar as it counte-
nanced slavery; was a “covenant with
deatl™ and “an agreement with hell.”
He even advocated the secession of the
northern states from a Union which
involved slavery. He was just as sure
in mao ns In um mnt nlnvefg WaS
f ly, morally
wrong, His llte {lustrntes, from be-
ginning to end, the superiority of’ con-
stant advocacy of a complete ethical
principle;, rather than of so-called
“practieal”  npegotiating with some
merely politic or political po\mr or
party, with a view to “progress.” It
was not by joining hands with: the
“Hest men' in the politics of his time J
to defeat the “worse men,” nor by any
vaguen of h emrgnod

lost, . of whiom it has |
been well sald: “Her feot. take hold of

" hell; her house is the way to thegrave, |
' gaing. down to the chamber of death.”

It:is. an awtul picture~ls it not?: Bat,
that e human nature. . . . .
Human nature I8 & complex: and aw-
ful thing: It is:true of man that he. |
Is- “fearfully and wonderfully’ made’,
But' consider all thesa types of human-
ity, picture to yourself the soldier at
lis post, the thief at his work, the
smmith at the forge, the factory girl at
' the loom, the actor on the stage, the
priest at his prayers, the sot at hif"ean,
the mother with her babe, the widow
at the husband's grave, the jndge In
his wig, the Indian in his paint, the
farmer at the plew, the beggar asleep
in the ditch, the peer with his. betting
book, the surgeon with his knife, the
stroet arab-in the slums, and the young
girl dreaming over a love tale, and
then recall to your mind the bloodless,
soulless abortion of the pelitical
economist; and the “unit” of “soclety”,

whose purpose in life is to “produce”,

and whose only motive power is the
“destre for gain®.

The last refuge of Gradgrind, when
he 1% beaten by soclalistic argument, is
the assertion that human nature s in.
enpable of good. But this Is not. true.
Men instinetively prefer light to dark-
ness, love to hate, and good to evil,

The most selfish man would not see
a fellow-creature die or suffer i€ he
conld save him without personal cost
or risk. i

Only a lunatic would wantonly de-
stroy & harvest er poison a well, unless
he might thereby reap some personal
advantage.

It is clear, therefore, that men will
do good for Its own sake: but they will
not do evil eycept with the hope of
gain.  And this may be sald of the
k t snd the basest types of man-

—but by hokling ly to
a well defined nnd adequate program,
that he won. That program, from 15820
to 1864, was the unconditional eman-
cipation of the chattel slave.

8o also should we proceed. Our pro-
gruin should be the abolition of the
profit system and the emaneipation of
the wage-worker, and therefore of all
men. We must affirm constantly that
the profit system Is fundamentally dis-
honest, because It plunders. the pro-
ducer and even denies to many the
opporunity to produce: that It was
morally as bad in its beginnings as It
is now when se largely impersonal,
automatie, and meebanical in its in-
fquity; that it Is surely and stealthily
determining the lives of all the people
toward degradation and soeial death.
As in chattel slavery days, so now
mmust there be mighty and constaut
woral agitation before the time of
politteal snccess can come.  People
generally do not yet see the turpitute

" of the enpitalist system, nor the soclal

mmifientions of economic cause aund
eftect. The hope of civilization lies in
the tireloss atirmation of the economie
and moral opposites of this monstrous
system of evil

Then crises unexpected will arrive.
upheavals will come to aid us and
to align men on the one side or the
other of the titanic struggle. “When
Sumpter was fired upon,” says Gold-
win Smith, “the people of the North
were at last shut up to the necessity
of either sacrificing their own liberty
or fighting for the liberty of the slave.”
Who cannot see such n situation even
now shaping itself? Men of virtue
must to-duy fight for the liberty of
all, on pain of sacrificiug their free-
dom to live without consenting to sys-
tematic mendacity and frawd. To-
morrow may bring to uinety men In a
hundred the necessity of fighting for
the freedom of all or of sacrificing
thelr freedom to live at all

These flaws are due to the fact that
the f ders and upholders of this sys-
tém of grabl and greed nre men who

men, business men, and logie choppers
can never be anthorities on human nne
ture. The great authorities on human
nature are the poets, the novelists, the
artists, and the memr whose lives and
labors bring them into dally mtlct
with thelr fellow creatures,

The only school for the study of
human nature i fhe world. . . . .

Consider the Indy nurse at the seat
of war,  Gentle, delicate, loving and
lovable, of high Intelligence, of grent
beauty, young, refined, and educnted,
she leaves pleasure and home and ease
and all the porgps and fGatteries of
courts and assemblies, to labor amid

kind. But of the highest, even of the in.
termedinte type of mankind, how much

.more may be sald? So much more, in-

deed, ns may overthrow Gradgrind
and his brutal theories, and bury him
and them in the ruins of his arguments
of ashes and of his defeuses of clay.
For mankind turns to the sun, even to
seeking It thru fog and storm. They
will obey God's commandment when
they can hear it, nnd resist the tempta-
tions of Satan with such power as they
possess. True are the words of Ten-
nyson:

“We needs must Igve the highest when we

soe It

Not Launcelot, nor another."

“Miserahler theory,” says Carlyle,
“miserabler theory than that of money
on the ledger being the primary rule
for empires, or for any higher entity
than city owls, and their mice-catch-
Ing, camuot be propounded.”

Major Burke of the Wild West told
me one day that on the prairies the
cowboys went nbout finger on trigger,
ever on the qul vive for an ambush. If
a leaf stirred they fived, If a twig
snapped they fired; and in about five
cases ont of a bundred they shot an
Indian.

