Women and Wage Slavery.

18001 you had in your beart all the
fuir dedams of coming womanhood: if
Your sonl looked forward to a sweot
heart, to marciage, to little ones o
nurse and rear, how would cou like to
he pluced at o bufling wheel to enrn
your duily breads =

What ix« bufling wheel t

It is u cireular piece of felt welded
togother to rovolve on n shaft 3500 rev
olutions & minute.

It whirls so rapidly when in use that
it nppears to be stationary,

The bufling wheel is for the purpose
of polishing metal. The handle bars
and nickel finishings of your bicycle
have heen held agninst this whirling
felt.

The faucets und tubing of the hand-
some hathroom of the modern flut are
brought to that sitvery shine, no doubt,
in the hands of somé¢ young girl in the
dingy factory room.

Some of the bathroom’ furnishings

will weigh twenty-five pounds, rather—

heavy for a girl. She works ten hours
a day—a long time for slender arms to
hold up such a load.

She holds the rod against the swiftly
whirling wheel, and ‘her honds clench
it as you hold the reins over s runaway
horse. Why! Because the wheel loses
the contact for a few seconds and then
catches it again with a zip that fairly
tears the metal from the grasp.

If you lose hold of your work there
is no escape by jumping. You are go-
ing to get hit somewhere, most likely
in the face, as the good workman bends
over close to see results.

Women have lost teeth: some have
had their entire lower™aw torn away.
Not much chdnce for marriage after
that.

But the worst of the bufling bueiness
is not the danger of muchinery, though
that looks appailing enough. It is not
the jar and tear to the nervous system
which is the result of the effort to get
the necessary friction for a high polish.

The worst danger is in the fine, im-
perceptible dust from the brass and the
spray of acids used for the polish. The
young women who work at this trade
tie handkerchiefs over thejr hair and
about their throats. They sometimes
wrap their fingers in rags.

The eyes, nostrils, lips are unpro-
tected. There have been devices in-
vented for protection, such as a fine
wire mask with cotton lining. But no
one uses it. Men are reckless who are
long in the trade, Women are good

imitators.

However, the brass or copper dust
makes a sore wherever it enters ap
abrasion of the skin. Girls in this
trade do not last long.

The dust is always sifting into the
pores. It pollutes the blood. It makes
eruptions on the face and running sores
on the body. <

This startling testimony was given
to the building material trades council
by C. B. Myers, the business agent of
the Metal Polishers’ Union.

He declared that there were fifty
girls in Chicago who worked at this
trade who could never marry. He
said their blood was polluted with ver-
digris.

M. J. Deutsch, secretary of the coun-
cil, called at the factory employing the
largest number of girls. He was
shocked at the appearance of them. He
notified the factory inspector's office
and received the reply that the factory
was entirely complying with the law,”
and nothing could be done to prevent
the girls working at the trade—[Sibyl
‘Wilbur, in The Socialist Spirit.’

We are approaching a time when
there must be n settlement between
capital and labor. Things cannot re-
main long as_they exist today. The
conflict is growing more inlensified
every year, and while the working
class are striking, blindly though they -
strike, when they are beaten they will
try some other means.

The working class will
learn through defeat that they will have
to enter the political field and fight
their capitalist masters at the ballot
box; wrench from them the public
powers and obtain their rights by the
insuguration of the co-operative com-
monwealth. The strike is no remedy
