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Titus’ Meeting at W

We are glad to be able to present
to our readers part of the speech of
Comrade - Titus at Wallace, Idaho.
The meeting was one of the most suc-
cessful held in the state and the feel-
ing of the audience was disclosed in
the generous collection it gave,  The
ammount realized was $106.45.

David C. Coates, 'long identified
with the western labor movement,
presided ‘as chairman, His introduc-
tory remarks were in part as follows:
“The men who arrested and who
were instrumental in having the pris-
oners brought to this state acted con-
trary to Jaw and are themselves crim-
inals, they did not want to be fair
and honorable. They began their
work with unclean hands and will at-
tempt to railroad them to +“¢ gallows
for, the purpose of breaking up their
organization, because it stands for
human rights and better conditions
for man, They had better be careful
and make their conviction beyond the
possibility of a doubt or they will
bring upon themselves more severe
condemnation than they are attempt-
ing to put upon the men under arrest.

“Some .of the newspapers have
stated that a man with a subject such
as Mr. Titus will lecture upon to-
night. should not be allowed to speak
anywhere in the city. It is no won-
der—the other fellow himself has
something to hide and does not want
his own crookedness expogsed. They
claim they are after the murderers of
Steunenberg. Titus will show them
who they are, .

“The papers print only adverse
stories  regarding the imprisoned
men, never ones word of the infinite
good they have done for humanity.

“The governor of our state occu-
pies & peculiar position. . He is

tharged tp enforce the lawg of
e and no one can o d"’fg 1&‘!‘.
he is doing more. He is play-
ing the part of the ‘principal prose-
cutor <or  persecutor in  the  case.
Time and again has he said he knows
these men are guilty, hotwithstand-
ing that he could but have heard only
one side, the other side having had
no opportunity to be heard. ¢ has
no right to ‘do this, Suppose a con-
viction should be secured and that
the men are sentenced to be hung,
and suppose that in the meantime

new evidence is found which would |

be presented to the governor with the
request that he reprieve the men for
a period of time, sufficient to hear
the new evidence. Such a condition
might arise’and then we would be in
the position of appealing to a man
who says these men are guilty before
they have ever had the opportunity to
be heard. The whole thing is a dam-
nable conspitacy. (Applayse.)

“The object of the mine owners'
association is to crush out the organ-
ization of the-Western Federation of
Miners, that they may dictate eco-
nomically "and politically to their
hirelings, and make bigger profits out
of them, regardless of humanity, by
reducing their wages, They are afraid
of the organization' of the Western
Federation of Miners and this is their
superhuman effort to crush it out
So far they haven't even been able
to weaken 1t

“1 am -convinced of the mnocence
of these men. (Applause) I have
battled with them for years and will
to the end.”

Comrade Titus was then introduced
and held the attention of his audience
throughouwt. ‘We are unable to give
space to the entire address, but give
the most salient points, as follows:

“1 am glad to see such a large
crowd present to listen to an agitatoer,
a Socialist and an ‘anarchist,’ as I amn
termed by the corporate press. I am
going to tell you the the truth as far
as I know it to stimulate in opposi-
tion to these corporate papers a spirit
of fairness.

Vari-
ous bomb stories, one of which was
found in Colorado and at the time of
the finding of it, réporters were in-
structed to make their presence scarce
and they did. 'But what's that got to
do with Moyer and the rest of them.

Theré
must be a motive to move men,
What was Orchard’'s? My theory is,
and I am an experienced physician
of long years practice, that Orchard
is a moral degenerate. His head
shows it. Most men's two sides are
alike, Orchard’'s are not. He was
born a degenerate and cannot help it:
He has a mania for killing people
with explogives. Orchard always had
money, plenty of it, and was lavish
with it and gambled. Where did he
get it? In his conlession he is smd
to have implicated the Western Fed-
eration. He had been promised
something to do this? My theory is
that Fe aid it on his own accord.  If
he was hired to do it before hand,
why hired him? What motive had
either the Federation or the mine
owners' association to commit such
2 crime? 1 don't believe the mine
owners as a whole ever held a'meet-
ing at which was considered the mur-
der of Steunenberg, but 1 will say
this: McParland was given a free
hand to break up the Federation; he
has done like jobs before.

“McParland is '67 years old and is
garrulous and overtalks himself. He
1 proud of his Mollie Maguire record.
In 1873 under the name of McKenna,
he disrupted that orrmnnon for the
¢oal operstors in Pennsylvania and
was directly responsible for the hang-
ing of a number of their members.
He stayed there three years and be-

came their leader. How did he es-
cape? Tensyears later, at' Farsons,

In other words she was|
permitted to be with her husband five
or six hours a day three days in the
week and during her visits she was
not watched by the guards, When
Mrs, Adams reached Boise she had
neither money or clothes, but within
twenty-four hours after her arrival
here she ‘was well supplied with
money and provided both 'herselt and
children with clothing, and when she
fipally left the Heubner residence a
well filled trunk was taken away in
a penitentiary wagon. All of her ex-
penses are ‘bemg paid and by whom?

McParland’s Shady
Past

Newspaper correspondents have al-
50 been at work investigating the rec-
ord of Pinkefton McParland, and the
evidence secured has not added lustre
to his checkered and shady career.

Years ago McParland ‘was a resi-
dent of Parsons, Kan., and became
neted for his associations with ‘a
shady crowd, among whom was & no-
torious murderer by the mame of Mc-
Laughlin. Recently a protest meet-
ing was held at Parsons and it is sig-
