PRINCIPLES

Human life depends upon food,
clothing and shelter. Only with these
assured are freedom, culture and high-
er human development possible. To
produce food, clothing or shelter, land
and machinery are needed. Land
alone does not satisfy human needs,
Human labor creates machinery and
applies it to the land for the produc-
tion of raw materials and food. Who-
ever has control of land and machin-
ery controls human labor, and with it
human life and liberty.

Today the machinery and the land
used for Industrial purposes are owned
by a rapldly decreasing minority. So
lou(hu machinery is simple and eas-
lly handled by one man, its owner
cannot dominate the sources of life of
others, But when machinery becomes
more complex and expensive, and re-
quires effort of many workers, its in-
fluence reaches over wide ecircles of
life. The owners of such machinery
become the dominant class.

In proportion as the number of such
machine owners compared to all other
classes decreases, their power in the
nation and In the world Increases.
They bring ever larger masses of work™
Ing people under their control, reduc-
ing them to the point where muscle
and brain are, their only productive
property. Millions of formerly self-
employing workers thus’ become the
helpless wage slaves o; the industrial
masters,

As the economic power ol the rullng
class grows it becomes less usefu)
in the life of the nation, All the useful
work of the nation falls upon the
shoulders of the class _ whose only
property is its manual and mental la-
bor power—the wage worker—or of
the class who have but Iittle land and
little effective machinery outside of
thelr labor power—the small traders
and small farmers, The ruiing minoi-
ity Is steadily becoming useless angd
parasitic.

A Dbitter struggle over the division
of the products of labor is wued be-
tween the exploiting propertied classes
on the one hand and the exploited,
properfyless class on the other. In
this struggle the wage working class
cannot expect adequate rellef from
any reform of the present order at the
hands of the dominant class. (As
adopted by the National Convention,
this should read after the words,
“present order”: “or from the domi-
nant class of society.”)

The wage workers are therefore tho

’

fellow men, the capitalists must keep
in their pay all organs of the public
powers, public mind and public con-
sclence, They control the dominant
parties and, through them, the elected
publie omcm- They select the exec-
utives, bribe the legislatures and cor-
rupt the courts of justice. They own
and censor the press. ' They dominate
the educational Institutions. They
own the nation politically and intel-
lectually just as they own it industri-
ally.

The struggle between wage workers
and capitalists grows ever flercer, and
has now become the ouly vital issue
before the American: people. The
wage-working class, therefore, has the
most direct imterest in abolishing
the caplitalist system. But in abolish-
ing the present system, the working-
men will free not only thelr own class,
but also all other classes of modern
soclety: The small farmer, who is to-

ely

is the wage laborer; the small manu-
facturer and trader, who is engaged in
a desperate and losing struggle for
economic independence In the face of
the all-conquering power of concen-
trated capital; and even the capital-
ist himself, who is the slave of his
wealth rather than its master. The
struggle of the working class against
the capitalist class, while it is a class
struggle, is thus at‘the same time a
struggle for the abolition of all class-
es and class privileges.

“The attempt to destroy the West-
ern Federation of Miners, although
defeated by the solldarity of organized
labor and the Socialist movement, re-
vealed the existence of a far-reaching
and unscrupulous conspiracy by the
ruling classes against the organiza.
tions of labor.

“In thelr efforts to take the lives of
the leaders of the miners the conspir-
ators vielated State laws and the Fed-
eral constitution in a manner seidom
equaled even in a country so complete-
ly dominated by the profit-seeking
class as is the United States.

Bryan rooters, and the cheers that
went up from that vast crowd for
Debs and Hanford put the quietus on
the Bryan parasites. Missed the com-
munication from Barnes, as it arrived
too late. So I knew nothing of the

fcancelling of points in Iowa. I drop-

ped off all along the way, to find all
dates cancelled. Discouraged and as
mad as most hornets get, I hustled up
a crowd and held meetings at most
points—the best and biggest meeting
they say they have had for three
years in Dubugue. But I had to start
after § p. m., as I was a stranger in
a strange city, and it took a long ®mid
to find the comrades.

