The opin-
ion wan freely expressed dariug the dis
cuskions on the recent referendums con-
ternieg the election of the Nationai Ex-
ccutive Committes and the National Beo-
retary that a select bods was mors eaps-
ble of choosing these than the entire
membership, | This atritude was partica-
larly n evidencs smong what might he
called the “inteillectusls’” and the “hu.
resncracy™ of the party.  BEven those
who defended the dewocratic side of the
Argusnent seemed fo think it conclusive
evidence agninst fw  referendum 3 it
could be shown tha: moré effective offi-
claly 'would  be chosen by the other
method,

Yer the aeceptance of this position ine
volves treason 1o ane of the most fun-
damental privciples of the Bocislist moves
ment. F by o means follows that if
better  officials conld be chosen by a
smnll body of “experts” that it wonld
be to the best interests of the party 1o
purstie this method, Efciency which s
purchased at the expense of democracy
i A dear bargain,

Few errors are more subtle than this
It is one to which the most | faithfnl
workers are prone, A conmittes or body
of officials cothie to be especiafly famitiar
with some particnlar kind of work, when
an approsching eleetion threatens to sup-
phant them with what they believe to be
less pompetent persous. Two lnes of
conduet are open 1o them.  One is the
slow, tiresome one of cducating the mém-
bership to a recognition and appreciation
of the work aod the workers who have
done it the other is the much easier
and, for the moment, more effactive way,
of taking the power of interference from
the membership. - “Onr familiarity with
the work makes us better able to judge
than they, why shonld they be permitted
1o interfere ™ ix akked. “We know the
individusls who are to be chosen as mem-
bers of the Natlonal Executive Cammit-
tee better than the rank and file, so we
will choose them for the members,” is
wuch easier to say s 10 earry into
effect; than to set al telling of the
good work that has been done by those
“obsoure individuals wlom the members
would overlook,” although they are so
very ¢fficient” and therehy assist in ed-
geating the members o the gnalifications

of ‘these “uukpowns.” Incideptally I
wonld like o few examples of these bril-
Dant upknowns who have been chosen by

the other method.

At bottom this fe esiontially the doos
trine that a “benevolen: despotism is the
hest of all government<” lo s identical
with  the argumient L defends an

aristoerney beenase  tl have  been
“truined to movers.” It is o part of the
bourgeois densod for “etiMency™ ns the

exsential in governmen: ownpersiip of in-
dustry wod sdministration of ofoes. But
the Sociatists of the worli have always
maintained’ that "democracy  was & far

higher prioeiple thas eficicucy, and that
i either must saffer it > d b the
Intter. That the worst Jemooraey is
preferable to the besg  despotism is a

sound principle. or else the whole phi-
lpsophs of Socialism is bullded o the
sand.

This anti-demoeratic’ tendency grows
rapidly.  Alrendy we sév. . lurs at “dema-
gogtes,” who “run democracy into the
ground.” while aoy insinuation that our
benevolent ralers wounld form “cligues,”
or “rings” is lese majeste.

However well meaning these good
comrades way be who seek to “save the
party from ite friends™ in order that it
may be run on eflicient lines, they will
soon’find that such doctrines and meth-
ods do mot fit in with the educatioos!
propagands of Socialism. Soon the leaven
of dewoerary mmplanted in the educa:
tional field will canse a stratification in
their philanthropically ‘ruled party, and
the “intellectual bureauccacy™ will find
Itaelf in the position of & general staff
witheut an army, oot of touch with the

That
night she came to herself walking along
the sidewalk. “I reslized that I had
Just passed ont of & trance-—a trance
superinduced by physical misery—a mer-
ciful sob- & condition of apathy,

will she go about jt? What will happ
to ber? This in the problem that was
faced by the young weman who wrote
“The Long Day.” Homesick and lonely,
with only a small sum of money between
ber and destitution, she found herself o
& cheap boarding house. X

The girl was 18 years old and praeti-
cally penniless. There was nothing abe
strace about her problem, nothing diicule
of comprehension. First, she must work
or starve. Becond. she must find the
kind of work wpon which she wonld not
sturve, for there were many workiog io
New York City who starved at the same
time.

In the apclent world, where men ran
unaked, killed with their hands and dreank
blood from their enemies’ skulls, one
warked for oneself. 1If he were hungry
there wae pothing between  him @ and
work. He went im0 the forest sud kil
ed hin meat, caught his fish, picked his
berries, or seratched the ground in spare
moments and planted seed. . But it ie
different in  the modern world,  The
modern world is enltured and civilised
and very complex. So complex is it' that
something interposes between work and
the individual who wants work.  An iu-
dividoal wants 10 work because he is
hongry. Buot work is done by machin-
ery, and machines do not  grow  on
bushes. Machines are owned, and be
fore  the hungry individeal can go te
work he muost get permission from the
owner of a machine.

After all, the mere gettiig of work
she did not find dificult. The trouble
lay in getting work the wage of which
would keep her alive. Two dollars and
a half a week was the wage offered by
the men who were willing to let her
work on their machines. After she had
paid a dollar for her room, this would
Jeave hew a dollar and a half with which
to buy food, pay car fare, keep hérself
clothed and have a good time.

8o she tried to find a machine the
owner of which paid a better wage. 1Inu
order to make her last several dollars
hold she began to ill-treat ber body by
starving it.

“Bread and batter snd black' coffea
for breakfust, bread and  butter for
lunch, bread and butter for supper-~this
wys my daily meny for the weeks that
follewed, varied on two oceasions by the
purchase of o half pint of molasses.”

At last she was compelled to take
what offered—8$3 o week, while learning,
in a paper-box factory, y

Sle was withoot money, and that
night slept in a police station. It was
during this period that she learned what
whis to her the guintessence of poverty
—the absolute impossibility of personal
cleanliness and of decent raiment.  For
remember, soft and tender reader, thére
are siogle blocks in New York City in
which live five hundesd bables, to say
nbthing of men and women, apd in
which there is not a siogle bath tab.
And remember that dirt 5 degradation
and @ sin against the flexh,

win't.  Here she worked a mouth, and
here the long day ran on into the night,

Then the anthor got work {n o steam
lavndry, shaking out the napkins and
gorments as they cime from the stesm
wringer, Her wage was $5.50 per week,
while learning, $4 when she had learned.

had taken refuge when torture grew
unbearable.'
