A LETTER OF THE CERTRAL AUTHORITIES TO THL RE-

Surely, you will have difficulties as you march ahead.
The handful of persons in power and taking the canitallist roa:
are still attempting to struggle for thelr survival and to
suppress. For this reason, you must not be careless. You
must be fully on the alert.

You must skilfully unite all masses.

You must skilfully enlighten and educate 2all those vho
have been cheated.

You should welcome all those comrades and mass organiza-
tions that had disagreements wlth us in the past and fizht
with them shoulder to shoulder once they wake up and become
willing to take the stand of Chairman Mao's revolutionary lire.

In the work of supporting the leftist wine, individual
responsible persons of the 7Ju-han Military District made seriou:
mistakes in terms of directlion and 1line. They disbanded the
revolutionary organization of the "general trade union'" and
hit it as a "counterrevolutionary organization." They arreste:
the masses of many other revolutionary organizations and also
hit them as "counterrevolutionaries." All this c2nnot be
tolerated at all. We should firmly reverse the cases and
release all those who are imprisoned,

Individual responsible persons of the Wu-han Milltsry
District used a small number of masses who were chezted by
tne "one-million-man army." TRy using rumor and cheating as
thelr means, they distorted facts in an attempt to lezd the
masses in the wrong direction.

Individual responsible persons of the Tu~han Military
District openly resisted Choirman Mao's vroletarian revolu-
tlonary line and the correct directives of the Central Military
Affalrs Commission, 1nstigated the ignorzant masses to opvose
the Center and the Central Cultural Revolutlonary Committee.

In so dolng, they even adopted certaln fascist barbarous
means to attack, kldnap, and assault representatives of the
Center.

Thls serious political incident created by the handful
of persons in power and takins the capitalist road caused
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indirnatlon among the vast revolutionary masses and commanders
of the sarrison force. The people of the entire nation de-
nounced them, and the army, navy, and alr force of the entire
nation stroncly opposed them. They have topred down in an
ocean of just complaints by millions of the people and soldlers.

In recard to the handful of bad persons and acssallants
who planned this serlous political incident, we must lmmediately
investipate them and punish them according to law.

In Wu-han clty, 2 series of revolutionary orranizatlons,
such as the general trade union, erh-szu, 913, hsin-hua kune,
hsin-hu ta, hsin-hua nung, and san-szu, firmly defended the
great thought of Mao Tse-tung and Chalrman Mao's proletarian
revolutionary line. You did a right thing, and you did 1t
very well! The struggle of the proletarian revolutlonary aroun
in Wu-han 1s by no means isolated. Victory belongs to jyou,
to the vast workers, peasants and soldliers, to the revolutlonary
intellectuals, to our great Party, to Chalrman Mao's revolu-
tlonary line, and to our great leader--Chalrman Mao.
