Five years ago, on January 1, 1965-, The Palestine National Liberation Movement, Fateh, issued the first mili­
tary communique about the maiden commando operation undertaken by its Assifa freedom fighters 24 hours earlier 
(on December 31, 1964) against the enemy in occupied Palestine.
The military communique covering the first operation was accompanied by a political statement which read:

Sixteen years have, elapsed w hite our people. Live detached from the ta  cause which hat, been shelved a t  the United Nations at, a problem of, displaced refugees whereas th e  enemy plant,, w ith a l l  hit, meant,, on th e  local and In ternational leve lf,, fo r an extended s tay  on outi homeland, Ignoring th e  Heroic Palestinian.In the l ig h t  o f th is  d istressing  fa c t and became of th e  advene e f fe c t  of the lapse of tune, the ASSIFA forces (of FATEH} have been launched forth  to r e ite ra te  to  th e  enemy and th e  world a t  large th a t  th is  people (of Palestine] did not d ie  and th a t  armed revolution i s  th e  road to  return and to  vic tory .The Assifa  forces, emanating from the w il l  o f th e  revo lting  Palestinian masses, rea lize  fu l ly  the scope of th e  b a ttle  p o l i tic a lly  and m il i ta r i ly . But they  seek to  overcome a l l  conditions and obstacles, relying on th e ir  own strength  and on th e  poten tia ls of our Arab people.

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Abu Ammar Reviews Revolution
In an exclusive in­

terview with this pu­
blication, Abu Ammar, 
the official spokes­
man of the Palestine 
National Liberation 
Movement, Fateh, sum­
marized the acieve- 
ments of the Palesti­
nian Revolution since 
it was launched five 
years ago by Fateh's 
Assifa freedom fight­
ers in these words:

"The military achi­
evements of the Revo­
lution during the 
past five years were 
numerous. It was able 
to develop the armed 
struggle from the hit 
and run phase to that 
of the 'mobile war'. 
It succeeded in in­
creasing the struggle 
ability of Assifa re­
volutionaries. It im­
proved their training 
and equipment. It was 
able to protect and 
entrench the pivot 
bases. It scored mi­
litary victories 
against the Zionist 
enemy in numerous 
battles. It wiped out 
hundreds of his tro­
ops and destroyed ma­
ny of his strategic 
military objectives.

"In the economy 
field, the Revolution 
improved the standard 
of the freedom fight­
er and started to set 
up productive econo­
mic institutions to 
supply the basic ne­
eds of the fighter.In 
other words, implemen­
tation of the program 
to build a comprehen­
sive 'revolution eco­
nomy' that will meet 
the food and clothing 

I .TAKE-OFF
"The Revolution was 

launched when the 
first bullet was sent 
off with the intent 
of:

"A. Personifying 
the practical refusal 
of Zionist occupation; 
presentation of our 
cause to internatio­
nal public opinion as 
a cause of liberation 
rather than a problem 
of refugees or a pro­
blem concerning the 
diversion of the Jor­
dan River waters; and 
mobilization of the 
masses and their in­
stigation to armed 
revolutionary action 
by showing them in 
concrete form the 
Zionist danger.

"B. Incarnating the 
authentic revolution­
ary means for the li­
beration of Palestine 
through armed violen­
ce, preventing at­
tempts to contain the 
Palestine struggle 
and ending Arab tutor­
ship over it.

"C. Creation of a 
revolutionary atmos­
phere on the (West) 
Bank and in the & - 

za) Strip aiming at 
ripening the objec­
tive conditions ne­
cessary for the em­
ergence of armed re­
volution.

"D. Allowing the 
upcoming generations 
to get used to take 
up arms and to get 
familiar with the Pa­
lestinian soil th­
rough armed raids.

"E. Focusing the 
true nature of the 
struggle in the Mid­

only helped increase 
our determination to 
continue the armed 
struggle. Not only 
that, but many of the 
Palestinian revolu­
tionary elements joi­
ned our march. Days 
and years elapsed 
while we continued to 
ask for arms for our 
people so as to create 
the revolutionary im­
munity on the West 
Bank and in the Strip. 
This went on until 
the advent of the war 
of June 1967.

II . ARMED POPULAR 
RESISTANCE

"Immediately after 
the June War, we star­
ted to prepare for a 

veloped into popu­
lar strikes and de­
monstrations. The- 
masses recuperated 
confidence in them­
selves and in their 
ability to strive for 
the liberation of 
their land. Moreover, 
passive resistance 
escalated to include 
all popular sectors. 
The masses took up 
arms and started to 
resist the Zionist 
enemy.

III . LIMITED CON­
FRONTATION

"With the escala­
tion of our armed 
operations and their 
mass support, the 
Zionist enemy resort­

tained from underta­
king such arrogant 
campaigns.The battle 
increased the merger 
of the masses with 
their revolution,con­
tained the counter­
revolutionary tide on 
the Arab scene and 

boosted the morale of 
the freedom fighter 
and his ability to 
achieve victories.

