In his
writings we find a clearly exposed 
conception of the final aim of the 
Socialist movement-the transform­
ation of 1)()litical government over 
men into the administration of 
things and the guidance of the pro­
cesses of production. Hern, clearly 
foreseen, was the ultimate abolition 
of the State, 

"7hile the Utopians recognised 
that the development of capitalism 
was creating intolerable conditionr; 
for the grm1t mass of the people, 
they suffered from the illusion that 
to change the economic and socia l  
order would be a very easy task. 
All they had to do was to carry 
on propaganda .iu favour of the 
future •. · society-whose ph_ysival 
shape they had mapped out down 
to the minutest detail. If • they 
could persuade a . sufficient number 
of people, and especially a 1'cpre­
scnt11tive section of the posses�ing 
classes who, after all, disposed of
political power, to support their
schemes, all would be accomplished. 
Thm·e would be no need for ;m s 
sort of political strngglc. A re 
volution ? Perish the thought ! 

" ShouM not the rich first of all

be turned on to the right, road? ". 
Cahet, one of · the leading JrrcuC"l, 
utopian socialists, was asked.
