The proposed
Jewish state would occupy 55% of
the territory; it would coutain 538,-
000 Jews and 397,000 Arabs. The
Arab state would have 804,000 Arabs
and 10,000 Jews. ~Approximatelv
100,000 Arabs and a like number »f
Jews will live in the UN-controlled
international area of Jerusalem.

INTERIM CCMMISSICON

An interim commission of the UN
has been set up to take over the
reins of government from the Brit-
ish, whose mandate expires on Aug.
1, 1248, ‘This commission will gov-
ern the Jewish and Arab states
“until such time” as
them competent to govern them-
selves. It will also govern the in-
ternaticnal zone.

' TRAP FOR BOTH

The partition plan is 1no less 4
trap for -the Jews than for the
Arabs.  Their gains are purely il-
lusory. The Jews will not have

19th centuries. This caricature of a

| «“Jewish state” comes into being in
la world of

declining ~ capitalism
when no small people-—even those
already with a “state of their own”
—has any independence to speak of.
Even if maintained against the as-
saults of the Arabs, this “Jewish
state” will remain completely at the
mercy of the UN, that is, of the im-
rerialists who dominate the UN.

* Moreover, this “Jewish state” -is
peing established in a country
where the Jews are a minority. - So

‘long as the Arab majority remains

opposed to this minority Jewish
state, the Jews in Palestine must
live dangerously indeed. As loyal
suppcntels of this reactionary par-
tition plan, they will only retain
and increase the hostility of the
Arabs, without whose collaboration
the Jews can never gain any per-
manent security or peace in the
Middle East.

Nor is this all. The Middle East
iz one of the key areds for imperi-
alxsm, both because of its oil re-
sert{es and its strategic position.
In the light of imperialist calcula-
fions and the thrent of another
world war, it should be cbvious that
the “Jewish state” can easily be-
¢ome another bloody trap for the
Jewish people. ’

Instead of solving the problems
of either the Jews or Arabs in Pal-
sstine, the partition scheme will
only aggravate them. The p#e-
condition for the liberation of Pal-

estine is unity bhetween the Arabs |

and Jews.” This unity can be
welded only in a jpint struggle
agdinst the imperialist oppressors
on the bisis of a revolutionary so-
cialist program. Partition, on the
contrary, erects another barrier be-
tween Ardbs-and Jews.