This is the state ifn which men live
under a competitive commercinl sys.
tem, It is war, The hand of every
man is agninst man’s hand. Men move
finger ou trigger, and fire at the falling
of a leaf. But in-a socinlistic stute of
soclety they wounld no more go armed
and in fear of their fellow-creatures
than did the Wild' West cowboys in
London.

‘Then the church speaks, saying that
men are born bad. Now, I hold that
human nature I8 not innately bad. I
tnke the scientists' view' that man Is
an- undeveloped creature. That he.ls
n being risen from lower forms of life,
that be Is slowly working out his de-
velopment, In an upward direction, and
that he is yet a long way from the
summit. How far he is below the
angels, how far above the brutes, in
his pligrimage, is a matter for dispute,
I belleve that he 18 a great deal better
than the churclk and the economist
suppose him to be; and that the great-
er part of what these superior persons

Is it not plain
to all when the eyes are opeged that
the desire to get praise or admiration
{8 a stronger motive than the desire
to get momey? Nay, this desire to get
wealth Is only one out of a thousand
consequences of the love of approba-
tion. Only a miser loves money for
its own sake: The great bulk of our
graspers and grobbers value money for
what it witt bring. - A few and to a
smuall extent beeause it brings them
luxury, ease, Indulgence, A large nun-
ber, ‘and to'd greater extent, becauso

it saves them and thelrs from the risks

of penury’ and degradation. A great
prepondernnce, and to the widest ex-
tent, because It wins them the admir-
ation, the wonder, the envy, and the
serviees of thelr fellows.

Greed Is not the strongest passion
of the human heart. ‘A much stronger
passion is vanity. Yet [ will not say
that wvanity i the chief motor of
human action. I it too harsh a word
—*yanity"' 2 Perhaps it is—in some
cases.  Or perhaps it only sounds too
harsh because often enough vanity Is
intertwined with other and nobler
feellngs. One wounld not call Nelson
valn, He had a strong desire to win
the love and admiration of his country-
men, no doubt. But twisted in with
the threads of that feeling were the
golden strands of patriotism, of cour-
age, of duty. We cannot say how mueh
of a hero's life is prompted by his wish
to be loved. by .his countrymen. and

how much by his own love for his

by the collection of funds, and the in-
ternational Socialist  movement re-
sponded to the calls spontaneously and

usly. The Incessant agitation
of Boclalists outside of Russia has cer-
tainly had a powerful influeuce on the
formation of the general public sym-
pathy for the Russian revolutionists
in Eurépe and America, -and has no
doubt had a deterrent effect upon any
inelinations of forelgn powers to In-
tercede in the Internal affairs of Itus-
sia {n favor of the.tottering rutoeracy;

general understanding that a more
equitable system of voting should be
devised for future conventions and for
the Bureau.

With that object In view, the Bu-
reau  appointed - a  sub-committee to
elaborate and submit a more satisfac-
tory plan of voting. The sub-commit-
tee, thru Comrade Van Kol, thereupon
submitted a motlon In substance to the
effect that the voting In conventions
be readjusted by giving to the varlous
nations different numbers of yotes, on
the scale of 2 to 6, according to the
comparative strength and influence of
the Socialist movement in those coun-
tries and according to the political Im-
portance of the countries, the number
of votes of each country to be deter-
mined by the Bureau. To this motion
your representative made the follow-
ing amendment: “Where the Socialists
of a country are represented at an In-
ternationnl congress by two or more
parties, the number of votes allowed
to the country shall be distributed
among such partles in proportion to
their respective strength and standing.
The distribution shall be made in the
first instance by the delegation from
such country, but In case of a dis-
agreement, the decision shall be left to
the Bureaun.”

In making this amendment I gave
the following reason for the same: “I
believe that the vote of an interna-
tional congress should express the will
of the majority of the organized So-
clalists of the world as nearly as pos-
sible, and just d8 we sre endeavoring
to do justice to the different nationall-
ties among themselves, we should do
justice to each organization within the
nationality."”

The motion was subsequently fur-
ther amended by giving to each mem-
Ler of the Bureau the number of voles
which his party would be entitled to
cust In convention.

The motion and varfous amendments
are now under discussion, and will
probably be acted upon at the next
session of the Bureau.

The repeated war rumors in differ-
ent European. countries within the last
year, and the growing strength of the
Soclallst movement as a factor in In-
ternational polltics, have caused the
Socinllst partles of Europe to otcupy
themselves seriously with the question
of the attitude of the Socialist parties
in case of an actual or threatened war,
Thus, when there seemed to be the

When the so-called “Morocco Affair”
threatened to iovolv  France, Ger-
wany, and perhaps England, in war,
the Bociallsts of the three countries
were the first to take an energetic
stand against it, and it was on that
occasion that our comrades in Ger-

many fuvited the French BSoclalist,
Jean Jaurés, to address “public
meeting of workingmen . The
action of the German goveMwment In

prohibiting the contemplated speech of
Jaords, and directing its French am-
bhassador to make a personal explana-
tion to Comrade Jaurds, are still in the
memory of all.  The Incident certainly
added a great deal of prestige to the
German and French Rocialist partices
it it added none to the German gov-
ernment. The question also gave rise
to the famous symposium of the views
of Bocialists of all countries on the
subject of the attitude of Soclalism In
cuse of war, and finally our French
comrades submitted a formal resoln-
tion to be voted upon by the national
organizations of all Soclalist parties
aftilinted with the Burean.