Well, I got to Chicago. I felt I had
an awful fine kick coming—but I
found the Natlonal Secretary a verl-
table black hornet with a stinger
stuck out & foot and a half fong.

for a clear cut proletarian movement,
I found extreme idealists, and many
middle-class comrades, owning stores,
bake shops, restaurants, cigar fac-
tories and farms. Particularly is this
true of the Schuyler Local, that have
been loyal to the old-time and origi-
nal movement for which Comrade J.
P. Roe has been Btate Secretary for
a number of years. Now these Schuy-
ler comrades, while acknowledged to
be middle class, are as clear headed
a group as I have met in Nebraska.
Comrades Dr. Cronfn and De Forest
are among the ablest we have In
Nebraska, and it is an inspiration to
visit with them. But Dr. Cronin
drives a fine auto and De Forest is a
retired farmer with plenty to keep
him through life—if his enthusiasm
doesn't lead him to spend it all in the
Socialist movement. And these com-
rades in Schuyler are not grouchy
with their money when they see a
chance to put in a hck for Socialism.
It is likewise true of Grand Island
and North Platte and Kearney. Com-
rade Roe’s stanch supporters are not
all of the genulne wage workers—
but for the most part are small busi-
ness men and some of them not so
small, either (financially speaking).

We have seen how the modern Nation and !h leallntl und ideas vMeh
it gives rise to, have developed thmuh a Mllorlul process. of evolution,
a series of social forces in the dawning sge of Oaplulhn having concurred
in creating the conditions for thelr existence. Plhiounn is not an inbred
sentiment-born by nature such as love ‘between Man and Woman or a Moth-
er’s love. It has been acquired and has developed only thyough certain
historical antecedents, which, of course, does not prevent it from being as
strong and true a séntiment as any other.

As the national feellng thus is a product of historical-evolution, so does
it change thmuh the copstantly continued historical evolution—changes

. Its nature and character. The Patriotism which animates the modern think-
ing man of our time is of a different quality than the one which existed at
the time of his grandparents, although it may be as deep and warm. The
question then arises, how Is the natlonal cousciousness being transformed
by modern Capitalist soclety?

Capitalism in its earliést form gave birth to the formation of the Nation
in its modern sense, and with it the conscious national feeling. At that
time and even much later the activity of capital was limited exclusively,
or almost exclusively, to the trading life—to the exchange of commodities.
It did not as yet touch the production of commodities. Its political effect
was to bring together the various parts of the people into a homogeneous
whole. The old barriers which had hitherto separated one village; one town
and one region from other villages, towns and regions were viplently broken
down by the constantly growing power of the trading class, while at the
same time the national boundaries were drawn sharper than ever. A
strongly centralized State power formed the bond between the members
of the Nation.

The effects of capital nowadays are quite dmereul. as it is no lonxer
the Capitalistic-exchange of commodities but the Capltalistic production of
commodities which determines the form of society. As capital thus in its
earllest form created the possibility for the development of a national con-
sclousness, so it now in its present form creates a8 more and more threat-
ening danger against the further existence of the national consclidUsness,
While it formerly wiped out differences und broke down barriers. it now
creates & new, deeper and more fatal chasm than any of old—a chasm
which is not of a local but of a social nature between capitalists and prole-
tarians, between propertied and propertyless. The Capitalist mode of pro-
duction cripples the Nation by dividing it into two Nations. “Two Nations
between which no social intercoursé and no sympathy can exist; two Na-

_tions Bs unacquainted with one another’s habits, thoughts and sentiments
‘as if they lived under different zones or inhabited different planets; two
Nations with different birth, eating different food, having different customs
and governed by different laws.” Thus spoke the English statesman and

consclonsness. Men within the same Nation are conluntly and irrecon-
ciliably standing opposed to one another, fighting each othnr in a continual
civil war In which each oonuudln; side Is trylng to u.n !o Iuelt advantages
at the ‘expense of the other side.

And the Class Struggle which 1- going on within each and ‘every Nation
becomes much more dangerous as' by virtue of its entire nature it neces-

same dividing line through the people of all countries. Everywhere the
propertied and propertyless find themselves in the same relation to one
another, and they naturally look out over the boundaries of their own coun-
try and follow with growing lymmthy the struggles of their respective
classes in foreign countries. As time passes and modern soclety develops,
every victory or every defeat In pne country produces effects in other
countries and causes progress or reaction. The Capitalists practice inter-
national class consclousness in secret, while they at the same time are
anxfous to show their patriotism, which all too often is & glaring contrast
to their actions. “Always ready to return a favor,” was the slogan sent to
the German by the Danish buyers of labor power in 1899 when an attempt
was made to starve the Danish workers into submission. This is a sentence

its politiog] organization, the Soclal Democracy, neverthelegs beomes sat-
urated with a national feeling fully as deep as the one which animates any
other part of the people, it is because of another current, which also Is &
result of the de of dern soclety. It i{s because of the change|,
which is taking place in the national consclousness as a result of the inter-
national life becoming stronger and richer.