IV .NATIONAL UNITY
"In the course of 
these battles and 
victories, Fateh was 
calling for and wor­
king to achieve na­
tional unity. In 
early 1968, it con­
vened the commando 
organizations to 
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Achievements, 1965-1970
on the grounds that 
it is the mother orga­
nization rather than 
one of the parties 
along with the other 
organizations. A 
short time thereafter 
Fateh suggested the 
PLO as a framework 
where all active com­
mando organizations 
could meet. The 
Fourth National Con­
gress convened and 
made drastic changes 
in the PLO's National 
Pact to reconcile it 
with the nature of 
the current phase of 
our national struggle. 
The National Congress 
decided to set up the 
Palestinian Armed 
Struggle Command 
(PASC) and national 
unity started to cry­
stallize although 
some refrained from 
joining it. PASC now 
represents 97% of the 
armed Palestinian 
force.

V. MOBILE WAR 
"Fateh started to 

move in its armed 
struggle from the li­
mited confrontation 
(hit and run) phase 
to that of mobile war 
(hit and hold) in the 
battles of al-Himmeh 
(May 2,1969) Sha'- 
sha'a and Green Belt 
(August 8,1969) where 
our Assifa freedom 
fighters used to oc­
cupy enemy positions 
for a few hours,clear 
them,raise the Pales­
tinian flag in them 
and return to base. 
This phase was also 

persed and harrassed 
enemy forces. This 
has had a great ef­
fect on all aspects 
of the enemy's nor­
mal daily life in 
the occupied home­
land."

SUMMIT
Abu Ammar hoped the 

Arab summit conferen­
ce would turn into a 
"war council" rather 
than a conference for 
discussion and bar­
gaining. He said : 
"We as a revolution, 
a continuous and es­
calating revolution, 
wish to place the A­
rab nation in front 
of its historic res­
ponsibilities and to 
expose to the Arab 
people the negligen­
ce of all the Arab 
states, though in 
variant degrees, in 
supporting the Pa­
lestinian Revolution. 
The Arab states still 
neglect the right of 
the Palestinian Re­
volution. Though they 
created the PLO and 
the Liberation Army, 
they failed to meet 
their commitments for 
several years now.

"The Palestinian 
Revolution is not com 
mitted except to ar­
med struggle and the 
need to develop it.It 
refuses the political 
solution because it 
implies recognition 
of the state of Zion­
ist occupation and 
its existence. We are 
fighting it to liqui­
date it. The political 

lution gives the 
wrong impression to 
some people that the 
Palestinian Revolu­
tion emerged to li­
quidate the traces of 
the 1967 aggression. 
In fact, the Pales­
tinian Revolution was 
born in 1965 to liqui­
date Israel as a poli­
tical, military, eco­
nomic and social en­
tity and to built a 
democratic Palestine 
State."

COUNTER-REVOLUTION
Abu Ammar expected

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UJV. Assembly Slaps Israel
Twice Within Two Days

UNITED NATIONS -  The 
United Nations General Assem­
bly slapped the Zionist settler­
state of Israel twice within two 
days — Dec, 10-12.

On Dec.10, the assembly voted 
by 48 votes against 22,with 47 
abstentions for a resolution dra 
wing the attentlonof the Security 
Council tor tne first time to 
the Palestine problem while 
reaffirming its grave concern at 
the breach of the Charter re­
garding “the inalienable rights 
of the Arab people of Pales­
tine.'

The Soviet Union voted for the 
Dec.10 resolution, the U.S, op­
posed It and France and Bri­
tain abstained

On Dec. 12, the assembly con­
demned Israel's policies of “col­
lective and area punishment* 
and other suppression of human 
rights In occupied territories.

The assembly adopted by 52 
votes to 13, with 49 absten­
tions, a resolution callbig on 
Israel “to desist forthwith" from 
Its “repressive practices and 
policies toward the civilian po­
pulation* under occupation.

The assembly singled out for 
condemnation “destruction of 
homes and deportation" and cal­
led urgently on Israel “to com­
ply with its obligations under 
the 1949 Geneva Convention,the 
Universal Declaration of Human 
Rights" and other U.N, deci­
sions on the subject.

Israelis Fire at Japanese

AMMAN — A Japanese ship, 
the “Tankal Maru,* sailing to 
Aqaba with a  mixed Japanese 
cargo of 207 tons Including auto 
tires, textiles and food for Jor­
dan was attacked Dec. 6 by two 
Israeli gunboats.

Britons Free
To Enlist in
Israeli Forces?

TEL AVIV -  Are Britons 
also being allowed to enlist in 
the Israeli army?