In the old days when communication between-different countries wis
comparatively insignificant and one rarely became acquainted with fo-
eigners except when they' came in hostile armies to rob and plunder, it
naturally was the feeling of opposition, the feeling of hostility towards othe
countries which became the predominating element in the national consclous-
ness.  The foreigner was the enemy and it was the Nation's first problem
to stand united against, its enemies. Patriotism and war enthusiasm, na-
tional feeling and national hatred were all ideas which overlapped onefan-
pther. Quite otherwise nowadays, when the means of communication and
the press have brought and are still bringing us nearer to foreign countries,
Our conception of people in foreign' Nations is no longer as something hos-
tile, or even as something not concerning us. We conceive of them as human
beings of the same kind as ourselves, even though their language may be
unknown and many characteristics of their thought and culture incompre-
hensible to us. We read of the sufferings of the soldiers in the Russo-

from the one we would experience if they were our own countrymen. We
follow the phases of the Russian Revolution as if it took place immediately
outside our own windows. The idea “Man" stands forth with a far different
strength’ than ever before.

And this natural understanding and international sympathy reacts in
turn on the natlonal consciousness in a strengthening manner.

The modern man does not alone become acquainted with foreign national-
ities, but through this acquaintance he also acquires more knowledge about
his own natfonality. He learns not alone the sinillarities which tie him and
Tis countrymen to foreign people, but also the differences which separate
them from one another. He who has been among forelgners for a longer
time and comes in dally contact with them is most receptive to this Influ-
ence, He never feels quite at home, at least not until he has adapted him-
self to the new soclal surroundings through a long and difficult process. A
certain harmony is lacking which is difficult to explain or understand, but
which is always felt. It is not alone the Russians and the Italians who on
many questions, often in the most surprising ways, see, think and judge
differently hvon} the Danes, express themselves differently, enjoy another
kind of wit, view art and nature differently; but this is true in a lesser de-
gree of Germans and English as well—yes, sometimes even of Norwegians
and Swedes. The difference in national character, or, rather, in national
temp ent, b apparent. One feels homeless as if he were torn
away from his natural surroundings; a sort of national homesickness selzes
one, so to speak. The conditions in the home country acquire a particularly
deep color. And through all this the national consclousness becomes filled
with warmth and intimacy which can be developed only through interna-
tional Intercourse. There is no hatred towards the foreigner in this feeling,
but only a strengthening of the feeling of solidarity towards one's country-
men. And what the individual thus feels in a condensed form little by little
gelzes the entire Natlon as Its horizon constantly widens to include the cul-
ture of other Nations.

The national consclousness is in this way not alone awakened to new
life, but the national feeling of mponnlbulty at the same time becomes
sharpened.

A view of the world reveals an incessant movement forward; shows
that humanity is constantly advancing. We all partake in this movement.
All progress in clvilization on this earthly sphere, no matter where it may
take place, has to a greater or less extent an international effect. But In
& very large degree progress nevertheless takes place within the national
frames. Each individual Nation gives expression to its own peculiarities.
Take, for instance, the authors of modern Norway, first of all Ibsen, next
men lilke Bjornson, Lie and Hamsun; these are writers whose works are
read the world over, whose Ideas are digested and adopted by people be-
longing to the greatest variety of clvilized Nations, and they nevertheless
wear a strong national impression; they form no school by any mutual
agreement, but they each in thelr way give expression to mental currents
which In social surroundings as in Norway have especlally favorable con-
difions for development. In the same way with the direction in English

Crane; it has as its basis English customs and English national tempera-
ment. And it is similar with progressive movements of a purely material
nature. The co-operative movement of the Danish farmers and the Trades
Union movement of the Danish Wage Workers are each in thelr own way
nationally colored. Even the most international of all modern social move-
ments—the Soclalist Mo t—4is thus infl d by the special political
situation, the special social conditions and the speclal national characteris-
tics of the people in which it appears. Its principles and its alm are every-
where the same, but the tactics are different. In Germany the Soclal Democ-
racy wins by altogether different methods than in England, where the Work-
ing Class possesses a so0 pronounced “practical” sense and displays so sur-
prisingly little “theoretical” interest. The same Soclalist agitation speech
which holds the attention of the emotional Italian workers would leave the
minds of an sudience of Danish Worgingmen untouched.