The question posed Itself 
when a 20-year-old British 
from London was killed Dec.13 
In an “accidental* mine explo­
sion at Sede Eliahu in the Bel- 
san valley.

William Woolf Horowitz had 
arrived in Israel three weeks 
earlier. According Jo the Lon­
don Times of Dec.15, he was 
“to enlist In Mahal, an Army 
corps for foreign volunteers.*

Three others were Injured In 
the Sede Eliahu “mine explo­
sion.* Later there was another 
‘accidental explosion’ In the 
neighboring kibbutz of Reshafim 
and one Israeli lost three fin­
gers'of his hand.

The day before, a “similar 
accident” caused the death of 
one Israeli and the injury of 
four others on the outskirts of 
Jerusalem. According to Israeli 
police, they were throwing 
rocks at a land mine in a field 
near their homes.



Revolution Escalates

Action Extends from Dan to Gaza
Following is a brief roundup of Fateh's major operations during 

the two week period extending from December 4 to December 19:
DECEMBER 4: Fateh commandos launch heavy rocket attack on Kefar 

Ruppin kibbutz in northern Jordan Valley. Rockets hit movie thea­
ter and other vital installations. Similar rocket or mortar at­
tacks are launched on enemy positions in Tammuniyeh, Quarantina, 
Turkmaniyeh and Tel Sheikh Da'oud. Fateh snipers kill four enemy 
troops in Beit Yosef, Turkmaniyeh and Tellet el-Khatib regions — 
All these sites are in the Jordan Valley.
DECEMBER 5: Fateh commandos inflict heavy casualties and pro­

perty damage on enemy in night rocket attack against Dafna, Shar, 
Hayishuv, Dan and Lahavot-Habashan settlements in the Hula Valley 
and on Ahmad Younes post in Beit Yosef region in northern Jordan 
Valley. Mortar raid on Yardena kibbutz in northern Jordan Valley. 
Thirty meters of advanced enemy fortifications destroyed in Adas- 
siyeh region, also in northern Jordan Valley.
DECEMBER 6: Palestinian Armed Struggle Command announces series 

of operations undertaken by Fateh commandos in Gaza, Khan Yunes, 
Deir el Balah and Hashlosha. Heavy mortar attack on advanced enemy 
observation posts, ambushes and vehicles south of Zera'a settle­
ment and on Yardena. Rocket attack on enemy military vehicles in 
Zor Abdallah. Most members of two enemy engineering corps foot pat­
rols killed or wounded when ambushed by Fateh commandos in Adas- 
siyeh and Um Touta in northern Jordan Valley.
DECEMBER 7: Fateh rocket attack on Beisan. Fire erupts at several 

places in town. Enemy casualties are heavy. Rocket attacks also 
against enemy positions in Junaydiyeh and Kefar Ruppin. Several 
enemy troops killed or injured by Fateh snipers or in ambushes in 
Jordan Valley.

DECEMBER 8: Massive Fateh rocket attack on three enemy settle­
ments in northern Jordan Valley including Mishmar Hashlosha, Tay- 
yara and Yahne'en. Enemy ammunition depots in Um Sidra set on fire 
after receiving direct rocket hits. Canning factory near Beisan is 
also hit by Fateh rockets.
DECEMBER 9: Fateh freedom fighters launch massive attack on enemy 

positions and settlements on a 38 kilometer front extending from 
Turkmaniyeh in the north to Suwayma in the south. The operation, 
code-named "Capt. Khaled," starts at 7:30 p.m. with attacks on Tur­
kmaniyeh, Um Sedra, Quarantina, Tammouniyeh, Mindassa, Um Nakhle 
and Tellet el-Hamra. Enemy helicopter-borne reinforcements are dri­
ven away from battle sites by heavy fire from Fateh freedom figh­
ters. Other Fateh units engage enemy for nine hours in Wadi el- 
Wabes in northern Jordan Valley. Enemy sustains heavy losses.Fateh 
loses four freedom fighters: Ismail Abdallah, Mufid Annaba, Ismail 
Ahmad Ali and Ibrahim Jaber. Fateh commandos launch rocket and mor­
tar attacks on enemy camp on southern slopes of Mount Hermon and 
on enemy troop and vehicle concentrations near al-Hemma in northern 
occupied Palestine. Fateh commandos score direct rocket and heavy 
artillery hits against enemy post in Maghtas including land-to-land 
missile base and ammunition and fuel dumps. In Gaza, Fateh comman­
dos blow-up and destroy high voltage power station and pylon in oc­
cupied city.

DECEMBER 10: Fateh mortar attack on military installations in 
Yardena and rocket attack on Beisan town and Hamediyeh settlement 
as well as on enemy ambushes near Ashdot Ya'akov and Zor el-Sha- 
mekh.