In spite of all international feeling of solidarity and all international
unity of thought, in our innermost we feel tied to the national social gsur-
roundings in which we have grown up and which we understand in its finest
detalls.. Here we have our problems, hero we have our field of action, Not
fun the sense that we are desirous of excluding foreign soclal Influences; on

From far and npear cheering, eager
men and women, wheeling dozens of
bables In their little go-carts, 8,000 al-
together, pald real round dimes and
quarters last evening at the Auditori-
um to see and hear Eugene V. Debs,
Socialist Candidate for President, who
e & stopping place on his
tour on the “Red Special” from Coas
to Coast and back again, preaching
the gospel of Socialism. They heard
him trim up both the Republican and
Democratic parties with gentle sar-
casm; heard him take a few hard
falls out of the Capitalists generally
and heard pletured the ldealism of
the Socialist days to come.

The "Red 8 " arrived at the
Union Station at 7 p. m. It had been
advertised to arrive at the Burlington
Station at 6:40 p. m., and from 300 to
400 Socialists gathered there. The
news arrived that the train had been
switched over to the Union Pacific at
Council Bluffs and would arrive at the
Union passenger qutlon That pre-
cipitated a “red race” across the via-
duct, placid old citizens galloping like
colts.

The officlal reception committee
succeeded In getting pest the gate
keeper to welcome the next President
~—perhaps. But Mr. Debs was asieep
and could not be disturbed. There
were others, though, ready to.discuss
the arrangements for the evening.
They were all “Comrades,” just like a
Grand Army reunion, and the greet-
ings were cordial.

The Simple Life.

The “Red Special” i{s not the most
stylish train on earth. It consists of
one baggage car loaded with Socialist
literature, one day coach and one Pull-
man car, put on by-:the committee
over the protests of Mr. Debs, on the
tables of which are served the meals
that cost an average price of 18 cents
each. The “red” part of the name is
all fiction, save for'a few red festoons
from the windows bf the cars, but the
simple life {8 carrled into practice as
far as possible.

The train yesterday came from Kan-
sas City, where, it 18 reported, on
Wednesday night a meeting attended
by 10,000 people was addressed. It
goes today to Denver. On the way to
Omaha a stop was made at Leaven-
worth, where 300 veterans from the
Soldiers’' <Home there met the Presi-
dential Candidate at the train and es-
corted him to an open-alr theater,
where he addressed 2,000 pedple. Shorty
stops were made for addresses from
the rear platform on the way to St.
Joseph, and there 1,000 people were
addressed In the train shed. At Wat-
son, Mo., where a big farmers' picnic
was being held, a stop not on the
schedule was made to address the pic-
nic, in response to urgent telegraphic
invitations. Other stops were made at
Missour! points,

Shortly after the arrival of the train
the band and 100 of the Local Socifl-
ist formed a parade and marched up-
town by way of Farnam and Sixteenth
streets to the Auditorium, there open-
ing the meeting promptly at 8 o’clock,
Comrade G. C. Porter, the Socialist
nominee for Congress in this district,
presiding. This was long before the
long ‘lines at the door had passed
through, and long before the little
baby buggies had been wheeled In and
folded away while the youthful occu-
pants were held up that they might
‘better hear the words of wisdom.

A fund of dry humor made his re-
marks both interesting and pleasant
and sugar-coated the bitterness that

“The Republican Party s s for
economic conditions as they ) he
said. “The Demoeratic Party stands
for them as they were, but 5,000,000
Workers seeking employment, out of
the 80,000,000 in this country, of
which 8,000,000 are women and 4,000,
000 are children, are beginning to
stand for them as they should be and
will be. In 1896 the Republican Party
claimed that all of the hard times and
disturbed economic conditions of that
year were due to the mismanagement
of the Democrats, and won their cam-
paign on that issue. Immediately the
Republicans began claiming all of the
credit for the prosperity that followed,
and gave none to Providence; in 1900
they sald, ‘Let well enough alone;” in
1904 they sald, ‘Stand pat,’ and now,
in 1908, when their prospérity has all
fled, they say, ‘God knows.' The Re-
publicans have no right to claim the
votes ol the Workingmen. Taft can
only récommend the Workingmen to
trust in Providence, but he wants their
votes.

*“This i{s the season of the year
when the frost is on the pun?kln and
the fodder's in the shock, When the|
orators of the Capitalistic Class come
around before you Workingmen, and
they tell you how proud they are to
stand up before you, because you are

Criticises Old Parties.