Zionists Threaten Famous

Because of the preface I gave to Pour les

NEW YORK-A far-reaching 
document on relations between 
Roman Catholics and Jews that 
recommends reforms including 
the possibility of joint prayer 
has been made public by Law­
rence Cardinal Shehan, archbi­
shop of Baltimore.

The document was approved 
in early December by the Vati­
can Secretariat for promoting 
Christian unity a t a  plenary ses­
sion in Rome attended by Car­
dinal Shehan. Officials oi the 
American Bishops Secretariat 
for Cathollc-Jewish relations 
said Dec.U that no further offi­
cial action was required before 
the document is sent to all the 
national bishops’ conferences of

The conferencewould then use 
the 12-page report as a guide­
line for implementing programs 
to improve Jewish relations. 
The recommendations include 
the following:

* Catholics should recognize 
the religious significance of the 
state of Israel for Jews and at­
tempt to ‘understand and res­
pect* this link between the 
people and the land.

•  The Jewish religion should 
not be seen as a  stepping stone 
to Christianity and the Old 
Testament should be recognized 
for its ‘proper validity. *

* The Catholic view ofthe J e ­
wish religion should recognize 
that it Is not one of “Justice 
alone,’ thus ‘Implying thatonly 
Christianity possesses the law 
of love and freedom."

Throughout the document are 
continuing references to Ju­
daism as a growing faith that 
continues to ‘ enrich* itself ‘and 
develop In a rich spiritual tra­
dition. *

Reaction to the document from 
Jews was enthusiastic, Benja­
min R. Epstein, national direc­
tor o the Antl-Defematlon Le­
ague of B’nal B’rlth called it 
“ a statement of the greatest 
significance. •

Cited as among the major re­
commendations of the document 
is the recognition of the State 
of Israel as having Important 
religious meaning. Thislsama- 
jor expansion on the Vatican n 
statement, as is a clause which 
states that “Christians ask par­
don of their Jewish brothers for 
generations of persecution.”

On Dec. 13, Rabbi Marc H. 
Tanenbaum, director of the In­
ter-Religious Affairs Depart­
ment of the American Jewish 
Community, said the newly is­
sued Vatican document is ‘ the 
most perceptive, reconciling and 
advantageous pronouncement” 
on the subject and that It may 
have ‘healing effects” on the 
Middle East conflict.

Earlier this year, the Pa­

The intensified Arab propaganda effort in the United States is taking place In a number of 
areas: United Nations agencies, American political leadership, college campuses and the ge­
neral American community. Of particular concern is the extent to which this effort has pene­
trated church groups and publications. According to a recent study of the American Jewish Com­
mittee, the anti-Israel campaign has taken several forms: (1) the pollleratlon of a number of 
associations, committees, etc. over the past several years, a number of them led or co-ordi­
nated by American clergymen, some with headquarters in Arab Nations, most notably Lebanon, 
such as Americans for Justice in the Middle East, Americans for Middle East Understanding, etc. 
(2) There is a barrage of mall from American missionaries In Arab nations, directed to “fel­
low Christians’" of the West which are readily printed or reprinted in major Protestant deno­
minational o r interdenominational publications. (3) Reports from Christian church delegations 
to the Middle East — which are based largely on visits to the Arab refugees — tend to be anti­
Israel in tone. (4) There is  an apparently well organized campaign of letter writing to the general 
and religiouspress reflecting an anti-Israel position.

The overwhelming majority of American Christians whose stance is anti-Israel have scrupu­
lously avoided the use of blatant anti-Semitic propaganda, and this distinction should be borne in 
mind In countering their efforts. (Another distinction which should be acknowledged Is some 
difference between Catholic and Protestant responses; American Catholics tend to be more sym­
pathetic to Israel and most of the pro-Arab statements and materials a re  found In Protestant 
journals and among Protestant clergy. The Middle Eastern Catholic groups are, of course, uni­
formly anti-Israel.) Nevertheless, some of the anti-Israel, antl-Zlonlst material slides Into 
anti-Semitism. Christian attitudes toward Israel are also complicated by frequently unacknow­
ledged — and perhaps unconscious — theological presuppositions on the one hand, and an unc­
ritical acceptance of the “third world* political Ideology on the other hand.

The arguments of those Christians who are anti-Israel center around certain themes:

1. An overriding preoccupation with the plight of Arab refugees, and the assumption that Israel 
is totally o r largely responsible for their plight.

2. A tendency to characterise Israel as a  militaristic, expansionist state,
। 3. A tendency to regard Zionism as narrow tribalism, or racist chauvinism,a contradiction or 
corruption of the “noble universalism of prophetic Judaism.’