Speaking of both old parties, he
sald: “The Republican convention
consisted of the big Capitalists; the
Democratic convention consisted of
the little Capitalists; in neither one
were there representatives of Labor.
What difference 18 it to you whether
an alligator swallows you, or & mos-
quito eats you up? I never saw a lit-
tle Capitalist that did not want to be
a blg one, and until he does, he is
grieving over the wrongs that he is
suffering from the big Capitalists;
and when he breaks into the big Cap-
italist Class, he has no grievance.”

Mr. Debs gave a chapter in the his-
tory of “Injunction Bill Taft,” when
he rode on a special train to Toledo,
and after a brief conference with rail-
road officials issued a restraining or-
der that paralyzed two raflroad unions,
and then sent to jail for three months
an engineer that obeyed the laws of
his Union. “And he did all of this be-
cause of his great love for the Work-
ingman,” said Mr. Debs.

DEBS EXPOUNDS SOCIALISM.

Five thousand people in Coliseum
Hall last night listened to an exposi-
tion of the principles of the Socialist
Party by Bugene V. Debs, Candidate
for President. Overflow meetings
were held outside the hall.

Debs and his party arrived in Den-
ver last night on the “Red Special,”
the train which s scheduled to carry
them twice across the continent b(»
fore election day.

The train, which includes a baggage
car carrying tons of Socialist litera.
ture, passenger coach and comblnation
diner, sleeper and observation car, is
costing the Socialists $20,000. It has
been charged that the money to pay
for it was coming out of the Repub-
lican campaign fund. This charge
Debs demnies. A direct appeal was
made to Denver Soclalists to contrib-
ute $500 to help defray the expenses
of the trip.

As the tall, spare form and shining
bald head of the candidate loomed up
on the outskirts of the crowd, the
“Red Special” band in the  gallery
struck up the “Marselllaise,” while
many in the audience waved thelr hats
and cheered.

Debs marched down the alsle and
up to the platform, bowing right and
left. As soon as he reached the cen-
ter of the stage he turned to an elderly
lady and pl d a re ding kiss
upon her countenance.

Debs began his talk by referring
humorously to the fact that his audl-
ence consisted mostly of “Undesira-
ble Citizens.” His volce was husky,
but he spoke with vigor.

Here are some of the statements
with which he pleased his audience:

“Presldent Roosevelt was elected
by the biggest debauchery fund in po-
lit{cal history.

“The Republican Party Is frankly
the party of the Capitalist Class.

‘“The Democratic platform is a po-
litical omelet made of stale eggs.

“Mr. Bryan i{s a political tightrope
walker.

“There are just two classes in this
world. One owns tools it cannot use
and the other uses tools it does not
own.

“Why should you not own the tools
you use and cannot live without?

e courts of this country are the
bulwarks of Capitalism.”

The “R Special” leaves Denver
this evening for Sallda, Leadville,
Glenwood Springs and Grand Junction,
on its way to the Pacific Coast.

“Capital has been keeping millions
in idleness and when they degenerate
it buys their votes for a drink of whis-
ky on election day. That Is Capitalist
politics. They call you the horny-
handed sons of toll; they mean that
you are the horny-headed sons of toil.
All they want is for you to furnish
the votes and elect thé candidates,

but when the inauguration comes on
you are fcuous by your absence.
Why, you are not even & man. When
Capital wanw you it says, ‘Hands
wanted.

S8hames Workingmen.

“You Workingmen ought to be
ashamed of yourselves. You bulld
palaces and Hve in hovels. You make

automobiles and—walk. You support
Government and are oppressed by it
You make millions of guns and you
are always at the wrong end of then.
Every time you cast a vote you com-
. mit suicide. But you are fast becom-
Ing class conscious, and that Is a
splendid  thing. Class Conscious
Workingmen are the noblest work of
Soclalism. Roosevelt calls it a ‘foul
feeliug.' No wonder; he sees his
doom in Class Consclous Working-
men."”

Leaving his Comrades and coming
back to Capital, Mr. Debs continued:
“We are still ruled by force. We are
still barbarfans. 1 ask you what is
the difference between an intellectual
sandbagger and a physical sandbag-
ger? There are 5,000,000 out of work.
There are 800,000 fallen women in the
United States. There are almost as
many thieves and burglars. Sulcides
are Increasing. Insane asylums, pris-
ons and penitentiaries are crowded.
All this is the fruit of this rotten sys-
tem—Capitalism. Capltalists are cun-
ning, not intelligent. Vietor Hugo
asked, ‘Who s Henry VIII?' and some-
body said, ‘A paunch,’ "