(Along with this frequently goes a  sympathy for the American Council for Judaism, and In some 
cases, specific directives to seek cooperation and dialogue with that organization), The other 
side of the coin is a  tendency to look sympathetically on Arab nationalism, and In some cases 
to romanticize Hie Arab fedayeen te rrorist groups and commando units as ‘ freedom fighters.* 
4. American Christians share the general American mood of nonintervention and express 
particular anxiety about the possibility of a major world war being sparked by the Middle East 
crisis. There Is an almost automatic assumption that should a conflagration be touched off, It 
will be the fault of Israeli, not Arab intransigence,

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Students Contribute to Palestinian Revolution
The Palestinian student has 

always been among the main 
contributors to the Palestinian 
struggle for Independence and 
freedom. The seeds of the pre­
sent Palestinian revolution 
could be traced to Palestinian 
students, particularly to active 
members of Palestinian stu­
dents unions.

Yasser Arafat (Abu Ammar), 
Mazen Abu Ghazala, Rubhi Has­
san, Omar al Asouli, Hani Hi- 
jazi, Bashir Abu Tammam are 
names of few of those students 
who were active in Palestinian 
student unions and later led in 
contributing to the revolution.

As an engineering student at 
Cairo University Yasser Arafat 
was elected president of the 
Palestinian Student Association 
In 1954. During his tenure the
foundations for "General
Union of Palestinian Students* 
were laid, though such a union 
did not see the light until 1959. 
Rubhi Hassan left his studies in 
Germany to fight the Zionist 
enemy after the June 1967 war 
and died at the battle of al- 
Karameh.

EARLY ROLE OF STUDENTS

Such a role is not new to the 
Palestinian student. Ever since 
his homeland came under Bri­
tish control, and later under 
the Zionists, the Palestinian 
student realized the nature and 
dimension of the responsibi­
lities he had to bear. He parti­
cipated in demonstrations and 
national congresses, protested, 
carried arm s and stood bravely 
in the face of all conspiracies 
against his country.

In the 1920s the Palestinian 
student faced the bullets of 
British soldiers in the streets 
of Jaffa, Haifa and Nablus. In 
the 1930s he battled with the 
occupation soldiers in the 
mountains between orange gro­
ves, and along the coast from 
Acre to Gaza. Few months be­

the rest of his fellow students. 
Many had to quit their schooling 
to work and provide basic ne­
cessities for their families.

STUDENTS GET TOGETHER

The Palestinian students had 
to find a joint solution to their 
problems. They had to get to­
gether. The solution was the 
formation of student associa- 
tlons for Palestinians in each 
country where an adequate num­
ber of students was available. 
These associations provided 
numerous services to their 
members — obtaining sholar- 
ships for them, solving common 
problems, and ensuring an at­
mosphere where Palestinians 
can meet and discuss their 
needs and problems.

In his ambition to create a 
solid student body that gathers 
all the scattered Palestinians, 
the Palestinian student realized 
that it would be more effective 
if the different associations 
would join together into one 
union. Preparations for such a 
union began in 1954 and after 
several meetings this body, the 
General Union of Palestinian 
Students (GUPSJcarne into ex­
istence on November 28, 1959.

The first GUPS national con­
gress was held in Gaza in 1960. 
This congress established the 
broad lines for the policy of the 
Union. Among the duties 
approved by the congress for 
GUPS were:

1. To obtain a greater num­
ber of scholarships for Pales­
tinian students so as to enable 
them to continue their univer­
sity education.

2. To support the branches 
of the Union, which have now 
grown to Include 72 branches, 
and help their members.

3. To establish strong ties of 
cooperation between GUPS and 
other national and international 
student organizations so as to 
enable it to explain and clarify 
the Palestinian problem and the 
state of affairs of the Palesti­
nian student.

4. To fight Zionism, im­
perialism, sectarianism and 
all forms of foreign control.

GUPS JOINS IUS

The executive committee of 
GUPS went forth in pursuing its 
policy. It succeeded eventually 
in becoming a member of the 
International Union of Students 
(IUS) and was elected twice to 
lUffs executive committee. In

GUPS, moreover, have parti­
cipated in numerous inter­
national congresses, panel dis­
cussions and youth festivals.

This Festival ex­
pressed its support for the just 
cause of the Palestinian people 
in liberating their homeland.

The executive committee of 
GUPS is active in holding meet­
ings and conferences. The com­
mittee is presently busy pre­
paring for the second Interna­
tional conference on Palestine 
which is to be held in Kuwait 
in April 1970 to enlighten world 
public figures with facts re­
garding the Palestinian Libera­
tion Movement and to serve as 
a real challenge to Zionist and 
imperialist propaganda.

The 
idea itself is not quite new. Pa­
lestinians suggested this goal to 
the Peel Commission in 1937 
and to Count Folke Bernadotte, 
the U.N. mediator in 1948.

The Zionist occupation of Pa­
lestine and the uprooting of most 
of its Moslem and Christian in­
habitants by the use of terror, 
deceit and brute force led to a 
drastic change of attitude. The 
Palestinians were forcibly dis­
lodged from their homes and de­
prived of their rights to exist 
as a national entity on their 
homeland in order to accommo­

fairs possible.
The exiled Palestinians lear­

ned to hate the "Jews* as op­
pressors, Imperialists and to­
rmentors. They were dismayed 
to see the persecuted Jews 
seeking refuge in Palestine turn 
into persecutors. And it became 
bard for the average perse­
cuted Palestinian to appreciate 
the difference between Jews and 
Zionists. It was hard for any 
Palestinian in the midst of des­

sufferings and to clearly define 
his enemy and his enmity.

In an article which appeared 
in our issue No.5 of Nov.20, 
under “The Palestine Revolu­
tion and the Jews,”  these per­
ceptions and attitudes were dis­
cussed and analyzed. The effect 
of the Palestinian revolution

esl achievement this re-
volution was also reviewed. The 
greatest achievement of this 
revolution was seen to be 
freeing the Palestinians of their 
chains and their misery, humi­
liation and despair. When the 
Palestinian carried a gun in his 
hand - - and with it his destiny, 
his very survival — he grew 

Jews qua Jews (as Jews) but 
view them as they view other 
co-religionists; Christians or 
Moslems. How they behave, 
where do they stand, and what 
Is their position towards the 
Palestinians and their revolu-
tlon more Important
then their names, language or 
religious belief.

The Palestinians are fighting 
to create a tolerant, democra­
tic and liberated land for "all 
of us,”  Jews, Christians and 
Moslems. This change in atti­
tudes was seen as a  first pre­
requisite for the creation of the 
new state. A change of Jewish 
attitudes and their perception 
of the Palestinians and their 
revolution is another major 
prerequisite.

A plural, open, tolerant Pa­
lestine for Jews, Moslems and 
Christians is a vastly superior 
country than an exclusive racist 
state built on the forced exclu­
sion and misery of any part of 
its population.

To what extent this goal is  at­
tainable and realistic will be 
determined by the attitude of the 
Jews in Palestine and outside 
it and by the progress and es­
calation of the revolution. As the 
attitudes of the Moslem and 
Christian Palestinians were 
explored, it is quite important 
that an attempt be made at 
exploring and analyzing Jewish 
attitudes and perceptions.

AN APPROACH TO THE STUDY 
OF JEWISH ATTITUDES

Any attempt at studying and 
interpreting the attitudes and 
perception of any group of peo­
ple must be met with difficul­
ties and be subjected to accusa­
tions of bias and distortions. We 
don't claim any immunity from 
such shortcomings, but we shall 
try to minimize their effect. 
Our approach will be the 
use of direct quotations — and
documentation whenever
possible. No attempt is made 
here at using Marxian dialectics 
or purely sociological models.

A final problem besets our

HOW ZIONISTS VIEWED THE 
PALESTINIANS

The early attitude of the 
Zionists towards the Palestini­
ans was simply to ignore their 
very existence. Israel Zagwill’s 
famous phrase about "a  land 
without people to a people with­
out land" epitomizes this atti­
tude. Chaim Weizmann had a 
more colorful statement: 
"There is a  country which hap­
pens to be called Palestine, a 
country WITHOUT a people, 
and on the other hand there ex­
is ts  the Jewish People and it has 
no country. What else is neces­
sary then, than to fit the gem 
into the ring, to unite this peo­
ple with this country?* UrlAv- 
nery notes that T. Herzl in his 
book “ The Jewish State," which 
launched the modern Zionist 
movement, dealt with working 
hours, housing for workers, and 

committing an injustice. ’
Several reports appearing In 

the late 19th century and the 
early 20th century confirmed 
this fact amply. The Arab Pa­
lestinians had aprosperous cit­
rus industry. They grew oran­
ges of exceptional size which 
attracted attention as early as 
the 18th century

Zionist image-making subse­
quently turned to another theme 
which was to be accepted by 
a large number of Jews as well 
as Christians in Europe and 
America and thus became a 
major force in shaping the atti­
tude of Jews toward the Pales­
tinians.

Current Official Zionist Statements
Following is a self-explanatory series of recent statements by 

Zionist leaders of the settler-state of Israel:

GOLDA MEIR
December 13: There is no doubt that the people of Israel will 

have to forego some of their easy ways of living...They should 
and must.

French Citizens Expose 
Zionist Anti-A rab Racism
PARIS - The Paris daily LE MONDE publish­

ed Dec.14-15 the following statement signed 
by a number of leading Frenchmen:

"... Condemning, on our part, all the 
forms of racism, including the anti-Arab ra­
cism which is manifested in France daily,we 
denounce the process which consists— through 
repeated allegations about the 'resurgence 
of anti-Semitism in France'— in casting the 
doubt of anti-Semitism on those who take po­
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Kibbutzim: Socialist or Racialist?
Today there exist about 230 kibbutzim (pa­

ra-military settlements) with over 80,000 
members all over the country (some 4% of the 
country's total Jewish inhabitants). The 
first kibbutz was founded in 1909, and the 
population of each may vary from 60 to 2,000 
persons. The first settlers, kibbutznicks, 
and quite a number of the leaders and chief 
administrators came to Palestine from Tsa­
rist Russia, and were very strongly influen­
ced by socialist or progressive movements 
developing there towards the end of the last 
century. And with these settlers came the 
idea of "agricultural colonies on the col­
lective principle" known as kibbutzim. But 
it has always been the "rebuilding of Zion" 
that has been the most important and pri­
mary part of the kibbutz dream.

David Ben Gurion, the first Zionist prem­
ier said: "Today you can enjoy better mater­
ial conditions and still be an idealist." 
The individual members of a kibbutz is in­
duced to put the greatest effort into his 
work, to try and produce more and insure 
that nothing goes to waste - and, to regard 
everything, whether small or large as if it 
were his own personal property. Has this in­
centive anything in common with socialism? 
And the kibbutznicks are idealistically led 
to believe that this life benefits the mas­
ses of the people. On investigating a kib­
butz, one finds that certain discrimination 
is as open and obvious as in any other capi­
talist or feudal or semi-feudal society. 
"Women are naturally drawn towards service 
occupations, and in most kibbutzim work in 
kitchens, dining-rooms, laundries, child­
ren's homes and schools" - women are just 
as oppressed in this kibbutz society where 
they are the same domestic slaves and rest­
rained and prevented from developing to full 
equality with men. "Women members are sent 
to attend courses in nutrition and cooking, 
store-keeping, service and table arrange­
ments, sewing and mending, child-care and 
education." Yet the "socialist" kibbutz 
claims to be "trying to improve woman's 
status and position in society."

Where do the tremendous profits go, and 
which class of people benefits from kibbut­
zim? The following quote from a Zionist ban­
ker is a very revealing admission: "To the 
outside world the kibbutz behaves exactly 
like a capitalist enterprise and keeps its 

state of Israel be supported and propped up- 
and by whom?...Millions of Jewish workers 
around the world, by the blood and sweat of 
their toil, and in their ignorance of true 
facts, contributed to the establishment and 
perpetuation of their own enemy, Zionism 
and the state of Israel. Be it in the "lit­
tle blue box" children's pennies towards 
planting a tree, or the constant charity de­
mand of the Zionist agent, the money rolled 
in.

Hatred and fear are instilled in a natural 
and subtle way into the feelings of children 
and new kibbutziners - and also in very 
early years of life in a kibbutz, the feel­
ings of a racial supremacy.
The expansionist aims of Israel are the 

tasks of the kibbutzim - to challenge the 
most remote area or newly - acquired terri­
tory, a kibbutz is established. There is a 
strong emphasis on self-reliance in defence, 
any Zionist population of these particular 
territories. There are four main reasons 
given for the absolute necessity of self 
defence - "to meet immediate physical dan­
ger, to give us greater freedom and indepen­
dence in our settlement and development 
program (we won't be put off from pionee­
ring a particular region, perhaps far from 
another kibbutz - should specially choose 
such areas to make safe for further settle­
ment in future, self-reliance of our peo­
ple, and to develop a force which we could 
depend on should the Arabs, or any others, 
attempt to trample on, our ’■ights in the 
country."

"The kibbutz movement does not believe 
that the organization of life in Israel or 
the world can be changed by altering the 
system of government either by gaining an 
electoral majority in the legislative as­
sembly or by armed revolution." (Shlomo 
Tamir.)'

This implies that the majority of the 
people, the workers and peasants of all na­
tions must resign themselves and accept 
their impoverished and downtrodden condi­
tions as by fate, or perhaps divine right, 
with some of them, under the banner of 
idealism, standing by in kibbutzim and 
waiting and hoping for events to change 
themsleves. What kind of socialism is this? 
This is not socialism at all, but is defeat­

Israel Without Zionists
“If you know yourself and 

know your enemy, you can win 
a hundred battles a hundred 
times,* according to a famous 
Chinese proverb. Reviewing the. 
book "Israel Without Zionists’

derstandlng the enemy's way of 
thinking.

In evaluating this book, one of 
the most recent about Pales­
tine this year, and perhaps one 
of the most vicious, three things 
should be kept in mind: 
FIRST: The author of the book, 
Uri Avnery, was born in Ger­
many under the name of Oster­
man.

British colonialism.

At the end of 1947 Avnery had 
a book out called “War and 
Peace tn the Semitic Region’

The United Na­
tions however, approved of the 
partition and the “Palestinian 
Youth" Issued a pamphlet fore­
telling the long war between 
the Arabs and the Jews,

During the war of 1948 Av­
nery joined theHaganahandwas 
Injured seriously but mana­
ged to escape death, Avnery 
wrote his memoirs about 
the war and was able to buy an 
unknown weekly magazine — 
“Ha'olam Hazeh” or “This 
World."

In 1956, Avnery ran for the 
Knesset (Israeli ParUament)and 
won a seat which he retains till 
now. His policy calls for the in­
stitution of a confederal union, 
caUed the “Semitic Union,’ am­
ong all the Middle Eastern sta­
tes. He says that this is the 
only way to achieve peace in 
this part of the world. Avnery 
claims that the present Middle 
East conflict is one between 
two nationalist movements, the 
Arab and Zionist national mo­
vements, 
SECOND: Although the author, 
to the introduction, claims to 
be neutral, this is contradicted

After going over the history 

of the Zionist movement and the 
Balfour Declaration which was 
the beginning of fulfillment of 
Zionist dreams, Avnery says:

“Pre- 
ceeding this union, economic, 
political and military agree­
ments have to take p!ace,Once 
this union is formed, peace will 
be nearer and actual co-opera­
tion can exist between Israel 
and the Arab State, As to the 
Palestinians, it means an end 
to their psychological troubles, 
a place on the map of the 
world, regaining of identity, a 
safeguard to their national' so­
vereignty as well as putting 
an end to the refugees mise­
ry," Avnery concludes.

A WRAPPED THREAT
The author ends his book by 

giving a brief summary of the 
■envisaged’ Semitic Union be­
tween Israel and the surrond- 
Ing Arab States. He also lists 
the advantages of such a union.

Nevertheless, he ends his 
book with a hidden, wrapped 
threat, “Yet time is import­
ant, An uneasy cease-fire pre­
vails along the frozen fronts

fraught with dangers, broken by 
Intermittent shots.

“The armies confronting each 
other across the cease-fire lin­
es are arming quickly, A new 
war is assumed by all of them 
as a virtual certainly, with on­
ly the exact timing still to doubt. 
But the next war, or the one 
after it, will be quite different 
from the recent one so diffe­
rent, In fact, that the BLIT- 
ZKREIG of June 1967, will look, 
to comparison, like a humani­
tarian exercise,

“Nuclear weapons, missiles 
of all types, are nearing the 
Semitic scene, Their advent is 
inevitable.

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Palestine in Retrospect
(Editor's note: The original inhabitants of Palestine, Moslems 

and Christians ± opposed the flow of Jewish immigration into their 
country under the British Mandate. Their opposition took the form 
of protests, demonstrations and civil disturbances in 1920, 1921, 
1929, 1933 and epen an armed rebellion from 1936 until 1939 against 
the Mandatory Government. After each serious disturbance the Bri­
tish Government appointed a commission of inquiry to determine its 
causes, as if these causes were not clear enough already. A mili­
tary Commission of Inquiry_into the disturbances of April 1920 
found that the reasons for the trouble were Arab disappointment at 
the non-fulfilment of the promises of independence which were given 
to the Arabs during the war, Palestinian Arab belief that the Bal­
four Declaration implied a denial of the right of self-determina­
tion, and fear that increase in Jewish immigration would lead to 
their economic and political subjection to the Jews. Another Com­
mission of Inquiry, headed by the Chief Justice, reported that the 
fundamental cause of the disturbances of May 1921 was a feeling of 
discontent and hostility among the Palestinian Arabs due to politi­
cal and economic causes connected with Jewish immigration. The Com­
mission rejected the Jewish suggestion that the riots had been dec­
lared that the root of the trouble lay in the Palestinian Arab fear 
of the consequence of Jewish inmigration, Which they regarded as an 
ultimate means of Arab political and economic subjection. The Com­
mission of Inquiry, headed by Sir Halter Shaw, which inquired into 
the riots of August 1929 made findings similar to the Commission of 
1921. The Royal Commission, named the Peel Commission, which inves­
tigated the unrest in 1936 found that the underlying causes of the 
disturbances were the desire of the Palestinian Arabs for national 
independence and their hatred and fear of the establishment of the 
Jewish national home. The Peel Commission recommended the termina­
tion of the mandate and partition of the country between Arabs and 
Jews, save for enclaves covering Jerusalem, Bethlehem and Nazareth. 
On further investigation of the form and practicabilities of parti­
tion by another Commission, called the Woodhead Commission, the 
British Government came to the conclusion that the difficulties in­
volved in the proposal to create independent Arab and Jewish states 
within Palestine were so great as to make partition impracticable. 
Following is the text of the recommendations and conclusions of the 
Peel Commission. Those of the Woodhead Commission will appear in 
our next issue).

CONCLUSION
1. “Half a loaf Is better than
